AUSTIN, TEX — Texas 
state government may see 
far-reaching new changes In 
budgeting techniques, hope­
fully to save money and curb 
a tax increase.

Gov. Dolph Briscoe express­
ed enthusiasm for the Geor­
gia “zero base” budget meth­
ods inaugurated by Gov. Jim­
my Carter two years ago.

Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby and a 
delegation of Texas budget 
experts, including Sen A M. 
Alkin of Paris, vLslted Georgia 
last week for a briefing by 
Carter’s aides.

When the officials return­
ed, Briscoe said he expects to 
“be proceeding with imple­
menting (changes) very 
shortly.”

Hobby is chairman of the 
Legislative Budget Board, 
which ramrods the Texas bud­
get process Brtscoe .said he 
will Instruct his own budget 
office to take the Georgia 
system as a model in prepar­
ing the executive depart­
ment’s spending recommen­
dations.

Under the “zero ba.se" sy­
stem, all agencies are in­
structed to start “from 
scratch” in drawing up their 
appropriations requests rath­
er than taking present levels 
of spending as their beginn­
ing point.

Governor Carter asked all 
Georgia ageiK:ies to detail 
how they would operate under 
existing revenues, a 15 per 
cent cut and a slight increase. 
He also insisted that they ll.st 
their own priorities of pro­
grams as a guide to the legis­
lature in directing economies.

Bri.scoe has emphasized re­
peatedly that he proposes to 
follow that procedure in 
weighing the value of exist­
ing educational programs, as 
he maps his recommenda­
tions for revision of the pub­
lic school finance system.

Are cattle feedlots a major 
contributor to America’s 
growing pollution problem?

The answer is an emphatic 
“NO!” in the opinions of Dr 
Myron Paine and Dr John 
Sweeten, who both have a 
good understanding of the 
situation.

Paine Ls located at Oklaho­
ma State University and is a 
regional Extension Service 
feedlot waste management 
specialist serving a six-state 
area of the Southern Great 
Plains. Sweeten Ls an agri­
cultural engineer in animal 
waste management for the 
Texa.s Agricultural Extension 
Service, Texa.s A&M Univer­
sity

With .some 25 5-million cat­
tle fed in lots across the na­
tion annually, and each ani­
mal producing about a ton of 
manure, the potential for 
waste management problems 
Ls there, admit the two en­
gineers But one very real 
reason why a mammoth prob­
lem has not been created is 
simply good public relations 
on the part of the operators

Mast operators keep the 
manure moved out as a mat­
ter of animal health. After i 
they move out a load of cat­
tle, they clean the pen How­
ever, this soon results in a 
huge pile of manure, and here 
is the problem

According to the specialists, 
most feedlot operators have 
solved this problem by deve­
loping close working relation- 
ship.s with local farmers

They have convinced farm­
ers to take the manure on the 
basis that it Ls valuable fertl-, 
lizer Some farmers are even 
paying as much as $2 a ton 
But in areas where the farm­
ers are not convinced of the 
fertilizer value, private deals 
to move the manure have 

, been worked out in many 
, ways

Ar.other reason the pollu­
tion potential of feedlot.s has 
not been reached and unlike­
ly ever will is that only a 
small percentage — research 
shows only about two percent 

> — of the ifnlidf reach a 
stream, explain Paine and 
Sweeten

"If that total of 25 5-miIllon 
tons produced annually went 
directly Into a sewage system 
— as do human wastes — the 
effect would be devastating. 
But actually, one human con­
tributes 10 times as much 
toward water pollution as one 
feedlot animal ”

The specialists feel con­
flicting and misleading state­
ments have posed an out-of- 
focus view of feedlots in the

, overall ecology picture
“If all animal wast.*s

from one animal fell directly 
into a stream that one ani­
mal would equal 16 persons in 
pollution contribution. But 
the actual fact is that ma­
nure falls on land and it’s 85 

' percent water This evapo­
rates and the only way the 
manure gets into a public 
water stream is in ca.se of a 
rainfall in excess of one ir.cn 
Then, we might get runoff 
Into the stream ”

Most of the Southern Great 
Plains states now have law.< 
requiring feedloLs to have a

system of runoff retention 
■itracture.s About 90 percent 
of the ra»tle fed in Oklahoma 
are in lot;- that are m compli­
ance with thi.s law. and .some

They spend hard • earned 
dollars on advertising to  a t­
tract potential buyers, then 
forget to pul the pels outside, 
o r in a neighbor's houae, so 
I hat the pel-ahy prospect isn't 
tem pted to  gel out o f the 
bouse at toon  as possible.

One of the strangest things, 
veteran real estate brokeia 
say, is to  see a homeowner 
earnestly trying lo  talk a pros­
pect into buying--but actually 
talking him out u f it. If he 
feels bad at having to  sell 
his house, the homeowner 
may lord it over the pro­
spective buyer and even ridi­
cule him.

to  another machine in the 
KHA home office. Six mm- 
ules later, your broker’s ma­
chine turns ou t SIX pliotus, 
with descriptioiui u f huuaea 
available in the area you are 
moving lu.

DONT express annoyance 
if a prospect crilicizea features 
uf th r house. He n u y  know 
mure about buying a house 
than you know about selling 
one, and wjineune may have 
suggaatrd tha t ariticiam brings 
a  lower price.

DO be ready wkh a de­
finite answer aa to  the date by 
which you will definitely be 
ready lu  move.

D ONT be overly optim is­
tic  if a woman kiukt at your 
home and aayt she's very in­
terested. Many a shopper will 
visit several to m es in a day 
and say the same thing in 
each.

DO, wlienever possible, Isi 
your real estate agent show 
Ihe house. Just by luukinf a l 
the prospect she can ufleH 
tell which puHilt arc going 
over well, and which the might 
a t  well nut menlKm.

DONT get the children ia 
on the negutiatiun.
