Many veterans are unaware
of the fact that they may be
eligible for dental care at
Government expense after
they are released from the
Armed Forces This an-
nouncement was made today
by Martin L. Gibson, Veterans
Service Officer for Martin
County

Under the current Veterans
Administration dental care
program, a veteran qualifies
for one episode of dental care,
provided he applies to the

| VA within one year following

discharge or release from
service. “One epi-
sode"” for this purpose means
the veteran may receive a
dental program only once,
sufficient to correct all cavi-
ties and other dental defects
revealed by the dental exami-
nation. Dental care for eligi-
ble veterans may be authoriz-
ed and paid by the Veterans
Administration, and may be
rendered by a private dentist
in the veteran's home town
An exception might be the
veteran who lives within easy
commuting distance of a VA
dental clinie, in which case
the work would be done by a
VA dentist

When a veteran is discharg-
ed or released from military
service, and he finds that den-

' VETERANS ADMINISTRATION

tal care is needed, he should
report to his local Service
Officer and file an applica-
tion with the VA. If he is
found to be eligible, the Vet-
erans Administration will
authorize the necessary exa-
mination and treatment. The
veteran should not obligate
himself for any dental care
expense, since the Veterans
Administration will pay for
ervice which is authorized
Dental care at VA expense
is generally available, without
any time limit, for former
prisoners of war. The Govern-
ment may also provide care
when a dental conditiomds
aggravating a service-con-
nected medical disability
