The seating capacity, 
however, is actually more in

OLDER TEXANS' 
PROBLEMS

Older Texans can take 
steps to protect themselves 
from unscrupulous "dea ls." 
Many older Texans are vic­
timized. gyped and deprived 
of their rights every day.

They make prime targets 
since they tend to have 
trusting natures — and this 
creates special problems for 
them, especially since many 
live on fixed incomes.

To protect their money, 
older Texans, first, should 
remember it is their money 
— and they have the right to 
spend it as they wish. A 
reliable businessman res­
pects a person's ability to 
judge quality and spend 
money wisely.

In view of that, older 
people should be careful of 
ads or phone calls that 
promise a prize or free gift.

Don't accept an offer un­
less all conditions are under­
stood. Listen carefully to 
what the buyer must do.

When considering a pur­
chase, get all conditions in 
wnting on the sales slip. This 
includes delivery date, guar­
antee and right to exchange 
or return.

Don't accept verbal pro­
mises — they can't be enfor­
ced.

Resist pressure to sign a 
contract in a hurry — and 
don't sign at all if it has 
blanks that should be filled 
in. The best time to avoid

trouble is before signing.
Before signing a contract, 

read it over carefully. Then 
'sleep on it ' and talk it over 
with someone you trust. A 
reliable businessman won’t 
ask a buyer to sign in a 
hurry, because he’s concern­
ed with consumer satisfac- 
tioii.

Also, deal with door to- 
door salesmen carefully. Be 
courteous, but don i be a- 
fraid to say no.

When considering a sales­

man's merchandise, check 
his credentials and examine 
the item to make sure it's 
worth the money.

And. after signing a con­
tract with a door-to-door 
salesman, reconsider the ac­
tion. The buyer has three 
days to cancel the contract if 
he decides he made a poor 
decision.

The salesman must give 
the buyer a postcard which 
cancels the contract if  the 
merchandise costs more than 
$25.

They make prime targets 
since they tend to have 
trusting natures — and this 
rreafes sprvial pr*vM»(w« fo» 
them, especially since many 
live on fixed incomes.

To protect their money, 
older Texans, first, should 
remember it is their money 
— and they have the right to 
spend it as they wish. A 
reliable businessman res­
pects a person's ability to 
judge quality and spend 
money wisely.

In view of that, older 
people should be careful of 
ads or phone calls that 
promise a prize or free gift.

Don’t accept an offer un­
less all conditions are under- 
slixid. Listen carefully to 
what the buyer must do.

When considering a pur­
chase. get all conditions in 
writing on the sales slip. This 
includes delivery date, guar­
antee and right to exchange 
or return.

Don't accept verbal pro­
mises — they can't be enfor­
ced.

Resist pressure to sign a 
aintract in a hurry — and 
don’t sign at all if  it has 
blanks that should be filled 
in. The best time to avoid

trouble is before signing.
Before signing a contract, 

read it over carefully. Then 
'sleep on it ' and talk it over 
with someone you trust A 
reliable businessman won't 
ask a buyer to sign in a 
hurry, because he's concern­
ed with consumer satisfac­
tion.

Also, deal with door-to- 
door salesmen carefully. Be 
courteous, but don't be a- 
fraid to say no.
