With New Machine

City Battling klyin

The city of Stanton has
begun its war on mosquitoes
and flies in the alleys, yards
and streets of Stanton this
week, as city employees
plugged in the new thermal-
fogging machine for its first
test.

The machine, which was
purchased through Federal
Revenue Sharing funds re-
cently, emits a white blanket
of fog which contains a
Mixture composed of 90 per
cent malathion.

City Manager Jimmy Mat-
his has asked that anyone
who is allergic to malathion
or who has respiratory prob-
lems which the spray could
irritate, call the city hall.

““If these people will con-
tact city hall we can call them
before we spray their area
and they can make other
arrangements,’’ Mathis sta
ted.

The city council purchased
the machine in an attempt to
alleviate the city's mosquito

and fly problem, and the new
machine will be pressed into
service as often as needed to
accomplish the sizeable task.

The machine is mounted
on one of the city's older
pickup trucks. As the truck
goes through streets and
alleys it emits the malathion-
bearing fog, certain death to
flying pests.

After that, the
document will go to the
convention’s  “Submission

and Transition Committee,"
which will wrap up all
proposals in package form
and return them to
delegates.

At this stage, the
document and related
separate-submission  items
(like right-to-work) must be
approved by a two-thirds
majority (121 votes) to be
submitted to voters

The Submission and
Transition Committee will
serve as a kind of conference
committee, seeking com-
promises which can rally
approval of the necessary
majority of delegates.

After months of stormy
debate and close votes, the
convention began to receive
praise from many quarters
for its efforts to improve the
1876 constitution.
