30 injured in Central Texas twister

By The Associated Press

A tornado struck the Central
Texas town of Jarrell early to-
day, killing a 42-year-old woman,
injuring at least 30 others and
causing extensive damage. The
tornado was part of a storm
system that killed at least one
other person in Texas.

The damage in Jarrell and
Williamson County was the most
extensive in the massive front of
storms that moved slowly
through the state.

Largest share
has only trace

The southeastern tip of Scurry
County caught some 2 inches of
rain Tuesday night while the rest
of the county was relatively dry.

The 2 inches was reported five
to six miles southeast of
Hermleigh, a system which ap-
parently moved southward to
dump from 1'% to 2 inches of rain
in Colorado City in neighboring
Mitchell County.

Just north of Hermleigh, the
rain amount was .60 of-an-inch,
and the Dunn area was in the
outer edges of the storm, receiv-
ing .30 of-an-inch of rain.

The possibility of rain for
Snyder continued to be more a
promise than a fact Tuesday and
early Wednesday, a time when
large areas of Texas received
flooding and turbulent weather.

The official total for Snyder
Tuesday was only .07 of-an-inch
of moisture as thunder and
lightning was noted in the area
after 9 p.m. Traces of rain were
reported in Fluvanna, the Ira
area and at Lake J.B. Thomas.

The rain chances for Snyder
are listed at 60 percent Wednes-
day night. Forecasters say there
is a change for some severe
storm systems.

The city has now received 3.6
inches for the year to date, an
amount normally received dur-
ing the month of May alone--
traditionally, Scurry County’s
wettest month.

While the Wednesday night
rain outlook is better than 50-50,
the extended forecast indicates a
decreasing chance for storm ac-
tivity.

The Thursday prediction here
is now listed at a 20 percent
chance for thunderstorms and all
of West Texas is expected to have
decreasing cloudiness as the
weekend nears.

Geneva Simpson, a Williamson
County sheriff’'s dispatcher. At
least 11 semi-trailers were over-
turned on the highway, she said.

In addition to the homes and
apartment complex, several
businesses, including some ser-
vice stations, were also damag-
ed, officials say. The storm
damaged the roof of the high
school gym in the community of
400, about 35 miles north of
Austin.

High winds later hit Double
File Trail Elementary School
near Round Rock, although no
one was injured, said Carol
VandeerMeer, a school district
spokeswoman. About 400
students were evacuated to the
Round Rock High School, she
said.

The Jarrell tornado touched
down about 4 a.m. as severe
thunderstorms spread across a
vast area of Texas from the Rio
Grande to the Red River.

Sales tax figures for month improve

Snyder sales tax returns-got
back onto the positive side for
both the month and the year-to-
date with the latest report from
the state comptroller’s office.

The state reported Snyder had
a plus 8.1 percent for the month
and a cumulative year-to-date
percentage of a plus 3.2. In actual
figures, the 1 percent state sales
tax collected here has generated
a total of $326,786 thus far.

The latest monthly report,
reflecting sales collected during
March, generated $81,627 this
year compared to $75,488 last.

In February, the monthly
report for Snyder showed a
percentage decrease, but this
was credited to 1988 being a Leap
Year and the extra day’s tax col-

Across the state, the state com-
ptroller returned $117.8 million to
cities that impose the local sales
tax. This was an increase of 11
percent over the previous year.

In addition, Scurry County
received a monthly return of
$50,471 for the 1% cent sales tax it
collects to offset ad valorem tax-
es. The year-to-date figure is now
$183,574.

$873,492 was a 2.6 percent
decrease from last year.

—San Angelo: plus 7.7 percent
with $2.5 million returned to date
compared to $2.4 million last
year. The monthly return of
$746,566 was a 9.7 percent im-
provement over last year.

—Big Spring: minus 0.7 per-
cent with $619,215 returned to
date compared to $623,670 last
year. The monthly return of
$185,158 was a 0.8 percent im-
provement over last year.

—Snyder: plus 3.2 percent with
$326,786 returned to date com-
pared to $316,571 last year. The
monthly return of $81,627 was an

8.1 percent improvement over
last year.

