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Neighborhood Watch in force at Ira

Area communlty tired of frequent vandalism, theft

Tommy Huddleston was
motivated to help start a
Neighborhood Crime Watch in
Ira earlier this year when
burglars broke into the Ira Bap-
tist Church, to which he belongs,
and stole a sound system.

The program is in operation
now with a warning to potential
thieves — you are being watched
and you will be prosecuted.

“When they start stealing in
churches, that's getting pretty
rough,”” said Huddleston, the
plant operator for BLJ Salt
Water Depot.

Huddleston had already been
disposed to be sternly anti-crime

ol

at two Ira businesses and of
course, the murder of his father
Jack at a Snyder convenience
store in 1985.

“All this taking place kind of
does something to you inside,’’ he
said. ““‘All it is is neighborhood
law, like back in the old days.”’

After the church burglary,
Huddleston remembered a young
man who had come by a garage
sale Huddleston and his wife Kit-
ty had held the previous day and
that the youth’'s ‘‘eyes were
blood-shot and he was acting like
someone would act when they're
high on drugs.”’

Huddleston went to where he
knew the young man lived and
found the stolen sound equip-
ment, helping to break the case
for the county sheriff’s office.

Sheriff’s Deputy Charlie
Reynolds was invited to bring his
Neighborhood Crime Watch
slides and presentation to the
Huddlestons’ home on the east
side of the Ira school grounds,
and about 35 Ira residents are
now participating in the watch
and helping to monitor the town.

One of Huddleston’s main em-
phases now is trying to get high
school students involved. “‘If they
get involved in it, we're going to
have this thing whipped,”
said.

Reynolds said ihe Ira watch is
the third to have been sponsored
by the sheriff’'s office, with
organizations already having
been in place at Dunn, south of
Snyder on the Colorado City
Hwy., and Randall’'s Corner, in
western Snyder.

Huddleston, 6 foot 2 and over
300 pounds, went to several peo-
plein Ira in an attempt to find so-
meorie else to organize the watch
and was finally told by one man,
“You're the biggest and ugliest
one in town. Why don’t you do
it?”

Ira was doubly ready for a

‘“That’s no good because if they
get by with it once, they're going
to come back and do it again,’’ he

Proposed government roledropped

WASHINGTON (AP) Com-
merce Secretary Robert
Mosbacher, facing White House
disapproval, is dropping his pro-

posal for a major government

role in developing a U.S. high
defimition television industry, of
ficials say

Mosbacher has said for months
he would recommend loosened
tax and antitrust laws to help
private American industry com-
pete with Europe and Japan in
the race to build the next genera
tion-of television

Commerce officials first pro-
mised Congress they would
unveil such a plan by midsum-
mer and, later, by the end of this
year.

Now, a Bush administration of-
ficial said Monday, Commerce is
looking at HDTV only as part of a
broad-based effort to boost U.S.
technological competitiveness.

“There isn’t necessarily going
to be a single HDTV report as

~ was once envisioned,” the ad-
ministration official said.

“We, throughout the last
several months, have concluded
that the issues that surround
HDTV have to be viewed in a
much broader context — full
marketplace competitiveness —
so we're not going to have a Com-
merce Department, per se, or a

specific initiative that targets
HDTYV applications at this time,”
the official added.

‘“We’re going to study it further
and probably weave it into a
more extensive high-tech com-
petitiveness package. There’s no
date-certain of when that will be
ready,”” said the official, who

spoke on condition of anonymity.
Acongressional souree said the
White House reined in Mosbacher
for talking in terms reminiscent
of the “‘industrial policy’’ pro-
gram that Democratic presiden-
tial candidate Michael Dukakis
advocated in the 1988 campaign.

““Mosbacher in their eyes is a

renegade promoting industrial
policy and they thought it was ab-
solutely necessary to reprimand
him,”” said the source, who also
spoke on condition of anonymity

The Wall Street Journal last
month quoted sources who said
Mosbacher’'s HDTV initiative
was soundly criticized by other

government agencies and was
nearly dead.

The Journal said Wayne Ber-
man, a counselor to Mosbacher
who chairs an interagency study
group on HDTV, planned to cir-
culate a substantially revised
proposal that would advocate
policies aimed at a variety of
technologies, including HDTV.

SAT race and gender gap widening

NEW YORK (AP) — Nearly a
decade of progress on the
Scholastic Aptitude Test by
female and minority youngsters
stalled during the last school
year. The nation’s top education
official termed the results
‘““‘disheartening.”’

