Deadline for voter 
registration nearing

The deadline for voter registra­
tion in the Nov. 7 constitutional 
amendments election is Sunday, 
Oct. 8, according to County Clerk 
Frances Billingsley.

Prospective voters need to 
make sure they have sent in their 
voter registration certificates. 
Registration cards need to be 
brought to the county clerk’s of­
fice on the third floor of the cour­
thouse by 5 p.m. Friday, or mail­
ed with a postmark no later than 
Oct. 8. ^

The cards should contain date 
and place of birth and Social 
S ^urity  number and must be 
signed.

Billingsley said new voter 
registration cards for next year 
will be mailed between Nov. 15 
and Dec. 5 and that people whose 
addresses have changed since 
their last registration need to 
mail in their voter registration 
cards with the corrected ad­
dresses or come into the county 
clerk’s office with the informa­
tion before new cards are mailed 
out. She noted the U.S. Postal 
Servloa will not forward voter 
registration cards to new ad­
dresses.

This information also cannot be 
taken over the phone because, ac­
cording to the county clerk’s of­
fice, the government constitutes 
such actions as “alteration of a 
document.’’

The county clerk’s office may 
give inform ation over the 
telqihone, however. The number 
is 573-5332.

The clerk’s office also pointed 
out the following information, 
which is printed on the back of 
the registration cards:

—You may vote without your 
certificate by signing an affidavit 
at the polling place. If you lose 
your certificate, you may request

a replacement certificate by con­
tacting the voter registrar.

—You will receive a new cer­
tificate every two years as long 
as your registration is not 
cancelled under some provision 
of law. Voting by use of the cer­
tificate by any person other than 
the person in whose name the 
certificate is issued is a felony.

—If you move within the coun­
ty, you must transfer your 
registration to your new address 
within 90 days after you move. 
You may vote a full ballot at your 
previous precinct for 90 days 
after you move, or until your 
transferred registration becomes 
effective, whichever comes first, 
if any office or proposition is 
common to the ballots of your 
new and old precincts.

—If you move from one Texas 
county to another, you must re­
register in the county of your new 
residence. However, you may be 
eligible to vote a limited ballot 
for 90 days after you move if your 
new registration is not yet effec­
tive. Contact the county clerk for

Williamson said financial con­
sultant Joe Smith of the First 
Southwest Co. in Abilene recently 
advised the council that rather 
than applying for a loan from the 
State Revolving Fund through 
the Texas Water Development 
Board, recent municipal boiid 
rates are such that the city might 
do better to issue its own bonds.

Bilderback was directed to 
make an estimate of what a total

water system analysis would 
cost.

He led Uie list in iite Octutel ediliwli uf Fwites 
magazine’s listing of the nation’s highest-paid a t­
torneys. ,

The 63-year-oid attorney is said to have earned 
$420 million for his victory in the Texaco-Pennzoil 
case last year. The same magazine said his earn ­
ings may have been in the $600 miilion range.

It’s hard to imagine how anjrbody can “earn" 
those kinds of wages. For example, if Mr. Jam ail 
worked 12 hours a day, six dajrs a week for 52 
weeks, he would have put in 3,744 hours.

That’s more than $12,000 an hour-and the guy 
probably isn’t even worried about minimum 
wage.

World Series champion Brooklyn 
Dodgers in 1955.

Craig, a rookie, started Game 5 
(rf the World Series and beat the 
New York Yankees 5-3. He pitch­
ed six inninm and allowed four 
hits before Clem Labine finished.

“That was the only champion 
Brooklyn ever had and I was 
there a t the start of my career," 
Craig said. “ It wasn’t altilays 
that easy."

Zimmer, an infielder, played in 
four games of the 1955 Series, 
with two hits in nine at-bats.

“Don could hit," Craig said. 
“But he had a couple of serious 
head injuries that hurt his 
career."

In 1956, Zimmer was hit in the 
head by a pitch from Cincinnati’s 
Hal Jeffcoat.

“ I don’t think about what might 
have been," Zimmer said. “I con­
sider myself lucky that I have 
alwavs been around baseball. 
I’ve been in this game for more 
than 40 years. That’s not so bad."

Well, some of it wasn’t exactly 
pretty.

In 1962, Zimmer and Craig 
crossed paths again as team­
mates with the expansion New 
YorkMets.

The Mets lost 120 games, a 
major-league record. Craig lost 
24 games and Zimmer was the 
M e ts ’ o p e n in g -d a y  th i r d  
baseman. He lasted 14 games, 
hitting .077.

“ I learned a lot in those years," 
said Craig, who improved to 5-22 
in 1963. “You have to look for the 
positives, try to build on that.

“I^ire the Mets were terrible in 
1962, but within seven years they 
won the World Series."

Zinuner’s first managerial job 
came with the San Diego Padres 
in 1972-73. He finished last each 
season, losing 103 games in 1973.

DEAR DR GOTT: I was recently 
told by an optometrist that I have 
some deterioration in my cornea and 
that it could not be treated. Is there 
any danger of losing the sight in that 
eye''

DEAR READER: The cornea is the 
clear portion of the eye covering the 
lens One of its most remarkable qual­
ities is its ability to rapidly heal. For 
instance, a scratch (corneal abrasion) 
will often heal overnight. In my expe­
rience, the most serious corneal af­
fliction is virus infection, such as her­
pes. Such an infection can impair 
vision.

Corneal deterioration can also be
caused by an inadequate production 
of tears or by chemical burns. Most 
corneal diseases are treatable. In se­
vere cases; a corneal transplant may 
be necessary. This is a routine opera­
tion Because implanted corneas are 
usually not rejected, as many other 
transplanted tissues are, the surgery 
is almost always successful. You 
should be examined by an ophthal­
mologist. an eye-disease sp^ialist 
who can suggest specific treatment to 
help you maintain good vision.

