PANAMA CITY, Panama (AP) 

— Waves of U.S. t ro (^  attacked 
Panamanian military bases ear­
ly today in an all-out bid to cap­
ture Gen. Manuel Antonio 
N ori^a and break his tenacious 
hold on power.

Mortar, machine-gun and can­
non fire crackled across Uie 
capital, and one hospital reported

50 dead and hundreds wounded. 
Noriega was not captured and his 
bodyguard said he was in hiding, 
directing his forces.

U.S. troops were backed by 
warplanes and armored pers(Hi- 
nel carriers and fighting raged 
into thb mid-morning before 
Panamanian resistance was 
queued

By dawn, a pall of smoke lit by 
the flames of dying fires covered 
the capital. Only sporadic firing 
could be heard, but residents 
were warned to stay indoors and 
away from the fighting.

Gen. Colin Powell, chairman of 
the Joint Chiefs of Staff, said in 
Washington that nine Americans 
had been killed in action-.3ft were

wounded and one was missing.
Opposition leader Guillermo 

Endara, winner of May elections 
the Noriega-controlled govern­
ment nullified, was sworn in as 
president and given immediate 
U.S. backing.

President Bush, in a nation­
wide broadcast in the United 
States; -said Noriega was In

hiding and “the action is not over 
yet.”

“Tragically, some Americans 
have lost their lives in defense of 
their fellow citizens, in defense of 
democray,” he said “We also 
regret and mourn the loss of inno­
cent Panamanians.”

McConkey said long-range 
plans for the plant are to achieve 
enhanced automation. Such a 
project, with a price tag in the 
range of $500,000, may take six to 
eight months to complete. 
Automation would allow the 
gasoline plant to operate for 16 
hours unattended, resulting in a 
reduced working force.

ly based a t the AP bureau in 
Dallas, had just checked into the 
Marriott Hotel when the fighting 
began. Here is her account of how 
she and other foreigners were 
held hostage by a r m ^  Panama­
nians.

PANAMA CITY (AP) — The 
fighting had just broken out in 
Panama City when a group of 
men dressed in civilian clothes 
and armed with assault rifles 
surrounded the Marriott Hotel 
and began rounding up guests.

F(H' the next hours, the men 
held us hostage, told us about 
their comrades who had already 
fallen in the battle and threaten­
ed to kill us.

“A lot of Panamanians have 
died, and we can kill you,” one oi 
them told New York Times cor­
respondent Lindsey Gruson. 
“Don’t think we won’t.”

I had just checked into the hotel 
and come down to the sunken ter­
race when I saw armed men run-

ning in a crouched position by the 
swimming pool. Right about the 
same time I heard g i^ ire .

It was about midnight, and the 
U.S. assault had started.

I made for the hotel’s main 
building with several other 
reporters when a man with an 
assault rifle appeared and said, 
’HU the floor.’

He herded us over into the lob­
by, which was full of people.

The gunmen took peoples’ 
passports, they searched my 
bag.

About a dozen of the men took 
charge of ine and 11 other 
foreigners, induding.. two other 
correspondents.

I never saw more than 20 arm­
ed men in the hotel.

They told us they had sur­
rounded the building. ‘We’re be­
ing invaded, so we’re taking 
hostages,’ the man who appeared 
to be their leader said.

They did not threaten me per­
sonally, but they made it clear 
that they could kill us all. There 
were a l ^ t  eight Americans in 
our group.

Gruson and I tried to persuade 
the men to let us call our offices 
to tell the story of the invasion.

We saw them herding the 
guests and staff into the grand 
ballroom. A man in a silk 
bathrobe kept saying to the cap' 
to rs , “ I ’m (Chilean! I ’m 
Chilean!”

The armed men eventually let 
me retrieve my bag and notebook

— my money had been taken — 
and ̂ y  let me remain in the lob­
by.

Gruson went upstairs where he 
said he was threatened by one of 
the gunmen, who kept painting 
his assault rifle at him. At one 
fxAnt, the gunman put the muzzle 
of his weapon against Gruson’s 
mouth, he told me later.*

About 1:45 a.m., a few other 
hostages and I were herded into a 
red van a t gunpoint and driven to 
a private home in the wealthy 
neighborhood where the Panma- 
nian leader, Gen. Manuel Antonio 
Noriega, lives. We were ordca^ed 
into the service area off the kit­
chen and made to sit on the floor.

