AUSTIN — Drunk drivers 
riiay mbe taking the lives of 
more safe and .«ober Texans than 
many folks realize. The Texa- 
Safety .Association reported to­
day, noting that several recent 
studies reported by the U.S. De­
partment of Transportation in ' 
dicate that most drivers killed in : 
accidiVts caused by drinking 
drivers have not been drinking 
at all.

One two-year California study 
shows that 80 percent of the 
drivers killed by drunk drivers 
had no alcohol content in the ,r 
blood. Another research report 
shows that the drinking drivers 
runs into others four times as 
often as he is run into. The pro­
portion of "rammers’* among 
the drinking drivers was signif­
icantly greater than the pro­
portion among the non-dnnking 
drivers.

Researchers also conclude that 
the higher a driver’s blood al 
cohol concentration, the greater 
the likihood he has intitiated a 
crash in which he is involved. 
The contribution of a driver 
with an alcohol content of .15 
has been rated by one Canadian 
reseacher as 42 times that of 
a non-dnnking driver.

The Texas Safety Association, 
which has endorsed proposed 
legislation designed to remove 
drunken drivers from the streets 
and highways o f the state, em­
phasized that there is no reason 
to believe that the Lone Stay 
State’s drunk drivers have more 
control behind the wheel than 
the drunk drivers of the other 
states and Canada.

TSA called Senate Bill 74, 
which could require breath tests 
for violators suspected of drunk 
driving, a first step toward sav­
ing some 500 lives a year in 
Texas.

Training and teaching have long 
been skills at which women 
have excelled m the home; now 
these same attributes are recog-' 
nized in the civilian ferflCSine 
force at Sheppard Air Force 
Base. . I

“Prepare the Man," the ^slo­
gan of Air Training Comm“and,' 
parent organization of Sheppard 
Air Force Base, has become a 
real challenge to the women at 
Sneppard as they go about their 
duties in the various organiza-1 
tions at this North Texas base. 

While only 33 are actually in
rtructors in the technical and
medical schools at Sheppard, the  ̂
majority work in jobs which  ̂
provide the necessary support 
for the training- They work in 
74 different types of jobs. Sixty- 
one of the job series are held by | 
the general schedule or “ white 
collar'' workers, while 13 are in | 
the wage board or “blue collar’* 
classification.

*n»e GS employes are nurses, j 
nursing assistants, dental hygie­
nists, medical technicians and 
techologists, histopathology tech- 
icians, medical r^ iology techni­
cians, librarians, writers, illustra­
tors, educational counselors, pro­
gram analysts, telephone oper­
ators, staffing .specialists, service 
club director, clerks and steno­

graphers — to name a few. The 
clerks include typists, coding, 
military personnel, supply, edi­
torial and travel.

The wage board jobs held by 
women are sheet metal plastic 
worker, janitor .power collator, i 
cook, seamstress and laundry 
worker. I

Sheppard "prepares the men’’ | 
for many vital Air Force jobs.; 
Its Technical School conducts | 
the only Air Force courses in 
comptroller, transportation and 
fixed wire. It also trains men 
in airci«aft maintenance, civil 
engineering, and missile and 
space subjects. It also has the 
responsibility for the Field 
Training Detachments through­
out the world which conduct 
continuous training in aircraft 
maintenance at bases where it 
is needed.

Some of the 1,328 women on 
the Sheppard payrolls are assig­
ned to these detachments at 
other Air Force installations in 
the United States.

The Medical Service School 
provides training for practicrally 
every member of the medical 
service who enters the Air Force 
as well as advanced training for 
many many others.

Sheppard is also the home of 
the 3630th F^ying Training Wing 
which conducts the only helicop­
ter pilot training for the Air 
Force and fixed wing aircraft

pilot training in T-37's and T-38’t| 
for German Air Force and Unit­
ed States Air Force students.

The Leppard ladies work! 
throughout all of these diverse 
organizations as well as the sup­
port groups on base.

They are called upon many 
times to conduct on-the-job 
training for fellow employes: 
meie they teach the procedures 
for the various jobs.

