Okla. Cotton Totals
Behind Last Year's

The USDA Cotton Division
Classing Office at Altus grad-
ed 21,900 samples for the
week ending February 4, and
recorded a season total of
157,700 samples classed, ac~-
cording to C, E, Cox, officer
in charge. Last year at this
date 193,700 samples were
reported.

Total classed from north
Texas counties this year stood
at 24,400 samples, compared
with 25,900 to this date last
year.

Grades on north Texas cot-
ton classed during the week
were 70 per cent Light Spot-
ted, and 18 per cent Spotted.
The predominant grades were
42 with 39 per cent, and 52
with 29 per cent, Forty-
eight per cemt was reduced
in grade because of bark or
grass.

Staples were predominately
30, 31, and 32, Thirty-five
per cemt was Staple 30, 27
per cent Staple 31, and 20 per
rent Staple 32. Micronaire
readings were in the 3.5 t«
{.9 range on 65 per cent of
the samples. Fourteen per
ent miked 3.3 and 3.4, and
fourteen per cent 3.0 to 3.2,
Pressley readings showed fib-
er strength mostly inthe range
0,000 89,000 pounds per
square inch, with the average
being 80 thousand pounds.

The Consumer and Market-
ing Service reported market
activity declined along with
a decline in prices. Grades
42 and 43, average staple
lengths, miking in the 3.5
to 4.9 range, were about 250
points lower than the pre-
vious week., Additional dis-
counts were in effect on low
mike cotton, up to 500 points
off for 2.6 and below. Cot-
tonseed was unchanged at $5¢
per ton,

LUBBOCK -~ - The latest
herbicide recommendations
for cotton weed control in West
Texas are available to pro-
ducers, chemical dealers and
other agnbusinessmen,

e recommendations are
a summary of field tests by
lexas A&M University re-
searchers and Extension
specialists throughout West
Texas.,

“The report summarizes
field trials with preplant, pre~
merge and postemerge herb-
icides,’”’ explains Dr, Dudley
Smith, weed scientist for the
Texas Agricultural Experi-
ment Station, at Lubbock,

The two page publication
lists the various chemicals
that were tested, application
rates and necessary precau-
tions for safer use. In ad-
dition, the report gives in-
formation on herbicide use

for weed control in narrow
row cotton, Sprayer cali-
bration recommendations also
are offered. A special sec~
tion is included on control of
problem wees such as mom-
ingglory, devil’s claw,
cocklebur and water grass.

““The bulletin is intended as
a guide to assist growers in
planning a weed control pro-
gram to fit their specific
needs,’”’ says Dr. Robert Met~
zer, Extension area cotton
agronomist. He emphasizes
that individual producers mu st
make the final decisions and
select chemical brands, met-
hods of application and rates
that are most economical for
their situations.
