Often one sees a child
reading at home with eyes too close
to the newspaper or book. Some-
times the book is on the floor and
the child is lying with its chin rest-
ing in the hands and its eyes too
close to the print. Besides, the in-
tensity of the illumination is much
less at the level of the floor that it
is near the light source.

Many school children average an
hour .or two daily in reading by ar-
tificial light in the home and 20 per
cent of them have eye defects. These
.are significant and related facts, Mr.
Julian points out.

A survey, whose results are typi-
cal of others, showed that in grade
schools 66 per cent of the pupils
.were normal in their studies and 34
per cent were retarded. Of those
whoe were making normal progress,
15 per cent had defective visions;
but of those who were retarded in
vision. “This is eloquent evidence
