No palliation can be found for
it, nothing tan soften the blow
though the shock can be distribut-
ed, by fire insurance, over a large
field and among many people

But insurance is not a shock ab- |
sorber; it is simply a distri- |
butor. It does not lessen the ca-
lamity; it does not modify or am-
eliorate the suffering: it simply
makes many participate instead of
a few or only one.

If one were to take a roll of bills
and deliberately destroy them by
fire before the public’'s gaze, a cry
of indignation would arise at this
wanton, wilful waste. But behind
that paper there is ample security,
which remains after the paper has
been destroyed.

I wish it were possible to raise a
similar cry of horror when a man
