ment Co., lost its front doors 
and was moved a few inches off 
the foundation on the East side.

Shamburger Lumber Co. suf­
fered slight damage to the South­
ern part of the roof. The roof on 
Burkburnett Gin and Elevator 
seed houses were buckled on the 
North side. Across the tracks 
East. Cicero Smith Lumber Co. 
lost the greater part of roofs on 
the lumber sheds and storage 
houses. The front office# receiv­
ed little damage. A box car near 
J. F. Kelley elevator was blown 
down the track for two blocks, 
where it ran off the rails and 
came to rest across College St., 
still upright.

Estimates of the damage caus­
ed in Burkburnett vary from 
$100,000 to $200,000 or more. A 
fairly accurate damage can be 
estimated on buildings, but rain 
damage to furnishings make the 
job a difficult one.

Part of the roof was blown off 
the Salter Grocery on West Main. 
Roofing from the City Hotel was 
torn from the East side and came 
down Avenue C. 'The list could 
go on and on. 'The large pump 
station belonging to the Mag­
nolia just South of town was 
completely demolished, and sev'- 
eral large storage tanks near 
Burk were damaged. LaSalle Re­
finery was damaged some, but 
not enough to knock it out.

Mrs. Emmett Taylor received a 
back injury when a porch fell on 
her after the wind.

Mrs. W. S. Bryarly was slightly 
injured when she became entang­
led in wires and fell.

a higher command, that ot God Him­
self. Him they would obey, come 
what may.

Who will deny that we need a 
renewal of that spirit In the church |
today? We need to lose our fear of er*a—tio bale— iSHe *v. Ret* 
men and their little authority, and 
regain a larger measure of obedi­
ence to God.

II. A Convicting Message (v. 33).
When God’s Word Is preached

with complete obedience to Him, 
something Is sure to happen. Men 
and women will be convicted of their 
sin. They will be cut to the heart

TTiat conviction will show itself In 
one of two ways. Some will be re­
pentant and will cry out with the 
jailer at Philippi, "What must I do 
to be saved?”  (Acts 16:30). ’Turn­
ing to Christ, they will find deliver­
ance from  sin.

Others will harden themselves In 
their wicked ways and becom e even 
more bitter In their hatred of Chriil 
and the church. In our lesson we 
find them taking counsel to kill the 
disciples. Knowing themselves to be 
wrong and seeing that God’s work 
revealed their sin, but not being 
willing to give it up, they tried to de­
stroy the witness against them.

We see that same spirit opera­
tive today. To be sure, it does not i 
usually show itself in such crude 
action as physical killing, although 
the day when that may happen 
again may not be far away.

In our cultivated time, it is re­
vealed in a scholarly attack upon 
God’ s Word, an undermining of the 
faith of our young people in schools 
or colleges, or a ridiculing of those 
who wish to live a separated, con­
secrated life.

III. No Compromise (w .  34, 35,
38-40).

A wise man, Gamaliel, presented 
what we would now call a program 
of appeasement. He urged that they 
wait and see what would happen.

At first glance his idea seems 
to be most commendable, and of 
course it did save the lives of the 
disciples at the moment. But it was 
essentially a "do-nothing" policy of 
compromise. If he believed in what 
the disciples were doing, he should 
have com e out boldly on their side.

Notice that the believers had no 
! part in this scheme. ’They lis­

tened, but did not give assent. ’They 
I took the beating and went right out 

and preached the gospel again.
What a fine example for us to fol­
low! Those who are alert to the real 
problems of the church today recog­
nize that the willingness to com ­
promise with the world, the flesh, 
and (so It seems at times) the devil 
himself for the sake of peace, is 
destroying the real ministry of the 
church.

IV. Absolute Fearlessness (w . 40,
42).

The early church was a very 
small group of believers with no 
position of influence or power in the 
world. Humanly speaking, it would 
have been expedient for them to 
heed the admonition now twice giv­
en (com pare Acts 4:18) and confine 
their testimony to a private wit­
ness.

But they had hearts which were 
aflame with the fire of God, a com - I 
mission to take the good news o f 1 
God's savmg grace to all men, and 
the assurance of God’s presence ;
■(see Matt. 28:19, 20, Acts 1:8), and 
they were absolutely (earless.

The world admires true courage 
not only on the battlefield, but in 
the pulpit.

The criticism which men in the 
armed services make of the church 
centers at this point, namely, that 
the church has been too timid about 
giving out the Word of Ood, about 
really balleving and sciscticinB It
