Hay is for horses—-but is it a
balanced diet?

The best diet for horses s the
one that nature invented: green

rowing pasture, But even a fine-
fnokinz pasture may lack trace
elements essential to equine well-
beinr. lIodine, for example, is
lacking in the so-ealled “goiter
states"—and a mare deprived of
jodine may have foals that are
born feeble or dead. Other trace
minerals, such as eobalt or man-
ganese, may de deficient in other
areas,

Besides minerals, your horse
needs vitamins,

He gets his vitamin D in the
game waf iou do~by manufac-
turing it in his skin wifh the help

of sunlight, But winter-stabled
horses may suffer from vitamin
D deficiency. This is what causes
rickets in young horses, or a sim-
jlar condition, osteomalacia, in
older horses.

Animals deprived of rations
rich in green leafy legume hay
may not get enough ecarotene.
This can lead to poor night vision,
poor hoof growth or reproduc-
tive failures. Similarly, the B
vitamins, synthesized by friendly
bacteria in the intestine, can ulso
run short, causing faulty protein
metabolism,

How can you be sure your horse
is getting the vitamins and min-
erals he needs? You can play it
safe and feed him a concentrated
conditioner.

FACTS ABOUT
MEDICARE

Q - Who decides what are
reasonable charges for phys-
lcians'  services under medi-
care?

A Intermediaries, Blue
dhield organizations and pri-

vate insurance carriers — who
serve under contracts with the
Federal government to receive
and pay medicare bills, deter-
mine what are ‘“reasonable
charges.”” They apply two eri-
leria set out in the law:

1. The customary charges for
similar services generally
made by the physician, and

2. The prevailing charges in
the locality for similar services,
The reasonable charge by a
specialist will naturally be
higher than the charge for the
same service by a doctor who
is not a specialist, Also, the
reasonable charge may be high-
er than the customary and
prevailing rate if there are
special  elrcumstances.

Q ~How often do I have to
pay the $50 deductible under
the doctor bill insurance part
of medicare?

Q Just once a calendar year,
But if your medical expenses
are less than $50 in some year,
or if they do not go over $50
until the last three months of
a year, the expenses in those
last three months can count to-
w&rd the next year's $30 dedue-
tible.

Q-1 don't know whether my
family doctor has signed up
with the medicare program.
How can I tell whether he can
treat me under medicare? I
don’t like to ask him right out.

A.Medicare can pay to-
ward the bills of any physician
licensed to practice medicine
in your state,

Q.—Does the medical
ance plan  cover any
health care visits?

A.—~Yes, whether or not you
have been in a hospital, a phys-
jclan can preseribe a home
health care plan under which
yvou can get up to 100 health
care visits a year. Under the
basic hospital insurance plan,
home health care visits are
covered only if preceded by a
hospital stay of at least three
days, but if you are covered
under the voluntary medical
insurance plan, you are also
eligible for up to 100 home
health visits whether or not you
have been in the hospital.

60 YEARS OLD

Attorney General Crawford C,
Martin said today that persons
over 680 years old who live in a
city of less than 10,000 inhabi-
tants, or in a rural area in any
county except Bexar County,
will not have to register in or-
der to vote in elections held dur-
ing the year 1967, regardless of
the outecome of the pending law-
suit on the constitutional amend-
ment which would require all
voters to register. Martin said
that House Joint Resolution No.
13, which proposed the constitu-
tional amendment, expressly
fixes the effective date of the
amendment as February 1, 1968,
and consequently it does not ap-
ply to elections held before .that
date.

A Travis County district court
ruled last week that the amend-
ment, which appeared on the
ballot as Amendment No. 7 at
the general election last Novem-
ber, was not validly adopted be-
cause the proposition on the
ballot did not give notice of the
full contents of the amendment,
The State is appealing from this
decision,

Head Injuries
From Accidents

“Big Killer”

The head injury is the big
killer in traffic accidents, says
Today's Health, the magazine
of the American Medical Asso-
clation.

Injury to the head occurs in
i2 per cent of auto accidents
involving any kind of injury
and in 1965 there were 1,800,000
disabling injuries and 49,000
deaths in motor-vehicle acei-
dents. Motorcycles and motor
scooters  contribute more than
a small share of the head in-
Jjuries,

Preventive measures against
head injury in autofobile acci-
dents listed by Today's Health
include protective helmets,
shoulder harnesses, lap seal
belts, cushioned head rests and
making the backs of seats with
more spring so that they will
give under the force of an im-
pact

Shoulder harnesses as well as
lap bells are recommended by
the American Medical Associa-
tion, as are safety latches; safe-
ty hinges; recessed control
knobs and dashboards; and pad-
ding on visors, corner pillars,
dashboard and the back of the
front seat. The AMA for vears
has recommended many of the
safety features being incorpor-
ated by law into 1967 and 1968
cars.

Objects placed on the car's
rear shelf or dangled from the
celling may become lethal,
head-puncturing missiles in a
panic stop. Parents should never
allow small children to stand on
the seats or the floors of an au-
tomobile in motion, Nor should
bables and young children be
placed to play on a mat in the
rear of a station wagon without
being properly restrained, The
child might become a missile
himself when a car comes to
a sudden stop.
