Builders May |

On FHA Loans |

Builders of homes in Burk-
burnett have been warned they
may be penalyzed on FHA loans
because of low standard plumb-

f | ing and electric wiring practices

The Dallas FHA office hds in-|
structed inspectors to make a
very thorough inspection on
homes applying for FHA loans,
if plumbing and wiring is
the minimum builders
code, to penalyvze the applicant
up to as much as 50 per cent
of the amount of the loan
which could be reasonably ex-|
pected if the house met all code
standards.

In some instances the penalty |
be decided thus: Amr esti-
made on the
cost of tearing out all defective
plumbing and wiring and mak-
ing the installation to meet min-
imum standards. This estimated
cost would be deducted from the
amount of the loan.

Mihimum FHA standards are|
very lenient. They are barely
what any home owner would
expect in a house.
