Highlight o f his current 
American tour, under the auspices of the American For­
estry A..s.sociation. will be the dedication of a Redwood 
grove near Orrick, California.

In the meantime. Dr. Schenck has l>een similarly 
honored by the Vermont Kore.st and Farmlands Founda­
tion, and ha.-: toured the east on what he calls an in­
spection o f the "greatest chemical factories in the 
world.” For, he explains, trees manufacture from water 
and .soil m.aterials. 1575 different products.

Dr. Schenck first came to America in 1895 at the 
request of the late George W, Vanderbilt, to become 
forester of the Biltmore Estates, near Ashville, N. C. 
In 1898 he founded the Biltmore Forest School, the first 
in America, on the Vanderbilt estate, and remained in 
this country promoting reforestation until 1918. During 
his early years at Ashville, Dr. Schenck planted 1,000 
acres of white pine seedlings, and recently had the thrill­
ing experience of seeing “ his”  forest again, now half a 
century old.

What America needs is not only more trees, but 
more Dr. Schencks to encourage them.

How Is a Picture Made?
A LTHOUGH I usually steer away 
 ̂ * from 'the technical aspects of 

photography in these columns, I 
do think that anyone really inter­
ested in picture taking should 
know a little about the funda­
mentals.

We know that with a camera we 
can make pictures of almost any­
thing we can see. And it all de­
pends on one simple scientific fact. 
Silver can be made sensitive to 
light.

Mostly we think of silver as a 
bright shiny metal, but the black 
area in your film negative is silver 
too. It’s black because it consists 
of finely-divided rough particles. 
When you buy a roll of film, the 
silver is in still a different form. 
At that point it exists as whitish 
silver salts that has been treated 
with sensitizing dyes, boated, 
mixed with gelatin, and coated oii 
a transparent film base.

Everyone knows that you mustn’t 
let light get to the film when you 
load your camera—but not every­
one knows exactly why. It is be­
cause the only time light ihould 
reach your film is when you press 
the button that opens the shutter 
to take a picture. Light passes 
through the o p ^  shutter and the

One of these systems provides 
the usual first, second, third and 
fourth gear speed range permit­
ting smooth, economical per­
formance for country and boule­
vard driving. The second is a 
new first, second and third gear 
range particularly adapted for 
driving in Congested traffic or 
mountainous territory.

When driving in the 1-2-3 
traffic or mountain range, the 
car will normally remain in 
third gear and cannot shift into 
fourth except at very high 
speeds. According to the engi- 
nwrs, this gives greater flexi­
bility in normal city traffic, pro­
vides engine braking in moun­
tains or on steep hills, and be­
cause of the greater reduction in 
the gear box allows for a lower 
ratio rear axle.

The result is quieter op­
eration, improved fuel economy 
on the highway and driving 
more nearly approaches the ef­
fect of "coasting.”

Selection of either of the 
drive ranges is made, without 
reference to the speed of the 
car, by moving the Hydra-Mat­
ic Selector Lever into the de­
sired driving position.

a new book that’s just now 
coming on the market—or, to be 
more accurate, a new version of 
an old favorite.
