The Public Relations Society of America, Chicago
Chapter, and the Medill School of Journalism, North-
western University, recently sponsored a one-day insti-
tute on “Economic Education—or Economic Disaster.” A
number of distinguished authorities discussed primary
economic problems of day—including business’ re-
sponsibility as a teacher of economic facts to workers

and the publie.

One of the speakers was Senator Brewster of Maine. |
In the course of his talk, he said, “I congratulate the
Public Relations profession for recognizing the impera-
tive need for economic education. 1 congratulate it for |
taking positive and intelligent action to rally public
opinion behind those in Congress who seek to restore
sanity and sound principles to the operation of govern- |
ment. The fact that the public at large knows as much
as it does about the economic facts of life is due to very

large part to the excellent work of public relations men
and women, and to the support they are given by en-
lightened business and professional and other leaders.

“l am told that this Institute is predicated upon a
feeling that the Public Relations profession, as the rep- |
resentative of business, industry and the professions, has |
a great obligation to the public welfare and the common
good I consider that the best example of public re-
lations in the public interest I have seen.”
