Long branches may be built into 
little lean-tos to protect tender 
shrubs from sun scald.

The needles of a Christmas tree 
can be sprinkled beneath aetd- 
loving plants such as laurel, an- 
dromeds, rhododendron and blue­
berries.

If the needles on the tree are 
still firm, use the branches in an 
outdoor windowbox. Moisten the 
soil in the box. Then push the cut 
ends of the branches down to the 
bottom and tamp the soil firm 
around them. This will generally 
give you greenery all winter.

If you must bum your Christ­
mas tree, don’t tosa it into a fire­
place. Cut off the branches and 
burn them safely one by one.

And remember, a Christmas 
tree tossed into the street can be­
come a fire hazard if playful chil­
dren pick it up and make a bon­
fire of it in a vacant lot.

FEEDING A BIG F.AMILY
In 1950 each .American farmer produced enough to 

feed and clothe 28 people. By 1975, each farmer will be 
producing enough t-..- feed and clothe twice as many. 
This points up a development with implications as far- 
reaching as the harnessing of atomic energy. I’ntil re­
cently, historically speaking, the human race, like our 
friends of the animal world, sjient almost all of its time 
at the .'heel* physical ta-k of scratching enough to eat 
out of the forests, streams and soil. For thousands of 
years famine stalked th. world while 95 jier cent of the 
j>eople Were engaged exclu-ively in raising the food to 
keep themselves and the other tive per cent alive.

.An agricultural revolution in the lu w world changed

During recent months, beef has been flooding into 
market in huge quantities, and the prices of most cuts 
are lower than they were a year ago. The .situation is 
similar for some other meats. F'or instance, the packers 
have been offering pork at average whole.sale prices which 
are about 21 per cent below the 1947 level, even though 
wages and taxes and most other costs of doing business 
have risen sub.stantially since then.

At the end of the summer of 1951, by contrast, beef 
was in the smallest supply in eight years and prices 
were near their al-time high.

Many things have contributed to so great a change 
in little more than a year. One of them is especially 
worth noting. We approached a point of crisis in our 
meat supply when it became clear that the price control 
authorities planned to inaugurate a “ crack-down” policy 
which would have taken the profit out of meat pro­
duction while leaving the producer with all the ri.sks. A 
new black market in meat lx*gan to emerge. Almo.st ever.v I 
authority is convinced that more and more meat would 
haw been diverted from the normal and legal channels, 
to the detriment of the vast majo-ity of consumers, had 
not Congress stej)ped in and amended the price control 
law '■'o as to curb tho.se politicians who wanted to arbi- 
tarily reduce prices regardless of what happened to 
agriculture and industry. Congress recognized the fact 
that the price a man .sells his products for must honest- 
l.v reflect the cost of operating his business.

The free market produces abundance because, by its 
very nature, it encourages people to work and invest and 
take risks in the hope of making a jirofit. .And becau.se 
it i.s inten.sely competitive, the free market guarantees 
fair jM'ices.

doU, or a miniatura pagoda mada 
in Japan.

Stroilarljr, tbt UnHtd Statas, now 
the world’s leading toy maker, 
sends abroad Its wild wast coa- 
tumss. Its shiny playtime trucks 
and cars and earth-moving equip­
ment. Its small-seals railroads and 
•ky tcrapara to delight children all 
over the globe.

Toy industries in Germany and 
Japan are on the uptwing again. 
Germany was among the first na­
tions in the world to make tin 
horses on wheels, engines that ran, 
animals that walked, birds that 
sang. Now U.S. buyers go back to 
cities such as Numberg for the out­
put of ingenious middle-aged in­
ventors.

New toys that startle the world 
often come from Europe. One such 
is a German duck which, when set 
on an incline, proudly walks down 
the slope. Another Is a recent gadg­
et from Denmark called a “ tippe 
top,’ a wobbly sphere about the 
size of a small apple that suddenly 
flips upside down and continues 
spinning on Ita item.

J  Why You Hang J  
Holly at Yuletide 5;

^ R E D IT  THE PAGAN Druids for 
^  inspiring one of the nice Christ­
mas customs — decorating with 
holly. The traditional boUy for the 
holidays is widely believed to have 
had its origin in the Druid prac­
tice of bringing holly aprigs In­
doors. The Druids woodland apirtts 
lived In the hoDy.

Indoors, boQy gave the apirtts a 
nice warm ptaee in winter. Be­
sides, the hub green holly and the 
contrast of Its red berries provided 
beeoty-tbat eouM bo rovered I7  
men 'when the sscred 'oeke were 
shorn of their foliage.

The early Christian church 
frowned on such pagan customs 
and tried to stamp them out. In 
due time, however, it was felt that 
some of the customs could be 
adapted to the new Christmas 
conception.

Some beautiful legends associate 
the holly with Christ. In fact, it is 
often called the Christ thorn. One 
legend depicts the leaf spines as 
the crown of thorns; the red ber­
ries as the sins of the world and 
the blood of Christ. Another credits 
holly with first springing up from 
the footsteps of Christ. The plant 
is said to remain green all winter 
as a reward for once hiding Christ 
from his pursuers.

