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DIET FOR THE ILL
In past time."! it was widely believed that mo.st ill 

people requiretl relatively little in the way o f food. The 
“ tea and toast ‘ variety of diet was a commonplace.

Science ha.s proven how wrong that idea was. For 
example, an article by J. E. Rhoades in the Journal of 
the American Dietetics Association deals with nutritional 
needs after major surgery, .severe injury, or prolonged 
illnea.s. "What many such patients need most,”  he says, 
“ is generous intake of highest quality meat, suitably sup­
plemented and appetizingly .served."

The reason for this is that long-drawn illne.ss or ser­
ious injury usually resulLs in marked losses of tissue pro­
teins. In surgery, considerable protein may be lost thru 
bleeding. To minimize the hazards resulting from these 
losses, replenishment must be accomplished as rapidly 
as pos.sible. So the patient is urged to eat liberally of a 
diet especially high in top-grade protein, which is the 
kind provided by meat. Such a diet promotes rebuilding 
o f  tissues and healing o f wounds, increases vigor, and 
speeds recoverj.

The value of a high-protein to well people is also 
very great. This was conclusively demonstrated during 
the last war. .Much o f the credit for the .American soldiers 
mental and physical vigor is given to the fact that his 
diet is rich in proteii;.

The return of spring came in 
about as usual this year — 
March 20 — to be exact. Spring 
was marked by the return of 
the male purple martins, who 
came back with a rush about 
March 15. .Mmost overnight the 
countryside was filled with bird 
life. The robbins and the purple 
martins have been singing, 
searching about for a home­
stead to be ready when the fe­
males arrive. Before the fe­
males arrive, each bird stakes 
out a homestead, and with fan­
atical instinct of their natures 
defends and holds as much of 
the territory as possible.

•\nyone who has, for many 
years watched for the return of 
spring in the south, does not 
know what to expect of the 
weatlier. It may be dust-dr.ten 
winds slashing the trees under 
a sullen sky; the air may be 
raw and chill, and he never 
knows, for sure whether the 
days will be mild enough to 
start preparing the ground for 
the planting of one’s favorite 
flowers, or whether the month 
will be one of storms and flur­
ries of snow that often bring 
the coldest and most disagree­
able weather of the season.

The storm that swirls in just 
ahead of April, must give away 
of course, to the sun and the 
thaw where there is snow. But 
April will always surely coax 
.spring back again. The March 
snow, should it fall, yields what 
one thinks is special in the 
way of songs. Here is a compo­
sition as old as the hills, blend­
ing the sharper winter cords 
into the softer melodies of 
.■ipring. Few spectacles during 
a southern spring, can be lovel- 
liiT than the high clouds Bright 
with the hidden sun. and mix­
ing with the lower hurtled 
clouds, steaming from the pur­
ple west towards the horizon in 
the east.

It would be impossible to vis­
ualize the coming of spring, 
without mentioning the daffo­
dils — their splashes of yellow 
and white remind us that this 
floral goes back at least two 
thousand years. The most of us 
when we think of daffodils, 
visualize the flower growing in 
places familiar to us in our 
childhood in a wood, or field. 
p«.Thaps, or by a lake in the 
early .spring. Wiio does not re­
member the legend of the Creek 
youth who. fell in love with 
his own image reflected in a 
fountain and was held fast by 
its beauty? Those who sought 
him found only the flower nam­
es after him — Narcissus.

Today we associate th.s name 
With the fresh fragrance of these 
white pietal blooms, some with 
yellow crowns, of which Plea­
sant eye is among the most 
popular. The yellow is called 
daffodils, though the narcissus 
and the daffodils only differ in 
name, the former being a Greek

and the latter an English name. 
Those of us who have gazed on 
stretches of daffodils have a 
memory that brings never fail­
ing joy. When the florist show 
the very first hothouse blooms 
in the bitter days of winter, we 
get a glimpse of spring long 
before spring is due. For like 
the rose, the poet’s inspiries 
young and old in remembrance 
of beauty.

