I. GENERAL BUSLNESS. De­
spite wails from some quarter', 
1954 saw a drop in the average 
Physical Volume of Business cf 
only 5 percent from the record 
year 1953. 1955 could see a rise 
of about the same amount. Cer 
tainly, the direction of busin>*«s 
until mid 1955 will be upward.

2 Business Men Will Wake Up.
During 1954 many busines.s- 

men rediscovered the meaning 
of the word "competition.’’  ̂Sal­
es will continue to be made” only 
with real effort in most lines.

3. Consumption Outlook
Consumption in a number of

lines has been proceeding at a 
more rapid rate than has pro­
duction. I forecast a better re­
cord in early 1955 for both steel 
and automobiles.

4. Textile Industry.
Textile industry operated at 

extremely low levels thriiout 
most of 1954. Coal and railroad 
equipment also exerted a strong 
downpull. I forecast that the 
textile and coal industries will 
bo in a recovery phase after 
their long stay in the doldrums.

5. Private Construction.
I forecast that home building 

and general construction will be 
somewhat lower in 1955 than in 
1954, but this important industry 
should still operate at high lev­
els next year.

6. Public Construction 2
I forecast that public construc­

tion will increase during 1955. 
This should mean a rise in the 
output of cement.

7. Agricultural Equipment.
This industry has been suffer­

ing from a decline in demand, 
but should now improve. G oven- 
ment-sponsored planting curtail­
ment and crop loans have re­
duced free supplies, and may 
make for higher agricultural 
prices later in 1955.

8. Armament Industry
The armament industry will 

still be one of the main floors 
beneath economy. The electrical 
and chemical industries will 
move at a rate close to that of 
1954.

9. OTHER INDUSTRIES.
I am somewhat optimistic on 

clothing, aircraft manufacturing 
air-line transportation, office 
equipment, electricity outp'it, 
petroleum production, natural 
gas and shoos. I am also fairly 
bullish on rubber, paper, electri­
cal equipment, certain types of 
building and nonferrous metals.

10. Weather Conditions.
It is foolish for me to attempt 

to forecast rains, droughts, frosts 
etc., for any special section. How 
ever, taking the nation as a 
whole, I look for better wearier 
in 1955.

II. Retail Sales
I forecast that the outlooc for 

retail sales is encouraging, at 
least thru the first half of 1955.

12. PROFITS
Stiffen’ing competition is chip­

ping away at the profit margin. 
Return on invested capital is in 
a long-term downtrend. The first 
few years after World War II 
were the golden years for the 
novice in business and for the 
inefficient. Those days are gone 
for awhile.

13. SELECTIVITY.
Higher labor and other costs, 

plus intensified competition, will 
continue during 1955. I forecast 
a high degree of selectivity in 
the effect of this trend on in­
dividual activities and compan­
ies. Victory will be for the nim­
ble and for the strong.

14. DIVIDENDS.
Recent high expenditures for 

new plant and machinery have 
left some concerns with vei-y 
high depreciation charges. \s 
new capital commitments are cut 
and depreciation remains high 
cash inflow could expand. Such 
companies should be able to pay 
cut in dividends a higher per­
centage of earnings in 1955 than 
in recent years, notwithstanding 
a moderate profits shrinki.ge.

15. INVENTORIES.
Inventories have been permit­

ted to run down during 1954 As 
total business expands, there 
will be a tendency to replace 
reduced stocks, especially dur­
ing the first half of 1955. Total 
manufacturers inventories how-, 
ever, may build up more rapid­
ly than total business inventor­
ies. I forecast that total whole­
sale and total retail inventories 
will show little change from 1954 
levels.

16. Prices of Manufactured 
Goods.

Even with the expected pick­
up in demand, I see no sharp 
markup in industrial prices next 
year. Over-all supplies are gen­
erally ample. Hence, I forecast 
that industrial prices in 1955 will 
show little change from recent 
levels.

17. FOOD PRICES.
Food prices may firm later in 

1955. The strong move into Gov­
ernment crop loans this year 
has made free supplies of most 
agricultral items less burden­
some. I forecast that new adver­
tising programs by canners and 
other great food distributors will 
help farmers, stock raisers and 
fruit growers.

