Clues Being Sifted

Local police were still search­
ing for clues Tuesday in the 
mysterious explosion which 
shook the Boom Town Recrea­
tion Club Monday night.

A number of youthful sus­
pects were questioned Tuesday 
but no arrests were made.

Officials were in disagreement 
over the type of explosive used. 
Two policemen said they be­
lieved the expfesion was caused 
by dynamite. However, Wichita 
County Deputy Sheriff Willis 
Bartley said he thought “some 
kind of chemical caused the ex­
plosion since no fuse was found 
and the blast »rea didn’t look 
as if dynamite was used."

Only minor damage was 
done by the blast and no one 
was hurt although the explosion 
ripped a 10-inch hole in the 
sheet metal rear of the build­
ing. Wall board was shattered 
and furnishings damaged by 
the blast which was heard all 
over town.

A table not more than six ft. 
from the blast was occupied and 
five others in the immediate 
vicinity also were in use.

the therometer hitting bo tom as 
thou^ on skids. In the evening 
after all chores were done and 
supper was over, the family 
gathered in the large comfort­
able room which was used as a 
living and dining room, while 
outside the wind blew and the 
snow fell steadily. I shall al­
ways remember those wonderful 
evenings, the warmth of love 
and companionship, the flashes 
of wit and humor, the hearty 
laughter.

During those yuletide seasons 
of the year, there were so many 
wonderful things to do. After a 
heavy snow'fall when the drifts 
were hard enough to walk on or 
when a bit of rain on the snow 
had frozen and caused a hard 
crust to form, w’e could slide 

I anywhere, <k>^ through the 
fields, over fences and bushes. 
Skating was a favorite sport, 
and not exclusively for young­
sters. Our favortc rendezvous 
was the old mill pond. In the 
evening when the older and 
the young people came out, big 
bond fires burned on the ice, 
b r i^ t  flames darting high into 
the night sky and flickering on 
the faces of the boys and girls 
sitting on the logs in front of 
the fire. The dark woods lining 
the pond on either side, where 
big pines and firs and hemlocks 
mingled with white birches, oaks 
and maples, echoed with songs 
and merry laughter.

After yuletide comes Christ­

mas. I do not suppose that one 
one person can ever penetrate 
the event of Christmas deeply 
enough to understand its total 
significance. It is this signifi­
cance of Christmas which pulls 
families together from all cor­
ners of the nation. Tinsel and 
pretty colored balls and electric 
lights alone do not have enough 
drawing power of themselves to 
reassemble families. People who 
lived at the time of the event of 
Christ’s birth were no different 
than we are today. They too, 
were seeking a deeper under­
standing of life and man’s rela­
tion to his fellow men.

Chretmas cannot reach its 
climax as a festival simply on a 
secular b a s is .  The Christian 
church, with its whole existance 
based on this event, is the logi­
cal focal point o f the family’s 
celebration. Here, in the wor­
ship of the church, the family as­
sembles to give thanks for the 
inestimatahle gifts of God to man 
It is only thus that the tinael, 
gifts, lights, holly and greens 
become filled writh the deep 
meaning of joy and love, friend­
ship and peace.

When Christmas night finally 
arrives we should find ourselves 
spiritually deepened. May such a 
Christmas be yours this year!

Solution To World’s Food Problem
In a recent is.>jue of Life, it wa.*̂  pointed out that the 

half of the world which i.s .semi-starved is still using Bibical 
methods of agriculture. The magazine continued, ’ ’From 
3,000 B. r . to the beginning of the 19th Century only a 
few  significant advances were made in the .science of agri­
culture — use o f the horse collar, the scythe, and the 
‘cradle’ for the scyth. The undeveloped parts of the 
world never got beyond these advances; most of it still 
plows with a bent stick. Most of its grain is still harxest- 
ed with sickles.

In those countries the arduous work of most of the 
people must be devoted to producing enough food for a 
bar. subsistence living. In the U. S.. by contra.st, there are 
about 2,000.0<><) fewer farmers now than there were as 
recently as 1910. Yet the population has grown greatly 
and we have more and better food than ever. That is be­
cause substitutes of one sort or another have been found 
for human toil. Electricity has been one. Another is mod­
ern chemical fertilizers which increa.se production even 
aa they enrich the soil. .Another is proper conservation. 
Another is farm equipment. It is estimated that tractors 
save 2.000.000,000 man hours a year, while a mechanical 
picker does the work of 40 men.

The .solution to the world’s food problem lies in an 
agricultural technology of the kind we take for granted.

Thelma Wirges, 
c o u n ty home demonstration 
agent, reminds you that you 
will get more for your money in 
wear and satisfaction if you se­
lect hose carefully.

Choose color that will har­
monize with shoes and other gar 
ments. Darker shades generally 
are more slenderizing to the legs 
Brown tones usually blend best 
with greens, and gold and brown 
in costumes. The grey tones are 
better for navy, grey and black.

Sheemess and weight o< hos­
iery depends upon the gauge and 
denier. Denier is the weight or 
thickness of each thread of ny­
lon yam. The lower the denier, 
the lighter or more transparent 
the yarn. Gauge indicates the 
number of stitches per inch and 
a half. A high gauge has more 
and finer stitches, uses more ny­
lon yam, gives greater strength 
to stockings and should give add 
ed wear and snag resistance.

Select hose for the occasion 
for which they are to be worn. 
For evening wear you might 
dKxjse the very she^est — 66 
gauge, 10 denier, or 60 ^uge, 
12 denier for sandals without 
any reinforcement. For dress 
you might choose the 66 gauge 
12 denier with shadow reinforce­
ment or the sheer and clear 60

gauge 15 denier hose. For town
or travel, the 51 gauge, 15 de­
nier will give added strength 
for walking, bending and stoop­
ing.

Construction determines fit 
and comfort. Full fashioned 
stockings are tailor-made t)o fit 
the leg without strain at any 
point. The seam in the full fash­
ioned hose also helps to give a 
slendering effect.

Check size carefully, stockings 
that are too small may cause 
feet to ache and tire easily. 
Check the hosiery size chart pro­
vided by the manufacturer for 
correct sizes. It takes into con­
sideration leg width, length and 
foot size.
