; is come upon you: and you shall 
be my witne.-ses in Jerusalem , 
and Ju d ea  and in  Sam aria, and 
un to  the  u tte rm o st p a rts  of the 
ea rth .”

T hen, the w ord ‘‘dunam is,” 
tran sla ted  “pow er,” it  the same 
w ord tha t we got our english

word “dynam ite." Do you see the 
im phcatijn?
