Have you ever figured out just what the federal government
costs you—and related the cost of taxation to other costs you must
bear”

Publisher Guy T. Ludi of the Wahoo Newspaper, Wahoo, Neb.
has done just that. His paper is a small business, with a circulation
of about 4,500. Last year, he finds, the federal government took
$6.53 per hour for every hour the plant was in operation. As he
puts it, that was equal to the pay of three skilled workmen—
“three skilled workmen that never showed up for work.”

Then Mr. Ludi did some more calculating. His federal taxes
came to over 3260 in cash each week, and amounted to nine cents
out of every dollar taken in, whether or ngt a profit was made on
the transaction. And those taxes took enough out of the plant
to pay for any one of the following: heat for 22 years; postage for
9 years; electric lights for 32 years; water for 103 years; electric
power for 9 years; electric heat for the typesetting machines for
22 years; telephone for 21 years, and insurance for 15 years. ; ; . - :

| Here is a word on winter pas-
tures from B. T. Haws, county
agent. He says such crops as hu-
bam clover, vetch and austrian
winter peas make excellent pas-
ture. These may be planted a-
lone or in combination with oats,
barley or wheat. Other grasses
such as rye grass or the newer
fescue grasses are also giving
good results.

Haws points out that it will
pay to fertilize your winter pas-
tures. Legumes and grasses are
soil builders but they need ferti-
lizer to make a good growth for
grazing and to add additional
organic matter to the soil

A soil test can help determine

the type and amount of fertilizer ||

needed. Your county agricultur-
al agent can help with informa-
tion on soil testing and with sug-
