Social Security

Beginning Jan. 1, 1959, the so-
cial security tax rate for em-
ployees and employers will be
increased to 2 1-2 percent each.
The rate for self-employed peo-
ple will be 3 3-4 percent next
vear. These rates are scheduled
to increase again in 1960 and
every three years after that un-
til they reach 4 1-2 percent for
employvees and employers and
6 3-4 percent for self employed
people in 1959 and thereafter

Starting next year, the new
law provides that the first $4800
of earnings in a year, rather
than $4200 as now, will be taxed
for social security and will count
toward social security benefits.

Praise has been high for the second session of the 85th con-
gress. It has been called one of the most productive in history
#m many respects there are grounds for praise. There also are
grounds for serious disappointment

In three crucial fields there was no significant action. These
were:

1. For all practical purposes nothing was done in the area
of labor. A bill was passed requiring routine reporting on pen
sion funds, but it was not of a character which will assure there
will be no further fraud in the handling of such funds. On over
@l labor legislation the only proposal considered by either House
was the Kennedy-Ives bill. This passed the Senate with only one
dissenting vote, and much has been made of that. Actually, this
top heavy vote in no sense reflected the basic feeling of the
Senate.

New Dial Telephones
In Operation Sunday
Sept. 21 in lowa Park

Long distance charges on tele-
phone calls between Wichita
Falls and Iowa Park will be eli-
minated at 1:01 Sunday.

That's when the new dial
telephone office at lowa Park
goes into operation, Ralph Tem-
plin, district manager for South-
western Bell Telephone Com-
pany, said.

This means all telephone us-
ers in Wichita Falls can dial
numbers in Iowa Park in the
same manner as they now dial
a local call, he added.
