SANDRA FARLEY INJURED
IN FALL FROM AUTOMOBILE

Sandra Farley, 17 year old stu-
dvnt at Big Pasture High School
received serious injuries during
the noon hour Tuesday when
she fell from a right front fend-
er of a car on which she was
riding, and was knocked down
by the vehicle

The student is in a Wichita
Falls hospital, where unconfirm-
ed reports are that she sustained
a skull fracture and possible in-
ternal injuries. Her condition
Thursday morning was describ-
ed as satisfactory.

Trooper W. W. Flanagan of the
highway patrol unit stationed at
Walters, said the incident which
ended in a near tragedy, started
at 12:15 o'clock.

Flan-
agan said the girl was clutching
the hood ornament with her left
hand and holding an apple in her
right hand.

The trooper said the girl was
wearing a full skirt, and when
the breeze blew it up, Sandra
'turned loose of the ornament
with her left hand to control the
garment.

As she did so, Sandra slid for-

Daniel Waggoner,
Pioneer cattleman, developer of

Born in
old Dan Waggoner came to Hop-

Tennessee, 20 year
kins county, Texas with his par-
ents in 1848. His earlier life was
spent learning the cattle busi-
ness and trading from his father
Uneducated in the formal sense

he acquired a vast knowledge
of men, horses and cattle in
' those formative years because

of a high degree of intelligence
and retention of information
that broadened his cultural life
as well as his business sense.

At 21 Waggoner went to Wise
County when it was wild and
| unsettled. His own stake, accum-
| ulated through work and trad-
ing, was 242 head of cattle, six
horses and a male Negro slave.
Locating originally near Decatur
he later bought a ranch & some
200 cattle from George Isbell in
the western part of Wise Coun-
ty. This holding was enlarged
until the Waggoner brand was
the best known and widest used
in that cattle area.

He went through all
troubles of his times; Indian
raids, white rustlars,
good times and bad times but
by his knowledge and skill not
only held what was his but en-
larged it.

A new law concern to every American is now in effect

Public Law 85-929, amending the Federal Food, Drug and Cos-

metic Act of 1938 “to prohibit the use in food of additives which
bhave not been adequately tested to establish their safety,” was
passed by the last Congress and signed by the President on Sept
8th, to bec effective six months thereafter

The product of nearly a decade of study and investigation by
Congress, the Food and Drug Administration and members of
the food and this new law shifts the onus of

me

chemical industries,
proof from the Government to the food processor. Where, form-
erly, it was up to the FDA to prove a food additive was harmful
and should be banned, it is now the food producer’s job to prove
the additives he intends using are wholesome

The need for the new law is a direct result of our expanding
knowledge of the usefulness of chemicals in food processing. In

: 1938, when the previous law was passed, there were relatively
%%"5 few such additives in use and they were classed as either poison-
‘_',:g_fi ous or non-poisonous, without regard to amounts used or condi-
g tions of use. The new law, designed for an age which employs
%‘ﬁ handreds of such additives falling into about half a hundred
b3 functional categories from “acidifying” to “whipping”-to make

foods more convenient and more appetizing, is based on adequate
testing for human safety (which ordinarly requires a minimum of
two years of animal feeding tests) rather than arbitrary decisions
Checking of the tests and acceptance of the evidence will, of
ecourse, be the responsibility of the FDA.

Not all additives will have to be tested, since salt ,sugar,
vinegar and baking powder (not usually thought of as chemicals)
are by now beyond suspicion. The law, according to the FDA
affects only those substances that are not “generally recognized
by qualified experts as safe for their intended use.”

It is possible that the new law will add to the many millions
already being spent by industry for research and testing in the
food field, and checking these tests will add tremendously to the
burdens (and the staff) of FDA. But the public will have the best
protection ever devised and the food and chemical industries
will be free to advance with technology to meet the houswive's
demand for better and better products

It may have happened before, but a law that makes every-
body happy is pretty rare

IN APPLAUDING THE PRESIDENT'S APPEAL TO CONGRESS
to relieve the present “intolerable” price support and crop con-
trol plan that “has not worked, “doesn’t control” and is “exces-
sively expensive,” it should be noted that Secretary of Agriculture
Ezra Taft Benson could have told him these things (and doubt-
less did) six years ago.
