In past steel strikes, a common pattern has emerged. Work- |
ers have been given wage increases and various increased fringe
benefits, and management has compensated for this by raising
steel prices. !

But in the current strike, which has idled 500,000 or more |
people and shut down the most basic industries, that pattern has |
sot emerged. Management is clearly determined to hold the|
price line, and to resist what is considered unwarranted wage
demands |
d One reason for this, no doubt, is the growing inclination in
management circles in virtually all industry to try to stop the
] save what is left of the dollar’s value. And
can prevent inflation is clearly in the interest of
union members, the government, the

wage-price spiral and

Then the case another very compelling reason
plays a big part. In a word, it is competition. More and more
steel has been coming into this country from the revitalized steel
mills of Europe and Japan, where wages and other costs are lower

And that isn't all. As a Wall Street Journal article reports, steel

#s facing increasing competition from other directions. Chairman
Roger M. Blough of U. S. Steel is quoted citing ““‘the tough com-
petition that steel faces from other materials produced domesti-
¢ally” as one proof of the need for holding the price line. The
materials in question include aluminum, glass, plastics, and
eement. So far, these have not made a really big dent in steel's
markets. But their products are making every effort to obtain
more of those markets—and it's certainly evident that higher
steel prices would undermine steel's competitive strength.

There's a moral in this for union heads and the rank and
fille alike. What good are higher wages if a commodity is priced
out of markets and employment sags as a result?

mation. So, one could suppose that it is an extremely profitable |
#ndustry as well

But that has not been the case. Over the years the industry’s
profits have been far below those of manufacturing industry|
in general—and far below the level that is needed if the industry
#s to be able to progress in its technology and to do the best |
possible job on the behalf of both livestock producers and meat |
eonsumer. In fact, profits are so small that the average consumer |
would never notice the difference if they were entirely non-

existent—they work out to but a fraction of a cent a pound on
the meat sold at retail

The Institute's president cites ways in which, it is hoped, a

better profit picture may be obtained—better
buying, better operations, improved efficiency, better cost ac-
counting. In his words, “All of these and many more are involved
in this problem of constantly improving service and product
which the public wants and expects from our industry.”
