The first three sections of
Jurkburnett's new city-wide
street lighting system were turn-
ed on for the first time Friday
night. Members of the Burkbur-
nett city commission and repre-
sentatives of Texas Electric Ser-
vice Company were gathered
at Avenue D and Sheppard Drive
when Mayor Geo. McClarty gave
the signal that switched on the
lights

The completed sections are
part of a street light construct-
ion program being carried out
by Texas Electric Service Com-
pany under terms of an agree-
ment made with the city two
months ago to modernize Burk-
burnett’s street lighting system
The city sold its electric light
plant and distribution system to
the electric company last sum-
mer and the company has been
in the process of removing dupli-
cating poles, guys and wires, and
also has been working on the
new lighting system. The pres-
ent plans call for high intensity
lights on 16 foot mast arms on
major highways entering Burk-
burnett, and for incandescent
street lights at every intersec-
tion in the developed residential
area of the city.

As under its standard street
lighting contract, Texas Electric
Service Company is building and
will replace burned out lamps
and will maintain Burkburnett
street lighting system. The city
will pay only for the electricity
used

Sections of the system turned
on Friday night included East
3rd Street to Oklahoma cut-off,
D from the downtown
area to Sheppard Drive and the
Oklahoma cut-off, and on West
3rd street. Only three of the 14
lights to be installed on West
3rd were ready to be turned on.
Shipment of the other 11 lamps
has been delayed by the steel
strike, but are expected to be
installed within the next two or
three weeks, according to Jim
Ady. electric company manager.
Electric company crews are con-
tinuing work on other sections
of the lighting system.

Two treatments are recom-
mended, depending on whether
you are treating beef or dairy
cattle. For dairy cattle use Ro-
tenone dust of one-half of one
percent to one percent strength.
If a spray is desired, mix one
pound of five percent Rotenone
powder (wettable) in 100 gal-
lons of water. For beef and non-
lactating dairy cattle, Lindane,
0.03%, or a 0.3% solution of
Toxaph e ne, Methoxychlor or
Malathion,can be used. The en-
tomologists add that only insec-
ticides especially prepared for
use on livestock should be used.

Where recommended practices
for the control of cotton root rot
have been carried out for a num-
ber of years, the damage has
been reduced from 75 to 5% or
less, according to B. T. Haws,
county agent.
