One of 
the county mobile units is as­
signed to Sidney C. Smith, Wich­
ita Falls, county Civil Defense 
fire coordinator. The other mob­
ile unit is installed in the vehi­
cle of Bill Beck, fire chief at 
Sheppard.

Burkburnett, Electra and Iowa 
Park each has purchased two 
mobile units and the Wichita 
Falls State Hospital has one mo­
bile unit and three walkie-talk­
ies. Sheppard AFB has its own 
radio system and with the Civil 
Defense radio, the fire chief 
can coordinate the efforts of 
his department in the county.

This will enable any fire de­
partment responding through 
mutual aid and the use of ra­
dio. regardless of location in the 
surrounding area. Smith ex­
plained

The new equipment was pur­
chased on a matching funds bas­
is. with the county and feder­
al government cooperating, said 
Smith.

Smith said completion of the 
radio system culminates some­
things we've been working on 
a long time.

In 1959. net profits work­
ed out to about 1.4 percent o f the sales dollar, which 
means it came to 14 cents on a typical $10 bag o f grocer- 
icB. There was nothing unusual about thi.s— the p ro fit was 
practically  the same in 1958, 1.38 percent.

Over the years, p rofit margins have held remarkably

<m the dollar. Expenses, by the way o f contrast, have j  
ahown substantial increases, with payroll co.sts leading j 
the way. followed by advertising and promotion expense; 
and real estate costs. i

Summing up, the pro fit on food .sales is so small, p er ' 
eentage wise, that it would take an exceedingly canny: 
• iiopp er to notice the d ifference i f  there were no profit 

all. Pretty much the same thing is true in other basic j  
re ta il lines, profits commonly run around three cents o n ! 
th e  sales dollar. That is the principle on which mas.s dis­
tribution rest.s— very small unit profits add up to a n ,

<^neva convention in 1954 after cessation of the Indo Chinese 
arar It is a landlocked country roughly twice the size of Penn- 
«y l vania but with an estimated population of fewer than 2 million 

The pro-Communists under Kong Le have been joined by a 
substantial guerrilla force which Red China has been support-' 
ing in Laos since the 1954 treaty The Red threat has become 
«ntical Laos is the most backward country in Southeast Asia 
despite the $300 million the United States has poured into the 
country in military and economic aid. It is unsuitable for large 
•cale military operations but ideal for guerrilla warfare

Conquest of Laos would put the Communists in position to I 
invade Thailand. Burma. Cambodia and Southern Viet Nam

The United States has committed itsalf to prevent such an, 
eventuality. We have warned Red China and North Viet Nam 
again.<t armed intervention and proclaimed that this country is ' 
“ mindful of its obligation under the SEATO treaty”  The SEATO' 
council is in emergency session.

Obviously we could be involved shortly in another Korean 
war in Laos .American intervention, if it comes, should be a last 
re.sf«rt to be adopted only in the face of apparently certain' 
"Communist domination of Laos.

On the other hand, what can be gained by agreeing with 
Britain and France on using political means to settle the situa-, 
lion"’ Admit the Communists into the Laotian government which;
