Federal Aid
to our construction, that could
be received over this length of
time. 1 voted for this action
and to date we have been grant-
ed over $£646.000000 in this
Federal Aid toward building

Botanically, a caladium bulb
is known as a tuber, but it be
haves just as a bulb does. Cala-
dium tubers are planted in
spring for a display of foliage
that lasts throughout summer
and well into fall |
Fancy leafed caladiums are
not to be confused with the old
fashioned green leafed elephant
ears still sometime used in park
planting. Elephant ears are not
caladiums, but colocasias
Caladiums, despite their tro-
pical appearances do well un
der ordinary conditions and dis-
play continuous color until the
first killing frost
If you wish to start them in
doors this may be done in five
inch pots or in rows in flats
The small plants may be moved

outdoors when all danger of
frost is past. Caladiums thrive
on heat and just won't grow
without it

The plants grow best in loose
loamy soil. Mix humus, compost
or peat moss with garden soil
and cover the bulbs about two
inches deep in pots. Caladiums
require feeding to make the fin
est display, so incorporate fer-
tilizer into the soil. After they

have been moved outdoors, an
application of liquid fertilizer
once every three weeks is ad
vised

Potted, or started plants, are
better buys than tubers, since
the time lapse between planting
of the tuber and production of
the first leaf is taken care of by
the nurseryman

Started plants also show their
colors, and the purchaser can
choose the exact color needed
Colors, incidentally, when used
in a mixture, don’t clash, mak
ing variations of plantings prac
tical

Set your caladiums out 8 to
12 inches apart in a light hum-
us filled soil

Dappled or filtered shade
thru high branching trees 1S
the ideal location outdoors. Cal-
adiums. however, will grow in
deep shades. They dry up and |
leaves scorch if exposed to hot
sun for any length of time.
Since they like water, too, it
probably will be necessary to
water them around the roots at
least once a week.
