Kam seems at first glance to 
complicated it isn't. Though I it must, of course, be compre­

hensive enough to cover many 
j situations, it will operate in a 
' relatively simple manner.
I Certificates will be issued 
' through the county ASC office 
well ahead of harvest. The buy­
er o f the grain will purchase 
both the wheat and the certi­
ficates, the wheat at the mar­
ket price and fhe certificate at 
face value which is 70 cents.

Any unused certificates not 
n eed ^  due to low yields may 
be redeemed by the farmer at 
his county ACS office.

The certificate system consti­
tutes a fine built-in insurance 
program for the farmer, because

should he lose his crop due to 
hail or other causes, he will 
have his certificates and they 
will still be worth seventy cents 
each.

If this seems attractive, then 
the farmer should bear in mind 
that the entire program, includ­
ing the certificate system, will 
depend upon a yes vote in the 
May 21 referendum. Two-thirds 
of producers must vote for the 
program if it is to become ef-1 
fective. j

Should the program be voted, 
down, wheat would be support-1 
ed at approximately $| 20 per 
bushel for those farms that stay-1 
ed within their 1964 allotments. | 
Others would receive no sup­
port at all This assumes no 
additional legislation will be 
passed by the Congress, and 
most qualified observers con­
sider additional legislation un­
likely for 1964

For Wichita County farmers, 
planting time for the 1964 crop i 
is only a matter of five to six 
months off Thus, if it should 
seem, in considering a farm 
program, that 1964 is far in the 
future, it is a mistaken idea

We remind voters too. that 
the certificate program will en-i 
able American farmers to com-! 
pete on world markets without 
sacrificing their high standard I 
of living !
