On July 13 and 14 I visited 
this vital L S Base which is 
surrounded on t -.iee sides by 
Castro's coinm i..st troops and 
cn the other .-loe by the waters 
of the Carr.beai.. The troop.s 
serve two puipoies for Castro 
One is to keep v.atch on li<, 
U S. troops at Guantanamv.

tear to serve, however, is to 
eep disgruntled poor, and 

hungry Cubans I.-om escapi.ig 
communist domination in Cuba 
for freedom in tiuantanamo.

To make the job of the guards 
easier. Castro hteS cleared a.i 
the trees and brush from a one 
hundred vard strip around the 
base, enabling sentries to more 
easily spot would be exiles 

The job of maintaining this 
isolated spot of freedom is a 
difficult one. Close watch must 
bo kept at all times on the 
boundary of the base. It’s rela­
tively small piece of real estate. 
28.000 acres, stretching for 
about nine miles east and west 
along the southern coast of Cu 
ba. and going ui'and for about 
five miles.

Everywhere the U S. Ma­
rines maintain a sentry post- 
the Cubans l.ave set up one ju.st 
acro.ss the fence The result is 
that our sentries and theirs ex­
change stares ar d glares around 
the ciotk

There is only one gate to the 
base. This is located on the 
northeast corner Through this 
gate pass the 2.500 Cuban citi­
zens still employed on the base. 
.Actually, there are two gates at 
this location, one Cuban and 
one American, on opposite sides 
of the line. The "line” at this 
point, is a white painted line 
on the paved walkup between 
the U S. and Cuban gates. This 
line joins a cyclone type fence 
topped with barbed wire which 
forms the boundary for the 
rest of the base.

I feel it is good that we have 
this substantial number of Cu­
bans still working on the base 
and returiiiiig at night to their

homes in nearby Guantanamo 
City For the people of Cuba, 
this i.s the only direct contact 
left with freedom The people 
who work on the base are care­
fully screoneJ, and we know 
they are telling the story of 
freedom to their families who 
live in poverty under the dom­
ination of a communist dictator­
ship across the fence.

We know- also that the only 
substantial meals the employees
get are while they are working 
on the base. The Cubans will 
not let the Cuban employees 
take any food, clothing, medi­
cine or m_rchandise off the 
base When their frequent 
searches turn up medicine, or 
food being taken to a sick or 
hungry child, it is confiscated.

Our troops at Guantanamo 
lead a confining life in a con­
stantly tense situation. Almost 
without exception, they manage 
to maintain a remarkable morale 
level. The families who live on 
the base are an amazingly happy 
group The inotliers and chil­
dren all seem to like their life 
at •Gitmo”. as they call it.

The morale of the troops is a 
heartwarming thing. One Ma­
rine lieutenant, who took me on 
a tour of the fence line, has 
been quickly sent to Gitmo dur- 
mg the Cuban crisis, just as 
many of our men in Texas were 
called to duty during the Ber­
lin crisis. This lieutenant had 
been home with his wife just 
seven hours last fall from an 
eleven month overseas tour. He 
received a call to report for 
duty and was rushed to Guan­
tanamo when the crisis broke 
on October 22. He has been 
there ever since Was he bit­
ter? On the contrary, he told 
me he would like to be back 
with his wife and family of 
course. But, he said, he felt 
like his job at Gitmo is a use­
ful and important one, and that 
he was willing to stay as long 
as he is needed.

Wouldn’t it be wonderful if 
more Americans had this kind 
of dedication to the preserva­
tion of freedom and our way of 
life, the same kind of dedication 
displayed by Texas men during 
the Berlin call-up?

Why is It so important for us 
to retain the Naval Base at

Guantananiu.* For one thing, we 
are determined to show Castro 
that we will not back down on 
the treaty which gives us the 
right to this base. We will, most 
certainly, use any method nec­
essary to keey possession of the 
base.

In addition to the psychlogical 
importance in the cold war of 
the U. S. staying there, there 
is an overriding need for the 
Navy to retain tM  base. Its fine 
natural bay, its outstanding 
year round weather conditons. 
and its vital strategic location 
in the Carribbean, make Guanta- 
amo the most logical and most 
important training base for our 
Atlantic fleet. Complete train­
ing operations continue as al­
ways at Guantanamo, and will 
not be interrupted.

The water supply at the base 
comes from a river pumping 
station about five miles inside 
Cuban territory. Castro has 
never shut off the water, even 
during the crisis. It looks like 
he is convinced, as I am, that 
we mean to stay there at all 
costs. He has never made a 
move to remove us from the 
base or force us to leave by 
any means.

It is a strange feeling to look 
across a fence and see a com­
munist soldier staring back. It 
serves to renew your determina- 

|tion to do all you can to see 
that Cuba and other imprisoned 
nations are eventually returned 
to the people. It is an experi­
ence 1 'will never forget. Nor 
will I forget the wonderful peo­
ple who man this strategic out­
post, defending it for you and 
me, around the clock, around 
the calendar But most, impor 
tant, I W il l  never forget the Cu 
bans I saw returning to their 
homes from the base in the 
evening, and their families I 
did not see. The memory of 
these people will always serve 
to strengthen my conviction 
that freedom must prevail for 
all people of all nations.

Let us all hope and pray that 
the day is not far off when 
there will lie no need for barb­
ed wire fences or walls to sep­
arate free people from impris­
oned people, the day when the 
world will truly find a way to 
live in peace and good will.
