There are many 
aspects o f the railroad prol/lem , . . about which there 
is  plenty o f  room for  different opinions. But that the 
railroads should be free to com pete on an equal basis 
with other form s o f  transportation is beyond dispute —  
except o f  course, by those who profit f n n  prefe:*e;'tial 
treatm ent.’ '

In this,, the Olympian is in com plete agreement with 
all the unprejudiced authorities who have studied the 
tran -portation  situation.
