If you're an average American male, you eat your
weight in meat each year,

That bit of news comes from the National Live Stock |
and Meat Board. The figure is 173 pounds per annum,
and it's the highest in the world.

As U. S. News and World Reports points out, “Even
the name is a misnomer . . . The very term Medicare
is raising expectations that will not be met in the open-
ing plan.”

Medicare does not — repeat does not — cover physi-
cian’s bill or dentist’s bill. It does not pay for needed
drugs except those given in a hospital or a nursing home,
And of course, it would do nothing for those under 65,
except tax them heavily to pay for it.

Medicare is essentially a hospitalization plan. And
even in that it is severely restricted. It would pay the
whole bill for only 45 days. The maximum hospital stay
for which it would provide benefits would be 180 days
and then the patient would have to pay part of the bill.

Ironically, despite all the vastly exaggerated claims
made by some Medicare advocates, the existing Kerr-Mills
law, which provides aid to the needy under a federal-state
arrangement, is more liberal and inclusive. So are various
local welfare plans, public and private. And the medical
profession has pledged itself to serve any who need at-
tention, regardless of the ability to pay.

The last Congress found Medicare wanting and re-|

fused to approve it.

'flctl: I g 1 g 2w,
MYTH: The redwoods are in
danger of extinction,

FACT: Virtually all the “big
trees” — the sequoia gigantea
found in the Sierra Nevadas —
are preserved in national parks.
More than one and one-half
million “tall trees”—the sequoia
sempervirens found on the Cali-
fornia coast — are preserved In
state parks. Thus the danger of
extinction is nil, |

MYTH: There are only a few
redwoods.

FACT: The ccast redwoods
are numbered in the uncouni-
able millions, They range in age
from seedlings to hundreds of
years. Most redwoods more than
two-score years in age are im-
pressive in height but cannot be
compared in girth to the cathe-
dral-like groves preserved in 28
public parks. There are about
2,340 square miles of redwood
timberlands.

MYTH: Redwood trees grow
only in scattered groves.

redwoods are found in mixed
stands with Douglas fir trees,
but others are also common
such as white fir, cypress, alder
and several varieties of oak. In
fact, most redwood forests are
thick and impenetrable to all
but the most dedicated out.

MYTH: It takes hundreds or
thousands of years to grow &
redwood.

FACT: Redwood is one of the
fastest growing trees. Some
known to be only 100 years old
tower over 200 feet and measure
as much as five feet in diameter,
Only an experienced woodman
can distinguish such “young”
trees from others that are cen-
turies old.

MYTH: Redwood trees are
being cut at an alarming rate.

FACT: The volume of red-
wood timber grown each year
is fast reaching balance with
the amount of redwood lumber
produced.

Of course, you shouldn't let
the fear of a lawsuit scare you
out of playing golf.

1. Think of liability insurance
as an integral part of your
golfing equipment. Your insur-
ince man can guide you as to

2. Keep a healthy respect for
the destructive power of a golf
ball. Well hit, it may travel
faster than 250 miles an hour

3. Cry “Fore”! just a little
more often than seems to be
necessary.

These parents have realized
they can't reform a bad sys-
tem. Perhaps this is what
prompted over 40 million Ame-
ricans of voting age to stay
away from the polls this year
Maybe these non-voters realized
that the majority vote process
is not the proper basis for mak-
ing economic decisions

When enough Americans real-
ize this, the government's eco- |
nomic powers will shrink. Not |
because people will vote for |

cause they will refuse to accept
any economic favors from the
state and will refuse to pay for
anyone elese's favors.

Freedom can only be sold by
the example set by people who

act like free people. These free- |

dom-loving individuals go to the |

market-place to solve their
problems. They open or patron-
ize private schools, they launch
business in competition with the
state wherever possible, and
they refuse to accept any hand-
outs from the government

They make no attempt to
force their views on others at
the polls; they simply let their
happier, more prosverous liv-
es speak for themselves.

And many Americans are ap-
parently getting the message.