—Sweetwater: plus 2.1 percent
with $324,606 returned to date
compared to $317,815 last year.
The monthly return of $91,237
was a 0.9 percent improvement
over last year.

—Colorado City: plus 23.8 per-
cent with $171,843 returned to
date compared to $138,727 last
year. The monthly return of
$49.916 was a 13.4 percent im-
provement over last year.

—Post: minus 5.3 percent with
$66,156 returned to date com-
pared to $69,914 last year. The
monthly return of $17,929 was a
21.9 percent decrease from last
year.

Eight graves
are unearthed

CORPUS CHRISTI, Texas
(AP) — An archaeologist
says eight graves discovered
at the city’s Botanical
Gardens are believed to date
back nearly 2,800 years and
may have links to the ancient
Mayans.

Herman Smith of the Cor-
pus Christi Museum said the
find, discovered last week,
appears to have connections
with a2 13.grave bhurial cite
unearthed /last February at
the Botanical Gardens.

Both groups are believed to
date back to 800 B.C., he said,
and there are indications
they had links to ancient
Meximn and Mayan civiliza-
tions

“‘What is most mtrlgumg of
all is that we have the sugges-
tion that South Texas may
have been the conduit for
culture traits from southern
Mexico into the Mississippi
River Valley,”” Smith told the
Corpus Christi Caller-Times.

The archaeologist said
earlier theories about the
migration from what is now
Latin America to what is now
the United States were that
the people came by canee
across the Gulf of Mexico.

The eight graves found last
week include three females,
one of whom was about eight
months pregnant and ap-
pears to have been killed by a
spear point through her
chest, Smith said.

Popular seed grass case a ‘first’

ALBUQUERQUE, N.M. (AP)
— A West Texas businessman
has been indicted by a federal
grand jury on charges he stole a
popular grass seed from a
military range in southern New
Mexico.

Kenneth Chapman, 59, of
Borger, Texas, was indicted last
Friday by a federal grand jury in
Albuquerque. The indictment
charges Chapman with theft of
U.S. property, "entering a
mlhtary reservation to commit a
crime and aiding and abetting.

_ Specifically, the government
contends Chapman was in
possession of 107 sacks that con-
tained blue grama grass seed.
Chapman is accused of obtaining
the seed by mowing blue grama
grass growing on the McGregor
Range, a large restricted
military reservation south of
Alamogordo.

Gary Olson, an investigator for
the Bureau of Land Manage-
ment, the agency responsible for
resource management on the
range, said the case was unique.

“We are not aware of a case
like this ever being filed
anywhere in the nation,” he said.

U.S. Attorney William Lutz

said Chapman had a permit to °

graze cattle in the area of
McGregor Range, but the permit
did not allow him to cut any of the
grass or harvest the seed.

Bill Fuller, a plant materials
specialist with the Soil Con-
servation Service, said the value
of blue grama grass seed has in-
creased substantially since 1985,
when the Conservation Reserve
Program encouraged farmers to
plant some of fields in grass in-
stead of more traditional crops.

Although the word “unnatural” may
have negative connotations, an unnat-
ur2l bridge play can sometimes be a
winner.

When the 10 of clubs was led against
four hearts, declarer could see that
East would have an automatic spade
shift after winning the club ace. That
would not be to declarer’s liking, so he
made the unnatural play of allowing
the club 10 to win the trick. West now
switched to a spade. Declarer won the
queen and played a diamond toward
dummy. West grabbed the ace and
continued with the spade king. South
won the ace, played to the diamond
queen and led the king of clubs. After
ruffing the ace of clubs, declarer
cashed the heart ace and then played
the king of diamonds. If West ruffed
with the heart king; a spade would be
shed from dummy. If West ruffed with
the 10, declarer would overruff in
dummy and play good clubs while
sluffing his spade loser.

What if West plays low when declar-
er plays toward the queen of dia-
monds? Declarer wins the queen, ruffs
out the ace of clubs, cashes the ace of
hearts and leads a low diamond. Once
again the defense is helpless.

To defeat the contract, East must
counter one unnatural play with an-
other. Let East take the ace of clubs at
trick one, even though dummy has not
covered, and lead back a spade. The
defense will now quickly take at least
four tricks, and probably five when de-
clarer puts in the spade queen to try
and make the contract.