Statistics presented by The Col-
lege Board on Monday show a
widening race and ‘gender gap
among the 1,088,223 high school
students who took the SAT in
1989:

— White students in the high
school class of 1989 gained 2
points on their combined SAT
scores to 937, and now average
200 points higher than blacks
whose math-verbal scores were
unchanged from the previous
year at 737.

— Women’s combined scores
dipped 2 points to 875. Male test-
takers averaged 934, 1 point
higher than a year earlier.

For all students, SAT averages
showed little change for the
fourth consecutive year. Average

verbal scores dropped a point to
427 from 1988; math scores were
unchanged at 476, for a combined
903.

The combined national
averages have changed little
since 1985 when they hit 906.

Average composite scores on
the ACT Assessment, the college
entrance test that predominates
in 28 mostly Midwestern and
Western states, dipped 0.2 point
in 1989, to 18.6. Averages on the
four-part exam, assessing
English, math, social studies and
natural science skills, are scored
on a scale of 1-35.

The results were ‘‘dishearten-
ing at the end of a decade marked
by substantial education reform
efforts,”” said U.S. Education
Secretary Lauro F. Cavazos.

The scores, Cavazos said,
pointed to ‘“‘an urgent need to
restructure the nation’s elemen-
tary and secondary schools, to
create intellectual opportunities
for all.”

College Board and administered
by the Educational Testing Ser-
vice in Princeton, N.J., is the
predominant coliege entrance ex-
am in 22 states. The two-part

multiple-choice test is scored on °

a scale of 200-800, with a combin-
ed 1600 being a perfect score.

The ACT, taken by 855,171 high
school students during the last
school year, is administered by
American College Testing of
Iowa City, Iowa. The organiza-
tion announced that beginning
October, students will receive 12
scores instead of the current five,
including seven new subscores in
specific content areas of English,
math and reading.

Robert G. Cameron, executive
director of research and develop-
ment for the College Board, said
he was disappointed by the ero-
sion in average verbal scores. He
attributed the decline in part to
an increase in recent years in the
number of test-takers whose first
language is not English.

The latest results also were

certain to fuel the perennial
debate over whether the tests are
valid predictors of college suc-
cess, and whether, as critics in-
sist, the tests are biased against
females and minorities.

Critics led by the Cambridge,
Mass.-based ‘‘FairTest’’ say SAT
%estions tend to cover subjects
that male and affluent test-
takers are more likely to be
familiar with.

College Board president
Donald M. Stewart attributed the
continued lag in SAT averages
among women and minority
students to inequities in educa-
tional opportunities.

‘““College Board research
reveals a strong relationship
between the strength of a stu-
dent’s high school preparation
and his or her test scores,”
Stewart said. ‘“That’s why we
believe that score differences
among ethnic groups and
between men and women reflect
wide disparities in academic
preparation — or lack of it.”’

FDA investigates
generic drug firms

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Food and Drug Administration
plans to take a closer look at 11
generic drug companies where
inspections turned up serious
manufacturing and record-
keeping problems.

Irregularities that ranged from
falsified records to misrepresen-
tation of test data were found at
11 of the 13 companies that make
generic versions of brand-name
drugs, Paul F. Vogel, deputy
director of the FDA's, generic
drug compliance staff, told a
House subcommittee Monday.

The investigations into the
companies where problems were
found are continuing, and the
FDA is reviewing the operations
of 20 more companies and testing
samples of the 30 leading generic
drugs. One of the companies has
admitted substituting a brand-
name drug for its own in sampl-
ing tests.

“We don’t think our job is yet
completed,’’ said Vogel.

The investigation, sparked by
evidence turned up by the House
Energy and Commerce in-
vestigations subcommittee, has
resulted in charges against three
FDA employees, two” generic
drug makers and former ex-
ecutives at the companies, as
well as FDA action to remove
dozens of generic drugs from the
market.

“We can no longer be sure that
generic drugs are safe and effec-
tive,”” said Rep. John Dingell, the
subcommittee chairman.

He added, however, ‘“For those
drugs with broad therapeutic
ranges there is probably little
danger to the consumer.”’
manufacturer of generic drugs.

Vitarine has admitted
substituting the brand-name
drug Dyazide for its generic copy
in tests to win FDA approval, and
has since removed its product
from the market. The FDA is in-
vestigating to determine whether
Bolar did the same with its
generic version of the drug used
for high blood pressure.