DEAR DR. GOTT: I’ve been experi­
encing numbness in the tip of my mid­
dle finger on my left hand I'm 70 
pounds overweight and have a strong 
family history of diabetes. I have rou­
tine exams, including glucose-toler­
ance tests, which have come back 
negative. Do these symptoms indicate 
the onset of diabetes?

DEAR READER: Possibly. Your 
numbness is probably due to neuropa­
thy. nerve malfunction in the finger. 
This could be caused by pressure on 
the nerve — for example, from fatty 
tissue — or from a chemical imbal­
ance in the nerve. Such an imbalance 
is often seen in diabetics, even before 
their blood-sugar values become high.

I suggest you begin dealing with the 
problem by losing weight. If the 
numbness disappears, you'll have the
answer. Should the numbness remain, 
you will need further testing, under 
your doctor's supervision. Remem­
ber. too, that achieving an ideal 
weight will help you avoid diabetes

Overweight people with family his­
tories of diabetes are more likely to 
show diabetic tendencies than are 
slim people from diabetic families. 
Therefore, losing weight may benefit 
you in at least two ways. To give you 
more information.

until May 1 to overhaul the cur­
rent system, a decision hailed by 
poor districts who say their 
students are cheated of an educa­
tion equal to that provided in 
richer districts.

E d u ca tio n  C o m m issio n er 
William Kirby, lead defendant in 
the lawsuit brought by poor 
districts, said the realistic solu­
tion is a state tax increase to fund 
“an adequate and equitable 
system of public education.”

“We simply must have bold 
leadership to make the tough 
decision of increasing revenue so 
that we equalize upw ard ... to the 
level of a quality education for all 
children,” he said.

Kirby said while he has been 
re q u ir^  to defend the present 
finance system, he agrees it is in­
adequate. In 1990-91, public 
schools are  to receive nearly $10 
billion in state funds and almost 
$12 billion in local money.

WASHINGTON (AP) — When 
Lloyd Perkins boasted about his 
experience as a killer to two 
fellow jail inmates who said they 
wanted to help him escape, he 
didn’t suspect he was in­
criminating himself in a 2-year- 
dld (inBtdyedoriUiYler.

Perkins’ statements are the 
focus of a potentially important 
Supreme Court case that could 
roll back the rights of criminal 
suspects to be given so-called 
Miranda warnings.

The high court, beginning what 
p ro m ises  to  be a n o th e r 
controversy-laden term Monday, 
agreed to use the Perkins case 
from Illinois to decide whether 
undercover agents may elicit 
confessions from jailed criminal 
suspects.

l i ie  justices said they will hear 
arguments by Illinois officials 
seek ing  to  use  P e rk in s ’ 
statements to prosecute him for 
murder.

In its normally busy openii^ 
session, the court issued orders in 
more than 1,000 cases — denying 
review to most and agreeing to 
study 22 that will be among more 
than ISO disputes to be decided by 
the end (rf the term in July.

The court heard arguments in a 
Ytmkers, N.Y., desegregation 
case in which four city coun- 
cilmen were held in contempt for 
(^posing a plan for attracting 
subsidized housing to the* city’s 
white neighb(H'hoods.

The justices also are  looking 
ahead to a  term in which they 
have agreed to decide th(Nny 
right-<rf-privacy arguments in 
three abortion disputes and the 
high court’s first “right to die’’ 
controversy.

Congressman: scientists’ peek at
collider project 1st step for research
DALLAS (AP) - As a group of 

physicists viewed the site where 
the multibillion-ckrilar super col­
lider will be constructed, a  Texas 
congressman warned that it may 
be difficult to get funding for the 
project in coming years.

The negative effect th a t dieting 
has on a  cldld’s self-esteem (giving 
them the message tha t they are not 
acceptable) cannot be overstated.

People come in all colors, shapes 
and sizes. If we would all be more ac­
cepting of the uniqueness of each 
person, instead of attem pting to 
make everyone conform to a  certain  ̂
physical i d ^ ,  we would have a much 
iM ^thier society, both physically and 
mentally.

Schwitters read. “The project 
holds great promise for increas­
ing our knowledge of the fun­
damental constituents of matter 
and the origins of the universe 
and for furthering advancements 
in m ed ical re se a rc h  and 
technology.”

The congressional funds ap­
propriation was “a tremendous 
victory for the administration, 
for the international science Com­
munity and for A m erica,’’ 
Watkins wrote.

The $4.4 billion project’s 
history has been a Texas success 
story. Frost said.

“'This project has been suc­
cessful so far because it does not 
belong to one political party but 
has truly been a bipartisan ef­
fort,” said Frost.

‘T he initial efforts were the 
byproduct of cooperation begun 
by our Republican governor. Bill 
C lem ents, and  our then- 
Democratic spraker of the House 
of Representatives, Jim  Wright.”

Texans have voted to issue $l 
billion worth of bonds in support 
of the project.

“I think you will find that the 
enthusiasm for the super collider 
project in this region goes beyond 
mere civic boosterism,” Dallas 
County Judge Lee Jackson told 
the scientists.

“We want to provide an un­
paralleled research facility for 
the work that you’re  doing now 
and the work that you want to do 
here, and we’re proud of our role 
in making it possible. We want to 
share the excitement of basic 
research into the fundamentals 
of how our universe works,” he 
said.

The conference, which lasts 
through Wednesday, is sponsored 
by t ^  Universities Research 
Association Inc., federal energy 
agency and the Texas national 
research commission.