Our captors let us have water 
and smoke cigarettes.

We were there until 4 a.m. I 
kept hearing aircraft passing low 
overhead, spwadic gunfire from 
automatic weapons. Things were 
tapering <tff.

Between 3:30 a.m. and 4 a.m., 
the i^one rang three times.

M«re hostage-takers showed 
up. Then a man who appeared to 
be their leader said, “We’re go­
ing to let you go. We don’t want to 
kill you. Tefi the truth about 
Panama. We’re not killers.”

“There are hundreds of dead in 
the Central Barracks.”

The men seemed very sad. One 
was crying.

They put us back into a van and 
let us out in the street. I raced to 
a private home and called the AP 
office.

Sheriff to discipline about 
forty county jail employees

SAN ANTONIO (AP) - Bexar 
County Sheriff Harlon Copeland 
has some bad news and some 
good news for about 40 county jail 
employees.

The bad news is that they are 
going to be disciplined in connec­
tion with separate incidents in 
which inmates dug holes in their 
cells. In at least one case, an at­
tempt was made to set up a 
method for getting drugs into the 
jail.

The good news was that of­
f ic ia ls  sa id  T uesday  the 
discipline, in the form of suspen­
sions, will not take effect until 
after the Christmas season.

“It gets down to the basics,” 
said ’Thomas Barry, director of 
the Adult Detention Center. 
“’They weren’t  doing their jobs. 
The i^ r i f f  decided to wait until 
after the holidays.”

The employees are expected to 
appeal the suspensions.

Barry said about 40 employees 
— including three captains, four 
or five lieutenants and several 
sergeants, corporals and officers

—will be suspended without pay.
Supervisors face the harshest 

suspmsions, he said, because 
they are held accountable for ac­
tions of their staff.

VIENNA, Austria (AP) — 

Bloody clashes that reportedly 
left hundreds dead in a  Roma­
nian city spread across the coun­
try, and security forces patrolled 
the capital and other major cities 
to crush dissent, according to 
reports emerging today from the 
isolated country.

The Yugoslav news agency 
Tanjug quoted unofficial sources 
in Bucharest as saying that “a 
state of fulHalert has been in­
troduced across Romania as pro­
tests and unrest continue in 
Timisoara and other towns."

President Nicolae Ceausescu 
returned home today after a  
three-day visit to Iran. He has 
made no comment on the tur­
moil, and Romanian media have 
not reported disturbances.

Witnesses and news report said 
about 300 to 400 were killed in 
rioting in the western city ot 
Timisoara that began over ther 
weekend.

However, on Tuesday night the 
Yugoslav state news agency Tan­
jug quoted one witness as saying 
there were reports ^  up to 2,000 
killed, many of them children.

Because Romania’s hard-line 
Communist leaders have virtual­
ly sealed (rff their txMtlers, most 
reports oi violence in Timisoara 
have come from people who had 
left the country.

Leaders in the East and West 
condemned the violence.

Bicyclist Greg LeMond, who won 
the ghieling Tour de France this 
year only two years after nearly 
dying in a hunting accident, was 
u a m ^  Sports I lk ^ a te d ’s  Sport­
sman (A the Year.

LeMond, 28, the only American 
to win the prestigious race 
around France, is the first cyclist 
to receive the magazine’s honor 
in its 36-year history.

“It was really a very simple 
choice made by the individual 
himself on that Sunday in Paris, 
when, with 15.2 miles to go in a 
2,025-mile race, he not only beat 
leader Laurent Fignon, he beat 
him by 8 seconds,” Managing 
Editor Mark Mulvoy told 
reporters Tuesday. “Everybody 
said the man did the impossible. 
Indeed, he did.”

Mulvoy said others considered 
for the award included San Fran­
cisco 49ers quarterback ^oe Mon-.

“This is definitely the highlight 
of my career,” said LeMond, who 
parlayed his Tour de France vic- 
t(N7  into the richest contract in 
his sport’s history — a three- 
year, $5.5 million deal with a 
French cycling team.

DEAR DR. GOTT; Please give your 
latest information on narcolepsy. Our 
19-year-old son has been diagnosed 
with it and is being treated with Rita­
lin. We want him to go to junior col­
lege this year, but first and foremost 
we want him to get well.