Statistics at Sheppard at the 
end of 1968 revealed that 36 per 
cent of the work force at Shep­
pard were women. They num­
bered 1,328 of the 3,687 civilians 
on the payroll at the time. Bro­
ken down, the figures show that 
women made up 34 per cent of 
those employes under civil ser­
vice, or 996 of 2,909 such em­
ployes; 30 per cent of the non- 
appropriated fund employes, or 
157 of 514 employes: and 66 per 
cent of the Base Exchange em­
ployes — 175 of 264.

CHher statistics reveal that 
women make up 48 per cent of 
the lower grades of GS employ­
es: 11 per cent of those in high­
er grades; three per cent of 
wage board employes; and 89 
per cent of the laundry workers.

Women of all militsiry groopa 
are included in the aggrefwte.

The average age of all the wo­
men at Sheppard is 40H, aad 
the average tenure of employ­
ment is five years.

Those working under Civil 
Service last year took home $6 
million of the $23 million pay­
roll at the base Of the 298 
handicapped persons at Shep­

pard, 42 are woman.
Niaety-oiw par -eent of tli» 

fairer sex working at Sheppard' 
are married.

The feminine force drives an 
average of 11.2 miles to woric 
each day. They come from Wich­
ita Falls, Burkburnett. Iowa 
Park. Henrietta, Byers, Electrg, 
Holliday, OIney, Vernon, Petro- 
lia. Archer City, Kamay and 
Bowie in Texas. Also from Ran- 
dlett, Grandfield, Walters and 
Devol in Oklahoma.

Counting those at field train­
ing detachments, women on the 
Sheppard payroll live in 27 of 
the 50 states of the Union.

Several hold key positions 
where they are responsible for 
training and teaching as well as 
other important job duties. One 
woman serves as administrative 
assistant to the civilian person­
nel officer; another is person­
nel management specialist; one 
is assistant procurement officer; 
another serves as deputy equal 
employment opportunity officer; 
another as principal instructor 
in the Department of Communi­
cations Training of the Technical 
School, aad to on.

The clerk who types the tran- 
ing materials .and the one who 
checks in supplies as they arrive 
are as much a part o f the train­
ing team as ar« the ones in key 
positions.

Their efforts work together 
to give today’s young airmen, 
young pilot and medic, the best 
training possible to “Prepare 
the Man” for the Air Force of 
tomorrow.

'^ ITO  long ago made it clear

Dr. Krrikner ^vem-
ment overthrown and Soviet rule 
imposed. There is good reason to 
believe that had Ruaaia known 
it would meet armed reaistance 
if it moved into Cseehoslovakia, 
then the recent conquest of that 
country would not have taken 
place.

Had our country followed the 
advice of General Doi^Ias Mac 
Arthur and adminiatered a 
crushing defeat to the Chineae 
in Korea, that eountry would 
have been reunited and there 
might have been no aggre.«sivc 
war in South Vietnam.

Had we made it clear that we 
were moving into South Vietnam 
in order to prevent further con­
quest of Communism and that it 
was our purpose to win the war 
there, it could have been won 
four or five years ago with much 
lees bloodshed.

Our policy of merely slapping 
the enemy on the wrist—while 
begging him to make peace—baa 
encouraged him to continue fight­
ing and to believe that we have­
n’t the will to win. Under such 
circumstances the enemy will 
never make peace. His objective 
is not peace, but conquest. As 
long as we shut our eyes to thia 
obvious fact, we shall continue 
being defeat^.

No force that could be assem­
bled in South Vietnam would be 
sufficient to win the war as long 
as the enemy has sanctuary all 
the way along the 600-mile 
border with Laos and Cambodia. 
We should have denied him these 
sanctuaries and destroyed his 
bases. Then wr should have told 
Hanoi that if North Vietnamese 
troops were not withdraam from 
the South, our next target would 
be North Vietnam itself.

Thia threat would probably 
have been sufficient. If not, the 
harbor at Haiphong could l^ve 
been closed.

It is probable that neither 
China nor Rus.«ia would ri.sk war 
with the United States over Viet­
nam. But since they believe we 
do not have the will to win, they 
continue their aggressive ac­
tions. Even if China were 
brought into the war, it would 
be relatively easy to destroy her 
atomic potential.