The impact of the holly on the 
Christmas celebration is evidenced 
in the traditional holiday colors, 
green and red. The Druids weren't 
the only people of old who thought 
the holly was something special. 
Pliny, the great Roman historian, 
insisted holly blossoms caused wa­
ter to freeze. Also, that holly 
thrown y , any wild beast would 
make it lie down tamely next to 
the branch.

These legenda, forgotten by 
many people, are said to be the 
reason we decorate with holly.

Christmas Gifts

Brought by Santa

In America it la always Santa 
Claus, dashing from rooftop to 
rooftop in his sleigh, that brings 
Christmas g.fts to the children.

Jierc's Mow Zo Choose 
your Christmas Zree
NNEARLY 30,000,000 Christmas 

' trees will sold in the U. S. 
this year. Select one which will re­
tain its needles well indoors. A 
simple treatment will keep the 
needles from drying out, make the 
tree less flammable and keep it 
green longer.

Choosing the tree: Select a bal­
sam or Douglas fir. Their needles 
will last two or three weeks in­
doors A balsam is easily identified 
by its fragrance, rigid branches 
and two thick rows of needles
which do not stab the hand. Doug­
las fir, the best of the firs, has 
long pointed red buds. Other firs 
have globose buds. All have soft 
needles. A spruce drops its needles 
soon after it's placed in a warm

I Burns generally la supposed to 
have written it after he had set­
tled down on e farm and taken 
himself a wife, following the 
■weeping success in 1778 of the sec­
ond edition of his "Poem s." Well 
and good, but Auld Lang Syne was 
not exclusively a Bums' product, 
nor did he claim it to be.

In a tetter to George Thomson, a 
publisher. Burns explained:

"It is an old song of olden times, 
which has never been in print. I 
took it down from an old man's 
singing."

Modem scholarship has discov- 
1 ered that Burns was wrong when 

he told Thomson “ Auld Lang 
Syne" never had been in print. 
Its refrain, at lca:t. was printed 
obscurely long before Bums heard 
his "old man singing"

Further, the original song often 
has been credited to Sir Robert

.'as one
of the earliest Scots to use the low­
land dialect as a literary medium. 
Multitudes of Americans decended 
from non-British stock are per­
petually mystified by this dialect, 
nor does it iM m  to make much 
tense in the standard English 
translation.

Regardless of its original author 
and origin, it was Bums who gave 
"Auld Lang Syne" its immortality. 
And though the bells now welcome 
the New Year with Joyous peals, 
symbolizing mankind's hope for a 
bright future, the nostalgias! of 
“ Auld Lang Syne" summarizes an
adherent reluctance to leave the 
security and friendship of the past 
and embark upxm a future which, 
however promising, may not be 
more pleasant. Thus, it remains a 
part of the English speaking herit­
age to

"Drink a cup of kindness yet 
For Auld Lang Syne."

A white spruce
is better than a Norway spruce 
for indoor use. Pines recognized by 
extra-long needles can be used. 
Hemlocks and junipers are of little 
value as Christmas trees.

Preventing needle drop; Cut at a 
slant an inch off the base and set 
the tree in a bucket of water or wet 
sand 24 hours before bringing it in 
the house. Then anchor tree firmly 
in a holder that contains water or 
moist sand. Do not place it near a 
radiator.

Fire precautions: (Internally)— 
No tree can be made completely 
flame-proof. Government experts 
suggest reducing flammability by 
standing tree in a solution of either 
ammonium sulfate, ammonium 
phosphate, calcium chloride or am­
monium sulfamate four to six 
days. First weigh tree and divide 
by four. That will be number of 
pounds of material required. To 
each pound add one and a half 
pints of water. During treatment, 
keep tree in cool, dark place. (Ex­
ternally)—Mix nine parts water 
glass (soluble sodium silicate) 
with one part water containing 
teaspoon of wetting agent (such as 
solvent soap) per quart. Dip tree 
into solution or spray it on tree. 
This will give shiny finish to 
needles.

Christmas Greena: M e a s u r e  
height of celling before buying 
tree. If branches must be trimmed 
from tree, use them for door 
spray, mantel piece or swag for 
newel post.

Clean Gutters 
Help Forestall 
Leaks in R oof

Clean leaves from  roof gutters 
be fere winter begins and ^ou 
may keep your roof from leaking.

An accumulation o f leaves 
dams up water that has drained 
from the roof. In cold weather, 
the water freezes. Ice can build 
up high enough to prevent runoff 
water from dripping off the edge 
of the roof ana to force it back 
under shingle tabs.

Working its way between over­
lapping shingle layers, the water 
then is able to reach the roof 
deck and leak into the house 
through cracks between boards.

A  leak o f this kind also can 
originate in snow that slides off 
a roof and lodges in the gutter, 
indicating that additional protec­
tion is necessary even if gutters 
are kept free o f leaves.

With asphalt roof shingles, the 
standard home roofing material, 
the recommended additional pro­
tection is an “ eaves flashing 
sti’ip”  o f roll roofing that is laid 
along the eaves before shingles 
arc applied. This provides a layer 
«.f waterproof material under the 
top roof covering.

In the application o f asphalt 
shingle.s, as in thtf Use' o f any 
other building material, recom ­
mended methods should be fo l­
lowed for best results. The pur­
pose of manufacturers’ directions, 
which are based on extensive 
practical testing, is to offer a 
meani o f cbtaining from asphalt 
rt'ofing the full length of service 
It u  capable o f giving.