The return flight of migra­
tory birds heralds the event, 
and is accepted sign of the im- 
minece of spring and warmer 
weather. All springs are for 
those who find delight in sim­
ple things. The institutions of 
men alter and disantergate, but 
in the endless repetation of na­
ture in the rcoccurence of spring 
the continuity of life we find 
the solid foundation that under­
lies at once the past, the pre­
sent and the future.

The Spanish word "rodeo”— 
meaning roundup — was first 
aplied to the s{x>rt of the cow­
boys in 1926 cuid immediately 
started a controversy as to its 
pronunciation.

Rodeo fans, particularly in 
the Southwest, gave the word 
its Spanish inflection accenting 
the second syllable like “ ro-day- 
o.” However the cowboys, who 
to this day retain a picturesque 
vernacular quite their own, 
promptly applied an American 
ized pronounciation to the word 
giving equal value to all three 
syllables as in “ro-dee-o".

Rodeo people, who as a class 
are unquestionably the country’s 
greatest travelers, spread their 
use of the term throughout the 
nation until "rodee-o” has b e - ' 
come almost universally accept-1 
ed.

.At present, only a small sec­
tion of the Southwest feebly 
clings to the original Spanish 
pronounciation of the word 
While most dictionaries list both 
pronounciations as optional, the 
final authority of common usage 
has made the cowboys’ ro-dee-o 
first in acceptance.

Staggering plantings of sudan 
grass can go far toward stretch­
ing temporary summer grazing 
for livestock.

It will be time soon to plant 
Sudan grass in the county, 
says B. T. Haws, county agent.

In addition to furnishing a- 
bundant grazing when moisture 
permits, Sudan grass, an im­
portant "link” in any year 
round grazing program, enables 
livestock to lay off permanent 
pastures giving them time to 
rest and get a better foothold 
before their next grazing sea­
son.

Haws recommends planting 
one acre of temporary pasture 
for each animal unit. By com­
mencing plantings when frost 
danger passes and planting at 
three to four week intervals as 
long as moisture is available, 
Sudan grazing can be greatly 
extended.

Some stockmen have had 
grazing from about six weeks 
after frost until frost in the fall

The Wichita County Farm 
Bureau is in opposition to Gov. 
Shiver’s plan for raising the 
neee.ssary revnue for a teach­
er's pay raise. Please notice that 
we are not against the teachers 
pay raise but are against the 
Governor's proposed plan for 
raising the money needed.

The Farm Bureau recognized 
the serious shortage of teachers 
in Texas and. at its last annual 
state convention, recommended 
that legislation be enacted to 
provide necessary funds to at­
tract and hold more qualified 
teachers.

We are opp<ised. however, to 
the Governor’s special commit­
tee’.-! compromise plan which 
would allow the Legislature to 
increase ad valorem taxes on 
land and property with the peo­
ple in the local school districts 
having no voice in the matter.

Under the provisions of the 
compromisr- worked out by the 
spc‘cial committee, the districts 
would contribute 20 percent of 
the cost of the public school 
program and the state would 
pay the other 80 percent. This 
IS contrary to the principles of 
the Gilmer-Aiken law which 
specifies that the districts con­
tribute, according to their abi­
lity, a flat $45 million annually 
The Farm Bureau feels that the 
20-80 proposal would discrimi­
nate against the local school 
districts. The districts have only 
one source of revenue — an ad 
valorem tax on land and prop­
erty, while the state has a great 
number of sources, especially in 
the field of natural resources.

It IS unfair to raise the tax 
on the land when some c f  the 
natural resources in Texas are 
not carrying their share of the 
tax load. Farm Bureau favors 
a tax on natural resources when 
additional state funds are nec­
essary for any purpios**.

For example. Natural g a s  
pays less than 2 percent of its 
retail value in taxes. Gasoline, 
on the other hand, is taxed at 
approximately 30 p«‘rcent of its