18. Consumer Income
Consumer income will hold at

satisfactorj- levels. Most goods 
should move readily into consum­
ing channels.

19. LIVING COSTS.
I forecast that during 1955 

living costs will show little over­
all change from present levels. 
There may be some firming dur­
ing the first half, but the late 
months may again witness a 
minor softening.

20. RENTS. ETC
I forecast rental expenses may 

edge somewhat higher; clothing 
costs should be steady to moder­
ately higher. There is small 
chance that food expenses can be 
greatly reduced.

21. MONEY SUPPLIES.
I forecast that money supplies 

will be ample for all legitimate 
business needs during 1955. With 
little likelihood of business get­
ting out of hcind on the upside, 
credit easing is more likely than 
credit curtailment in 1955.

22. INFLATION.
Fears, or perhaps hopes, of an 

inflationary boom should be bur­
ied. Barring outbreak of war, 
our productive capacity is suffi­
ciently large to meet all demands 
for goods. I forecast that no run-

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NO PLACE TO GO -  BUT UP
The parking problem ,it appears, is no longer one of 

finding a hitching post or rail to which you can lash the 
faithful Dobbin. In fact the parking problem, as it" relates
to city streets, is rapidly becoming extinct __  in spite of
the practice of ambitious municipalities of renting their 
curb-space via the parking meter. Traffic congestion is 
costing too much in delaying the movement of goods and 
people, and endangers public safety in impeding the pro- 
gre-ss of ambulances, police cars, fire and other emergency 
equipment. The experts agree there is only one solution — 
a complete ban on parking as we have always known it.

But what shall we do with our gleaming pride and joy 
when we drive to the city? Leave it home? Store it in a 
hole in the ground? No, say those experts, we will file it 
in any one of several types of automatic devices, which are 
es.sentially skelton towers in which each car occupies its 
gm n slot, and a minimum amount of space. A pu.sh button 
aends it up, and a push button brings it down. And one 
operator has figured out it takes exactly 18 seconds to 
completely park or unpark a car, which would mean your 
car would be removed from its filing space and returned 
to you while you pick up your change and lite a cigarette 

To date there are about 35 different types of mechan­
ical parkers. and in.stallations now operating in various 
cities and have handled millions of cars without we are told 
a dented fender or a ruffled cu.stomer. A nostalgic note in 
all thi.s modernUm will be provided by a 270 car filing sys­
tem now planned for New York, and which will look for 
all the world like a gigantic silo, eight stories high.

Another heartening aspect of the parking revolution 
is that, once again, it is the inventive genius, the foresight 
and the financial courage of free enterprise that is provid­
ing the solution to a big city problem that has gotten out 
of hand. Thanks to the realistic leadership of the National 
Parking .Association, it is possible to solve the traffic prob 
lem without prohibiting traffic.

It's high time we di.scovered there’s plenty of room 
on our city streets for traffic, but no room for storage.

5. Fog lights are recommended 
for maximum vision. T h e y  
should be mounted as low as 
possible on the front of the car, 
and should have clear lenses.

6. An ice scraper should be 
kept in the glove compartment 
of the car at all times for clear­
ing ice and snow that the wind 
.-hield wiper cannot remove.

perty. It could exceed the gold 
rush of 1849. Another demand 
will be for woodlands which can 
be bought for a few dollars per 
acre.

34. COMMERCIAL LANDS.
These have suffered a decline 

in price as a result of the slump 
in agricultural prices and farm 
incomes. Unless more will be 
done politically for the farmers 
next year. I forecast that the 
recent decline in commercial 
farm prices may continue during 
1955. Subsistence farms on the 
fringes of larger citie.s should 
hold up well .n price migration 
toward the suburbs continues.

35. Vacant Land in City Area.s.
With the exception of parking

lots, city vacant land should 
experience a continued slow re­
duction in price during 1955; but 
no marked change in suburban 
vacant land, except for parking. 
I am bullish on land at yThere 
suitable for parking.

36 BUSINESS PROPERi'±.
I foresee little hope for im­

provement for such property in 
the larger cities during 1955. 
Business property in the suburbs 
has not been so inflated, and 
therefore will not be so vulner­
able to declines and high taxes.