Secules seizes opportunity
when Pelluer asks for trade

IRVING, Texas (AP) - We have
seen the future of the Dallas
Cowboys and that future is Tro
Aikman, but fellow quarterbac{
Scott Secules likes to think he’s
seen the present and that present
is he.

Secules’ vision materialized
somewhat Sunday when last
year’s starting quarterback,
five-year NFL veteran Steve
Pelluer, asked for a trade.

Now it’s in Secules’ hands ... er,
arm.

New York upends Chicago;
Suns finish otf Golden State

NEW YORK (AP) - Patrick
Ewing says the only thing that
bothers him about playing poorly
is that it sometimes causes the
New York Knicks to lose games.

“It’s not me; it’s New York
versus Chicago,”” Ewing said.
“All I want to do is win and be
known as a winner. I wasn’t
disturbed at the way I was play-
ing; I was disturbed we were los-
ing.”

The Knicks and Ewing regain-
ed ‘the winning touch Tuesday
night, defeating Chicago 121-114
as he scored 32 points on 12-for-20
shooting, grabbed 11 rebounds
and blocked four shots. The. out-
come left the Bulls with a 3-2 lead
in the best-of-7 Eastern Con-
ference semifinal Series, with
Game 6 at Chicago Stadium Frri-
day night.

In Phoenix, Dan Majerle
scored nine of his 24 points in a
pivotal third period and Tom
Chambers had 13 of his 24 in the
final 10 minutes as the Phoenix
Suns beat the Golden State War-
riors 116-104 Tuesday night to win
their Western Conference
semifinal playoff series in five
games.

‘‘He’s a man with great pride,”
Knicks coach Rick Pitino said of
Ewing. “I called him on the
phone and told him not to get
down because he’s been great for
us all year. A couple of off games
shouldn’t take away from that.”

While winning was Ewing's
first priority, he knew he had to
improve his numbers against

former teammate Bill Cart-
wright if the Knicks were going to
send the series back to Chicago.

Cartwright, who outscored Ew-
ing 21-10 on Sunday, fouled out
with 12 points in Game 5.

Ewing scored the Knicks’ final
nine points in the last 1:38, defus-
ing a Chicago rally that cut a 96-
77 lead to three. Michael Jordan
keyed the rally by scoring 17 of
“his 38 points in the fourth period.

New York never trailed after
taking a 33-28 at the end of one
quarter. The Knicks extended the
margin to 52-41 as Ewing scored
eight points in the first 7:08 of the
second period.

power grab that was done
without a vote, and promised to
fight it in the House Rules Com-
mittee and on the House floor.

“You can’t change a bill that
the committee passed just
because you don’t like the
language that passed,” said Rep.
Steve Bartlett, R-Texas, a leader
of the opposition to the housing
provision in the bill.

“Gonzalez tried to make a
round peg fit into a square hole
and now he’s trying to make a
triangle peg fit,”’ Bartlett said.

The uproar is over a provision
authored by Gonzalez and oppos-
ed unanimously by the commit-
tee’'s 20 Republicans to make
S&Ls subsidize below-market
mortgage rates for low-income
home buyers by $75 million a
year from 1990 to 1994 and by $150
million a year in 1995 and
thereafter.

According to consumer groups,
the measure could provide hun-
dreds of thousands of low-income
wage earners with home mor-
tgages that are 2 percentage
points below market rates.

“If we're going to save a sav-
ings and loan system that has
any recognizable right to that
name, then you have to do
something about making housing
affordable,” said Gonzalez.

The dispute was reignited last
week when congressional tax ex-
perts told the tax-writing House
Ways and Means Committee that
the provision ‘‘looks like a tax™ —
setting off claims that the Bank-
ing Committee had exceeded its
authority.

“It’s a usurpation of this com-
mittee’s jurisdiction by another
committee,”’ charged Rep. Bill
Archer of Texas, the ranking
Republican on Ways and Means.

However, Ways and Means
Chairman Dan Rostenkowski, D-
I1l., persuaded his committee to
defer striking the provision,
which has widescale support
among Democrats, while he and
Gonzalez attempted to work out a
compromise.