Current and former officials of
Par and Quad, which is a sub-
sidiary of Par, appeared before
the subcommittee under sub-
poena, but most declined to
answer questions, claiming pro-
tection under the Fifth Amend-

ment right against self-
incrimination.
Comment from other com-

panies was not immediately for-
thcoming. People answering the
telephone at Pharmafair and
Pharmaceutical Basics said no
one could be reached until Tues-
day. There was no answer at
Vitarine and at Barre-National.

Rep. Thomas Bliley, R-Va.,
ranking Republican on the sub-
committee, said the FDA must
rein in the generic drug makers
as more drug patents expire and
become eligible for generic ap-

plications.

FDA officials said deficiencies
were found at American
Therapeutics Inc. of Bohemia,
N.Y.; Barre-National of
Baltimore; Bolar Phar-
maceuticals of Copiague, N.Y.;
Par Pharmaceuticals of Spring
Valley, N.Y.; Pharmaceutical
Basics Inc. of Morton Grove, Ill.,
and Denver, Colo.; Pharmafair
of Hauppauge, N.Y ., a subsidiary
of Bausch and Lomb of
Rochester, N.Y.; Quad Phar-
maceuticals of Indianapolis; Sid-
mak Laboratories of East
Hanover, N.J.; Superpharm
Corp. of Central Islip, N.Y. and
Bayshore, N.Y.; Vitarine Phar-
maceuticals of Springfield
Gardens, N.Y.; and Watson
Laboratories of Corona, Calif.

Texas
scores

stable

Results given
for ACT-SAT

AUSTIN (AP) — Texas
students’ scores on the coun-
try’s two major college en-
trance examinations remain-
ed lower than the national
average this year, but follow-
ed a national trend in staying
stable since 1988, according
to the Texas Education Agen-
cy.
State Education Commis-
sioner W.N. Kirby expressed
concern Monday that Texas
scores still are below the na-
tional average.

However, he said, the
scores are higher than they
were when the Legislature
enacted sweeping education
reforms in 1984.

“I am optimistic that the
reforms will enable our
students to improve their
scores in the future,’’ he said.

The mean score for the
state on the verbal section of
the Scholastic Aptitude Test
was 415 this year, down two
points from 1988. The mean
SAT math score was 462, the
same as last year.

National averages were 427
on verbal, down one point
from 1988, and 476 in math,
the same as last year.

On the American College
Testing program exam,
Texas students’ average
composite score was 17.5
points, down from 17.6 in
1988. The national average
ACT composite score was
18.6, down from 18.8 in 1988.

“Our scores on the SAT and
ACT have obviously reached
a plateau,”’ Kirby said. ‘“This
reflects the national trend.”’

A total of 81541 Texas
students took the SAT this
year, 1,434 more than in 1988.

More minority students
took the SAT in 1989, and

stable, the TEA said.

Black students’ verbal
scores were down slightly,
from 346 to 345, while their
math scores increased from
381 to 384, according to
figures from TEA. Hispanic
students’ verbal scores on the
SAT increased from 372 to
373, and their math scores in-
creased from 422 to 424.

Students in the state who
had taken at least 20 or more
academic or c¢ollege
preparatory courses by the
time they took the SAT had
higher average scores — 475
on the verbal part and 526 on
the math section.

However, only 22 percent of
Texas students who took the
SAT took 20 or more
academic courses, compared
to 39 percent of the national
group, according to the TEA.

Texas students taking the
ACT exam totaled 51,609, an
increase of 5,321 students
from 1988.

Minority scores remained
stable on the test, the TEA
said. Black students scoring
13.6 this year and 13.4 in 1988.
Hispanic students scored 14.8
on the ACT in 1989, compared
to 14.9 the previous year.

The state is broade the
scope of the Texas -
tional Assessment of
Minimum Skills test to put
greater emphasis on higher-
orgl:r thinking skills, Kirby
said.

“I believe that this will
result in improved college en-
trance examination results
for our students,” he said.
“Both the SAT and the ACT
put a much greater emphasis
on higher-order thinking
skills than our state
minimum skills test does.”

Italians add seasoning

Say ‘“Italian cooking”’ and
many Americans still think of the
heavy, red-sauced pasta dishes
that used to pass for Italian in the
United States. But we're learning
more about Italian food and
beginning to appreciate the
vegetables and salads that
Italian cooks prepare and season
sowell. Here’s an example.