DEAR REIADER: Narcolepsy is a 
rare neurological disease of unknown 
cause, nurked by recurrent attacks 
of slera and/or sudden loss of muscle 
tone. The sleep attacks often occur 
without warning and at inappropriate 
times, such as while driving or carry­
ing out evei-yday activities.

Loss of muscle tone can be equally 
unpredictable, although these epi- 
soM  seem to be triggered by feelings 
of surprise in some patients. For in­
stance, narcoleptic patients may ex­
perience momentary paralysis from 
spontaneous emotional reactions, 
such as anger, fear or joy.

The symptoms of narcolepsy usiul- 
ly begin in otherwise healthy adoles­
cents and persist throughout life. The 
disease, which is four times more 
common in men than women and 
tends to run in families, does not 
cause ill-health or shortened life span. 
The diagnosis is made by the typical 
attacks.

Treatment is almost always suc­
cessful and consists of stimulant 
drugs, such as amphetamines or 
me&ylphenidate (Ritalin). When tak­
en regularly, these medicines block
sleep attacks and lessen the muscular 
weakness.

If your son's symptoms are con­
trolled with Ritalin and he is under 
medical supervision, he should be 
able to participate fully in college ac­
tivities and lead a normal life. Al­
though narcolepsy is not curable by 
present methods, the symptoms are 
controllable.

Because the unpredictability of 
narcolepsy seems to resemble the un- 
provokfid outbursts of Tourette’s syn­
drome, another neurological disease, 
I am sending you a free copy of my 
Health Report “Tourette’s Syn­
drome.”

DEAR DR. GOTT; I’ve been on Re- 
tin-A for a year. I noticed a peeling of 
the skin inside my mouth by the lower 
lip. My dermatologist said the biopsy 
was negative and prescribed a stron­
ger Retin-A. Now I have headaches, 
and the sides of my tongue are very 
red and sore. An ENT man said I have 
tonsillitis. 1 think both doctors are 
wrong. What do you think?

DEAR READER; Retin-A. a deriv­

ative of vitamin A, is marketed as a 
cream or gel for the treatment of 
acne and, in some patients, to reduce 
wrinkling and skin-aging. Retin-A 
usually produces redness and peeling 
of the treated skin. The manufacturer 
warns against using Retin-A near the 
eyes and mucous membranes, includ­
ing the mouth, because reactions 
from the compound in such sites can 
lead to eye damage and painful ulcer­
ations. In addition, patients using Re­
tin-A must be extremely cautious of 
sunlight, which can accentuate the 
peeling and blistering.

Retin-A occur in locations other than 
the site of application. Nor does Re­
tin-A cause headaches

However, you may be exhibiting an 
allergic reaction to the drug. Head­
ache and sore tongue could te  symp­
toms of this. Ther^ore, I advise you 
to discontinue Retin-A. If your symp­
toms disappear, you can assume the 
medicine is the culprit. U, after two 
or three weeks, you are still having 
mouth irritation and headaches, you’ll 
have to work with your doctors to dis­
cover the reason. Please let me know 
what happens.

I know South’s heart spots aren’t 
very good, but he does have eight 
c a r^  in the suit. For my money, it’s 
worth opening a strong two-bid, just to
make sure of eventually getting to 
game. The result would still be the 
same — West would bid spades and 
South would jump to four hearts, end­
ing the auction.

Everyone knows how Willy Nilly 
would play the hand. He would ruff tlw

second spade and lay down the queen 
of hearts. West would win the ace. Lat­
er E^st would take two more tricks 
with the long hearts, and the contract 
would be set. Why would Careful Char­
lie make the contract?

(Tharlie would correctly reason that 
with any 3-2 heart division he would 
lose only two heart tricks. He would 
also see that on most of the 4-1 heart 
splits there would be no way to avoid 
losing three trump tricks. However, if 
the ace of hearts just happened to be 
singleton, he could win the day by first 
playing a low heart out of his hand. So 
he would do just that and score up his 
contract.

Playing a low heart first also wins 
with another combination. Suppose 
Wtet holds A-9-8 of hearts and East 
holds J-10 doubleton. If declarer plays 
a high heart. West takes the ace and 
plays another spade, which E^st ruffs 
with a heart honor. But if South first 
leads a low heart, Elast must win with 
either the jack or the 10, and there is 
no trump promotion available.