37 INDUSTRIAL BUILDING.
The construction of new indus­

trial plants gives every indica­
tion of continuing to mark out 
a downward course during 1955. 
I forecast that the brightest spot 
on the construction horizon for 
next year is the prospc'ct for in­
creased municipal construction, 
schools, hospitals, etc.

38. Residential Construction.
The bu.lding of new homes

has held at very high levels dur­
ing 1954. Although I expect the 
trend of new home prices to be 
downward during the year, 1955, 
they will still persist at very 
high figures, at least during the 
first half of the year. New hom­
es will continue to be choice of 
purchases, even though older 
homes give better values.

39. TAXES
The Eisenhower Administra­

tion has clearly recognized that 
expanding business and increas­
ed expenditures for plant and 
equipment are the truce sources 
for rising employment and more 
jobs. I forecast a continued aim 
during 1955 will be to have tax­
es aid business and thereby help 
employees to more and better 
jobs.

40 INCOME TAXES
I forecast there will be no 

further relief, in 1955, of the 
double taxation feature on divi­
dends or of the 25 percent capi­
tal gains tax. Furthermore, corp­
oration income taxes will not be 
p<‘rmitted to decline as schedu­
led next spring. I forecast that, 
unless busines slumps m o r e  
than I anticipate during late 
1955, there will be no reduction 
in personal income taxes next 
year, except to correct ^ome 
technical errors. -Any relief for 
the individual “small” taxpayer 
will be .saved until the election 
year, 1956.

41. POLITICS.
The really big political news 

in 1955 will not be made by the 
laws that will bo enacted, but 
by the tremendous preparations 
for the 1956 presidential cam­
paign. Those who claim that 
President Eisenhower is at heart 
a liberal and will get along well 
with a Democratic Congress 
should remember the lessons of 
politics.

42. WORLD WAR HI
In my opinion, the initiative 

in international affairs still rests 
with Russia. The Kremlin is not 
y^t ready for an all-out attack 
and no one in the West wants 
World War III. Malenkov is now 
pushing a "Peace Offensive.” I 
am referring here to the year 
1955 over the long term, I still 
feel that a major holocaust is in­
evitable, but I forcast no World 
War III in 1955.

43. FOREIGN AID.
Our foreign efforts during the

year will continue to aim plug­
ging the leaks and building new 
dykes against the flooding tides 
from the East. I forecast we will 
work hard to build up gains in 
the Far East, particularly in 
India.

44. FOREIGN COMPETITION.
As Germany rearms and the 

Bru.ssels Treaty Organization goes 
into gear, I forecast further im­
provement* in Europe. Competi­
tion from European manufactur­
ers will, however, intensify. Re- 
ciprical trade deals will be push­
ed. I would not be surprised to 
see a decline in our exports in 
1955 and an increase in imports.

45. Churches and Charities.
I forecast that the spiritual 

awakening which started in 1954 
will continue into 1955 with an 
increase in Church members. This 
is a very important sign. Gifts 
to charities will also increase, 
due to the more liberal allowance 
on taxes, up to 30 percent pro­
vided goes to churches, schools, 
or hospitals.

46. TRAVEL and SPORTS.
I forecast more money will 

be spent on travel and sports in 
1955. This is becoming an impor­
tant new industry and should 
especially benefit Florida, Cali- 

I fornia, Arizona, New Mexico, the 
Great Lakes Region, New En­
gland and the Northwest.

47. New .Metals and Alloys.
Next to air conditioning, I ex-

[ pect great growth in the use of 
new metals and alloys. I fore­
cast the rare metals stocks will 

I be sought In 1955 as were the 
! oils in 1954.

48. ADVERTISING.
I forecast business spending in 

this field will increase further 
in 1955. It not only is the salva­
tion of individual businesses, but 
is the best stiiuulam j?t national 
prosperity.

! 49. POPULATION.
I I forecast the populatioi- will 
continue to increase during 1955 
with a growing percentage of 
young people between 18 and 22. 
This means a greater demand 
for clothing, college education, 
and especially for new school 
buildings.

50. CONCLUSION.
Develop F a i t h ,  Meditation, 

Health and Good Works, with 
more attention to your family, 
to increase reserves for real 
trouble which some day will 
come.