Rep. Barney Frank, D-Mass.,
said an accord retaining the pro-
vision but changing its language
“in a small way’’ was reached
through mediation by House
Speaker Jim Wright's office and
Rep. Charles Rangel, D-N.Y.,
chairman of the Ways and Means
subcommittee on select revenue
measures.

As Gonzalez” measure was
written and approved by the com-
mittee, the 12 district Federal
Home Loan Banks that borrow
funds for and are owned by the
industry would have to devote 5
percent of the ‘“‘net earnings’’ or
profits, or a minimum of $75
million a year until 1994 for the
new low-income mortgages.

For 1994 the contribution was 6
percent of net earnings or a
minimum $90 million and from
1995 on it was 10 percent of net
earnings or a minimum $150
million a year.

In the version of the bill
reported Tuesday, the required
contributions are no longer based
on net earnings but on the percen-
tage of advances that the district
banks make to member S&Ls
from money they raise on tax-
free notes sold in the private
market.

The dollar minimums remain-
ed unchanged.

But the base on which percen-
tage assessments for the subsidy
program are made now reads
0.05 percent of money advanced
annually by the district banks to
S&Ls for home mortage lending
for the first four years.

That annual assessment rises
to 0.06 percent in 1994 and 0.1 per-
cent in 1995 and thereafter.

“All we did was perfect the
language to carry out the inten-
tion of the banking committee
and to make sure, that because of
jurisdiction, we didn’t define it as
a tax,” Gonzalez said. ‘‘In no way
could it now be interpreted as a
tax.”

testify at drought hearings

Agronomists, agriculture
organization officials and
farmers will testify Friday in
Amarillo before congressional
subcommittee members conduc-
ting the first of two hearings this
week on drought conditions in the
Farm Belt.

House Agriculture committee
chairman Rep. Kiki del la Garza,
D-Mission, and Rep. Bill Sar-
palius, D-Amarillo, are schedul-
ed to attend the hearing spon-
sored by the House subcommit-
tee on wheat, soybeans and feed
grains. Subcommittee chairman
Rep. Dan Glickman, D-Kansas,
alsois expected to attend.

A second hearing will be held
Saturday in Great Bend, Kan.

““‘Congress responded quickly
and effectively last year (to
drought conditions across the
country,” said Sarpalius, a
member of the subcommittee.
“This year we have a drought
that could be worse. Some coun-

ties in (Sarpalius’ district)
already have three-quarters of
their wheat crop severely

damaged or lost and the pro-
blems are just as bad in the other
states.”’

Officials said witnesses will
testify about drought conditions

affecting their crops and are ex-
pected to ask for federal drought
assistance funds from Congress.
Sarpalius said testimony will
help Congress decide what action
is needed.

Among those scheduled to
testify are Texas Farm Bureau
president S.M. True, Texas Farm
Union president Joe Rankin and
representatives of the Texas
Corn Growers Association, Texas
Wheat Producers Association,
National Grain Sorghum Pro-
ducers Association and National
Sugar Beet Growers Association.

Federal officials last week
estimated that winter wheat
farmers will be harvesting their
smallest crop in 11 years,
estimated at 1.43 billion bushels.
A lingering drought in Texas,
Oklahoma, Kansas and other
wheat-producing states is being
blamed for a scant harvest
estimated to be 8 percent less
than last year’s.

Texas’ winter wheat produc-
tion is forecast at only 60 million
bushels, down from a 10-year
average of 140 million bushels.
Meanwhile, experts in Kansas
estimate that 202.4 million
bushels will be harvested there,
less than two-thirds of the state’s
1988 production.

Although consumer prices

aren’t expected to beé affected,
farmers and agriculture trade
association representatives are
requesting federal assistance
similar to that offered in the
wake of 1988’'s devastating
drought.

Congress last year passed a
$3.9 billion emergency aid
package to farmers left high and
dry by the withering drought.
This year, although Agriculture
Secretary Clayton Yeutter has
announced assistance under ex-
isting disaster authority for
livestock and livestock feed, the
Bush administration has not ad-
dressed damage done to row
crops.