ITALIAN ROAST
PEPPER SALAD

2 sweet red peppers

1 green pepper

1 cup chopped peeled potatoes

1 cup broccoli flowerets

1 small tomato, chopped

%, cup pitted ripe olives

2 tablespoons olive or salad oil

1 clove garlic, minced

1 tablespoon snipped fresh
basil or 1 teaspoon dried basil,
crushed

1 tablespoon snipped fresh
parsley or 1 teaspoon dried
parsley flakes

Y4 teaspoon salt

Dash pepper

Halve green and red peppers
lengthwise. Lift out stems and
seeds from each half; rinse. Cut
small slits in ends of pepper
halves; flatten. Place peppers,
skin side up, on a lightly greased
broiler pan. Broil 4 inches from
heat about 5 minutes or until pep-
per skin is just charred; watch
closely. Place peppers in a paper
bag. Close bag tightly; let stand
for 10 minutes to loosen skins.

Meanwhile, in a medium
saucepan cook potatoes in boiling
water for 10 minutes. Add broc-
coli; cook 5 minutes. Drain well.
Peel peppers; cut into thin strips.

In a large mixing bowl combine
peppers, potato-broccoli mix-
ture, tomato and olives. In a
small bowl stir together oil,
garlic, basil, parsley, salt and
pepper. Pour over vegetables;
toss well. Cover and chill. Makes
6 to8 servings.

SCS Notes

CONSERVATION RESERVE
PROGRAM

AS thé summer is winding
down and fall'is a little bit closer,
we are all looking forward to
some cooler temperatures and
hopefully some rain. All the CRP
producers need to keep tabs on
their contracts and see that items
scheduled are carried out as re-

auired._Most of the county is ob-

viously experiencing severe
drought, and conditions for grass
production are extremely low.
However, there are some areas
that have produced some good
grass stands this year in spite of
the nearly zero rainfall.
Competition for moisture is
probably the most limiting factor
in this area that faces the CRP
participants. Therefore, weed
control is an important item in
the CRP schedule. It is the sole
responsibility of the producer to
see thal the competition iscon-
trolled during the establishment
period. However, if there is a
question, the SCS personnel will

gladly help the producer make .

the right decision.

There have been some ques-
tions as to the deadline for weed
control on CRP land. There are
no set time limits as to when to
shred during the year because
each person’s circumstance is a
little different. However, all
weed control must be carried out
within twelve months of the
“scheduled’’ time or the item will
be deleted from the contract and

cost share will be forfeited. .

Remember that maintenance of
the contracted land is the respon-
sibility of the landowner. If you
have a question about carrying
out the provisions of the contract,
don’t wait until next year, take
the time to call and have your
problem resolved.

Currently, there are over 40,000
acres involved in CRP in Scurry
County, comprising nearly 270
contracts. It is impossible to ser-
vice each and every contract
several times throughout the
year. Therefore, it is important
that you, as the operator, keep
abreast of your contract and any
problems that may arise.

berg, one of the top defensive cat-
chers in history, said he is retir-
ing because of the physical
beating he took behind the plate
in 16 major league seasons.

“My body was giving me In-
dicators,” Sundberg said. ‘“When
you get my age your body starts
telling you things. T knew it was

Sundberg, with 20 games re-
maining, is already the Rangers’
all-time leader in games, hits, at-
bats and doubles, and ranks se-
cond in runs and triples.

‘““The toughest part was the last
two weeks,”’ he said. “T Delieve-
that I probably cried at least once
a day for the last 14 days at one
time or the other.’” =

However, the physical hurts
made his decision easier.

“I have a sore left shoulder, a
bad right knee,”” Sundberg said.
“If I played any longer I' would
need surgery. I also have a bad

_‘thumb on my catching hand.”

He said his fondest memory in
his 16-year major league career
was a game-winning hit in the
1985 World Series.

“My hit with the bases loaded
in the seventh game to win (for
Kansas City) was something you
start dreaming about when
you're a kid,” Sundberg said.
““That’s the highlight.”

He said his biggest disappoint-
ment was not playing for a cham-
pionship team in two different
stints with the Rangers.

“I wish I could have been on a
winner here,” he said.

Sundberg had played only
three times and started once
since Geno Petralli returned
from the disabled list Aug. 19.
Sundberg is hitting .189 with two
homers and six RBI in 132 at-
bats.