Observe carefully the number 
of fruit buds on trees before 
pruning the orchard this winter, 
advises B. T. Haws, county agent. 

Haws says unfavorable weath­
er has caused subnormal term - 
nal growth on fruit bearing trees 
this season in all parts of th ■ 
county. Generally, fruit tree 
especially peach, have set only 
a light crop of buds for next 
year, where this condition pre­
vails, very little pruning will i 
necessary, says the county agert 

A tree having few buds shou 
i be thined only to remove dead i 

d.seased wood. Do not "heau 
back" trees under these condi­
tions, Haw.- cautions.

Commercial nurseries are hav­
ing many of the same difficulties 
as home orchardist.s, and nur.sery 
stock presently is scarce. Haws 
advises growers who plan to set

out new stock to make their 
orders now to assure delivery.

^ '̂hen all pruning is complete, 
another close check of the or­
chard IS recommended, this time 
for San Jose scale. It will pay 
to use a standard dormant spray 
three gallons of 97 percent oil 
emulsion in 100 gallons of water. 
Every inch of bark should be 
covered to give tho most effi-c- 
tive control.

Now is a good time to do some 
work in the peach orchard, 
which will pay off next summer, 
according to B. T. Haws, county 
agent.

December and January is the 
time to get in the orchard and 
take care of the necessary jobs 
which make up good orchard 
management.

If you are planning a new or­
chard or replacing some trees 
lost to the droughth. the new 
trees shrould be planted in Dec­
ember or January.

If you plant in the winter, 
the new trees can make some 
growth and will have a better 
chance or surviving a dry spiing.

Here are some things that 
should bo done as soon as the 
trees become dormant:

Prune the young tree in its 
first season.

In the young orchard the se­
lection and training of brunches 
for forming the head Ls a mat­
ter of importance. The heads of 
first year trees should be devel­
oped with three to five branches 
The first of these branches should 

; be eight to ten inches above the 
ground with the others alternat­
ing four to six inches apart to 
the top.

ing season prune off those branch 
es on the body that are not to 
become part of the permanent 
framework of the tree. The ends 
of the remaining b r a n c h e s  
shrould be pruned so that all 
will be of approximately the 
same length. Do not remove 
more of the “end growth" of t.he 
tree tha.n is necessary to give a 
tree symtrical appearance.

Second and third year prun­
ing ^ e s  not vary widely from 
the first year, except perhaps i.i 
the extent of pruning. The rot­
ting back some at this time re­
quires that particular attention 
be given to thinning out lateral 
branches that are too close and 
shortening branches that have 
grown too long and out of pro ■ 
portion to other branches on 
the tree.

T h i s  facilitates harve.it.ng, 
thinning and spraying. Trees 
pruned to have an open center 
admit sunlight to speed ripen­
ing and aid coloring of the iiuit. 
Branches thinned out also pre­
vent the rubbing of fruit. Pru.ie 
as soon as the leaves are off.

Trees need to be sprayed with 
a dormant spray for control of 
San Jose scale. A three percent 
oil emulsion spray with three 
gallons of oil emulsion to 100 ga! 
ions of water will do the job.

If you have not treated your 
peach trees for the peach tree 
borer, you may do this job now. 
Ethylene dichloride emulsion is 
the most satisfactory material 
for peach tree borer control. The 
material can be applied any time 
after the leaves shed in the fall 
until early April, provided the 
temperature is above -15 degrees 
F. and the ground is not too wet.

Debra Paget In 
Princess of The Nile

Winsome actress Debra Paget 
has lowered her baby-blue eyes 
for the last time in the puppy- 
love romances that have built 
her screen repertoire. In Pano­
ramic Productions’ Technicolor 
film, “ Princess of the Nile,’’ 
which also stars Michael Rennie 
and Jefrey Hunter and opens 
New Year’s Eve at he Palace 
Theatre, Debra emerges as a 
temptress of the. dance whose 
choreography has put movie cen­
sors on their guard.

The twenty-year old star who 
has been under contract to 
Tentieth Century-Fox since she 
was 14, portrays an Egypian 
princess in medieval days whose 
kingdom has been overrun by 
the Arabs.