Three bills have been introduc-
ed in the House that would exténd
the drought relief.

One, introduced by Rep..Pat
Roberts, R-Kansas, would extend
the relief to wheat growers only,
while legislation sponsored by
Glickman includes all crops
under federal price support pro-
grams.

Sarpalius introduced a broader
bill that would grant drought
assistance to all crops, including
forestry operations, and includes
aid for freeze damage.

Saturday’s - hearing comes
three days before the subcommit-
tee begins bill markup, officials
said.

700,000 workers march for

hunger strikers in China

BEIJING (AP) — At least
700,000 workers and other sup-
porters of students on a hunger
strike for democracy trium-
phantly marched through the
streets of Beijing today in the big-
gest protest in Communist
China’s history.

The march kicked off to the
peal of firecrackers set off under
the huge poster of Mao Tse-tung
that stares over Tiananmen
Square, the country’s symbolic
center of power.

A convoy of 50 taxis stuffed
with flag-waving passengers led
the procession from the square,
which has been choked with pro-
testers for four days.

“Chinese aren’t stupid,” said
marching journalist Shen
Yinghua. ‘“You can suppress us
for a long time, but when we
blow, we spit fire.”

Unlike previous marches dur-
ing the month-long campaign for
freedom and clean government,
the demonstration today ap-
peared dominated by workers in-
stead of university students, who
launched the movement.

Protest activities on the square
have forced the government to
reschedule or cancel several
events during this week'’s visit of
Soviet President Mikhail S. Gor-
bachev to normalize relations
after a 30-year chill.

Early today, the hunger
strikers rejected a personal plea
from Communist Party chief
Zhao Ziyang to end their fast.

Zhao had promised concrete
measures to enhance democracy
and root out corruption but did
nnt moat etndant Aamande farn
dialogue with authorities that

ould be broadcast live.

Workers marched under the
banners of several factories and
at least 1,000 soldiers joined the
protest, including some wearing

camouflage fatigues. Their ban-
ners identified them as from the
general staff office, logistics
department and political depart-
ment.

“We're just regular soldiers,
we want democracy and freedom
too,”” said a lieutenant.

Some postal workers declared
themselves on strike and also
marched. A group of 30 Chris-
tians walked beneath a 2-foot
wooden cross.

The marchers sang and
chanted slogans supporting the
pro-democracy movement,
which has drawn renewed
strength from the rapidly
weakening hunger strikers.

More than 3,000 university
students began their fast on the
stone tiles of Tiananmen on
Saturday afternoon and their
plight has transformed the cam-
paign into a mass movement at-

tracting teachers, doctors,
reporters, government
employees and ordinary
workers.

While Gorbachev met with
academicians inside the Great
Hall of the People this morning,
students on the adjacent square
shouted, “Deng Xiaoping, your
time in up!” in reference to
China’s 84-year-old leader.

In his message delivered to
hunger strikers after midnight on
behalf of the top Communist Par-
ty leadership, Zhao affirmed the
students’ patriotic spirit.

He promised that protesters
would not face punishment and
vowed to “work out concrete
measures to enhance democracy
and. law (and) AINNEB  HOTTID.
tion,”” according to a report by
the official Xinhua News Agency.

However, he did not concede to
their demands for a dialogue with
officials, to be broadcast live,
and for a rejection of the official

position that the movement was
“turmoil.”

Cheng Zhen, an activist from
Beijing Normal University, said
student leaders rejected the ap-
peal after meeting early today.
‘““We are ready for a protracted
struggle,”’ she said. ‘“We will not
be moved.”

Hundreds of do tors, nurses
and medical students continued
to administer first aid to the
fasting students; more than 700
have required hospitalization.
Doctors reported many students
suffering from diarrhea and col-
ds. Some fasters lay under sheets
fashioned as tents that billowed
in the brisk wind. .

A demonstration by about 4,000
people in Shanghai in support of
the hunger strikers continued for
a second day, and about 70 people
had started fasting themselves,
according to an American
witness.

The effect of the: protest on
China’s political makeup is not
yet clear. Some student leaders
say a Communist Party official
has warned that the strike could
damage the position of the so-
called liberal faction that sup-
ports market-oriented economic
reform.

would now bring them closer.