Sundberg’s career fielding
percentage is .993, third among
catchers with 1,000 or more
games. He has only 81 errors.

On Aug. 8, Sundberg reached
an important career milestone in
Toronto, when he moved past Al
Lopez into second place on the
all-time games-caught list. Sund-
berg has caught 1,025 games in

Victim identified |
after 9 years

OKLAHOMA CITY (AP) —
Every 90 days after authorities
found skeletal remains in a
remote area of Pushmataha
County on Nov. 29, 1980,
Oklahoma State Bureau of In-
vestigation agents re-opened the
case and looked for any clues that
might lead to the identification.

No luck.

That is, until a life insurance
company apparently pursuing
details for a claim asked the
OSBI for information about a
stolen pickup truck found in the
area about the same time.

OSBI spokesman Paul Renfrow
said the connection between the
pickup and the remains ap-
parently was not made in 1980.

The inquiry from the life in-
surance company, he said,
“provided a lead that broke this
case wide open.”

The OSBI identified the re-
mains as Charlotte Bernice Cook
of Lufkin, Texas. Renfrow said
authorities now will begin the
homicide investigation into Ms.
Cook, who was 18 when she died.

He also said the identification
might help agents with another
discovery of unidentified skeletal
remains found about a month
later in the same area.

‘““The plot has thickened,”” Ren-
frow said.

Renfrow said Monday evening
that every unsolved case ‘“‘has to
be reviewed every 90 days.”’

“That agent has to be aware of

it,”” he said. “‘And keep in mind, a
lot of work has gone into this ... a
facial reconstruction that was
released to the media. But the
people in Lufkin had no way of
seeing it.

“Fortunately, this lead made

the connection or it might have
gone unnoticed again.”

News of the identification

brought mixed reactions to Ms.

Cook’s mother, Doylene Cook.

“I'd look at her picture and
wonder if she had a place to put
her little head at night,”” Ms.
Cook told the Lufkin (Texas) Dai-
ly News. “I’'m sorry she’s gone,
but if she died, I'd rather know it
than to wonder. She was gone for
so long. I wasn’t surprised.”

In October 1980, another
unidentified body was found in
the same area as Miss Cook’s.
The OSBI is still trying to deter-
mine if the incidents are con-
nected, and with one body iden-
tified, it should be easier to deter-
mine the identify of the other
body, Renfrow said.

“We have a man’s body that
was found in the same general
area and at approximately the
same time,” Renfrow said.

Osborn said the street area,
abutting Deep Creek on the nor-
th, has been closed and fenced for
some time and that he would
need an easement to the city's
six-inch water main there if the
council decided to close it of-
ficially.

The council tabled the matter
while the city staff writes a pro-
posal to obtain an easement and
close the street.

three-block area adjoining the in-
tersection of College Ave. and
37th St. The area would include
the north side of 37th St. for a
two-block area just west of Col-
lege. A one-block area just west
of College on the south side of
37th would also require right-of-
way.

The proposal calls for the in-
tersection to be widened from 44
feet to 60 feet which would allow
for the addition of a fifth traffic
lane for vehicles to turn off 37th
St. onto College. A ‘‘left-turn on-
ly” traffic light would be added
at the intersection.

The remainder of 37th would be
widened from two lanes to four
lanes, or to a minimum of 48 feet

The project calls for the south
side of 37th St. to be moved back
either 6 or 12 feet from the pre-
sent curb. On the north side of
37th, the curb would be moved
back either 6 or 12 feet also.
From Ave. U west to Austin
Place, the 12-foot setback would
be required. From Austin place
to Crockett, the requirement
would be a 6-foot setback on the
north side of the street.

A 4-foot sidewalk would be add-
ed on both sides of 37th St. also.

Benefits of
calcium may.

be depleted

DALLAS (AP) — A new study
suggests that even moderate
alcohol consumption may reduce
some of the dietary benefits
derived from calcium.

“Our study suggests that for
the average person, at more than
two drinks a day some bad things
start happening physiological-
ly,” said Michael H. Criqui, co-
author of the study released by
the American Heart Association.

The study confirms that non-
drinkers and light drinkers have
higher calcium intakes
associated with lower blood
pressures, Criqui said. However,
he said alcohol not only seemed
to raise the blood pressure of peo-
ple who averaged two or more
drinks per day, but it also seemed
to prevent the blood pressure-
lowering effects of calcium.