The Soviet leader is scheduled
to go to Shanghai on Thursday.
But demonstrations and fasting
for democracy were occurring
there too, putting the status of the
trip in jeopardy.

In a speech earlier today to
academics in the Great Hall of
the People, Gorbachev urged
Asian nations to work together to
solve regional security problems
and called on Washington to
withdraw its troops from South
Korea.

He promised Soviet troop
reductions in the Far East, urged
that the tense Chinese-Soviet
frontier be pacified, and called
for a collective security network
in Asia.

oil production tax rate from 4.6
percent to 2.3 percent for 10 years
on oil produced from certain
enhanced recovery projects.

0il industry officials have said
the tax break is needed to provide
an incentive to drill.

More than half of Texas’ pro-
duction now comes from enhanc-
ed recovery projects, but low oil
prices have reduced the number
of new drilling efforts, oil of-
ficials say.

In order to qualify for the
reduced rate, a project would
have to be approved by the
Railroad Commission. The com-
mission would have to certify
that production from the wells af-
fected by the project is greater
than it would have been without
the enhanced recovery effort.

The bill would cost the state
about $11.5 million in lost tax
revenue over the next five years,
but would benefit local govern-
ments levying ad valorem taxes
on recoverable reserves, accor-
ding to a fiscal analysis by the
Legislative Budget Board.

Sharp said the proposal would
also increase production. ‘‘While
"‘nvnc hne nv-rv"nl\ﬂl‘ ahont 50
billion barrels of oil, recent
estimates show that 117 billion
barr'els of Texas oil remain in the
ground.

Storms cause statewide damage

Forecasts called for the
relentless onslaught of violent
weather to continue across much
of the state through today.

Flash-flooding slowed rush
hour traffic in Dallas, Fort Worth
and their suburbs, including Arl-
ington. Low-lying areas
throughout the cities were flood-
ed as creeks and streams rushed
out of their banks.

The storm forced the postpone-
ment or cancellation of school in
several area districts.

“We've had a considerable
amount of flooding around
Johnson Creek and in other low-
lying areas of the city,” said Lt.
Gary Pipes of the Arlington Fire
Department. ‘“We're in the pro-
cess of evacuating people from
some apartments.

‘“We’'ve had numerous in-
cidents of cars having driven into
high water trying to cross and
they’'ve sunk,” Pipes said. “Peo-
ple are on the tops of cars and
we're rescuing them right now.”

In Grand Prairie, where at
least 53 inches of rain had fallen,
at least 50 residents had been
evacuated between 9 p.m. Tues-
day and this morning, said Capt.
David Harmon. ‘“We've got one
person missing. We're trying to
make sure she made it to her
destination,”” Harmon said.

Harmon said the fire depart-
ment conducted 10 rescues of
people from flooded cars, homes
and apartment complexes. Water
had risen six feet high in one
complex, he said.

A tornado warning was issued
for Anderson County in east
Texas when radar indicated a
possible tornado 10 miles
southwest of Palestine. Coryell
County in central Texas was also
placed under a tornado warning,
when the sheriff’'s department
spotted a tornado on the ground.
There were no immediate reports
of damage in either county.

The storms also damaged parts
of South and West Texas.

A funnel cloud was reported
just west of Del Rio early today
and a severe thunderstorm that
contained at least one funnel
cloud damaged homes, barns and
outbuildings near Brackettville
in Kinney County.

To the northwest, funnel clouds
were sighted in Terry and Lynn
Counties early today and a
severe thunderstorm caused
some wind damage in the Lub-
bock area.

One tornado struck in the Mit-
chell Bend area of Hood County,
only a few miles from Comanche
Peak nuclear plant.

Heavy rains sent water over
the spillway at Squaw Creek
Lake, the cooling reservoir for
the plant, which is not yet loaded
with nuclear fuel.

“There is high water flowing
over the dam, but it is not causing
failure of the dam,” said TU
Electric spokesman George
Hedrick.

In West Texas, golf ball size
hail fell in Midland and the wind
gusted to 60 mph. But by 7:30
a.m., the weather service had
canceled tornado watches in
West Texas.

Some of the strongest
thunderstorms roared across
North Texas and Northeast
Texas during the night with high
winds or tornadoes causing
damage in Hood and Johnson
Counties, southwest of Fort Wor-
th.

High winds ripped off the roof
of a nursing home at Cleburne
and some mobile homes were
damaged at Granbury.

About 100 residents of a mobile
home park in the Fort Worth
suburb of Kennedale were
evacuated during the night
because of rising waters in
Village Creek.

Many of the residents who had
no place to go were placed in
hotels by the American Red
Cross.

At Cleburne, authorities said a
woman was injured when wind
blew out the glass door at a shop-
ping mall and several residents

of mobile homes suffered minor '

injuries, according to City
Manager Lloyd Moss.

At least six tornadoes were
reported in the North Texas area
Tuesday night.

Some homes in the Johnson
County town of Alvarado, about

10 miles from Cleburne, were

damaged, but there were reports |

of injuries.

Demonstrators march
against Medicare change

DALLAS (AP) At least 100
elderly citizens, chanting slogans
and carrying signs at City Hall
Plaza, protested changes in the
catastrophic illness provisions of
Medicare

Dodging rainfall, the pro-
testers heard speakers decry the
Medicare expansion that began
Jan. 1, saying it costs more than
its worth

Tuesday's protest was spon-
sored by Seniors March Against
Catastrophic Health Care Act, a
Dallas-based group that wants
the law repealed or frozen for a
year until new legislation can be
written.

DEAR DR. GOTT: I'm 64 and have
had back pain for 23 years. My physi-
cian gave me a cortisone shot and I
was eventually told I had arthritis.
Recently a neighbor suggested neuri-
tis and I appear to have all the symp-
toms. Is there anything I can take to

DEAR READER: Neuritis means
swelling and inflammation of a nerve.
This can result from infection of the
nerve or nerve-pinching from adja-
cent structures.

For example, spinal osteoarthritis
is a common condition in patients
over 60 and is marked by calcium de-
posits on the spinal bones (vertebrae).
These deposits may cause pressure on
certain nerves, with resultant pain,
weakness and tingling. Technically,
this is a type of neuritis — so, in fact,
you may have neuritis from your
arthritis.

In my experience, cortisone injec-
tions are rarely helpful in this situa-
tion because, although they may tem-
porarily lessen pain and discomfort
by reducing swelling, they do nothing
to cure the basic problem, which is
calcium deposits. Other treatment to
improve symptoms would include
special exercises, a back brace and
anti-inflammatory drugs, such as ibu-
profen. A course of physical therapy
may reduce symptoms.

In severe cases, surgery (to remove
the offending calcium deposits) may
be necessary.

DEAR DR. GOTT: My 80-year-old
brother is having a problem with his
vision. His doctor says this is a retinal
problem. Can surgery help? Will he go
blind?

DEAR READER: Elderly people
are affected by many visual problems
that involve the retina, the thin layer
of light-sensitive photoreceptors at
the back of the eye.

Retinal degeneration is such an af-
fliction; it is due to the age-related
build-up of irritating waste products
in the retina, leading to wrinkling, at-
rophy (shriveling) and malfunction of
this light-sensitive tissue.

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Retinal degeneration is usually as-
sociated with spotty overgrowth of
tiny retinal blood vessels (neovasecu-
lar proliferation), which further re-
duces vision. In some cases (but by no

. means all), laser surgery will retard

this proliferation and aid vision.

Firfnrtrmmtal: smamn motiente are
not hel by surgery. Individuals
with retpi.;;l gegeneration should be
under the care of ophthalmologists.

Special lenses and careful attention
to proper lighting may help such pa-
tients maintain independence during
the time they are losing vision. Reti-
nal degeneration rarely causes total
blindness, but it frequently distorts
central vision, the area of the retina
that enables us to focus on objects di-
rectly in front of us, such as the word
on a printed page or the detail of a
picture.

Peripheral vision — the ability to
see things “out of the corners” of our
eyes — is usually spared.

Therefore, your brother may be-
come legally blind, unless the doctors
determine that he is a candidate for

laser surgery.
