The next step to establish a 
library in Burkburnett was out­
lined Thursday night by .Miss 
Elizabeth Karle, fie ld  consultant 
af the Texas State Library, in 
the Town Hall A  building has 
been donated to the city for 
the library.

Clubs supporting the Com­
munity Improvement Program 
are now seeking ways t o , 
finance the library and to or­
ganize :t within tne require-1 
ments o f eligibility for federal 
and state grants. *

.Miss Karle said good library 
planning includes an adequate 
budget, a strong board o f 11 
brary trusfN>s, good profession-! 
ally trained librarians, careful-1 
ly selected assortment o f books. ' 
central location and use o f city i 
and countv appropriations t o ! 
support the library.

She advocated not to rely too i 
strongly on donations^ however i 
she emplusized that public sup­
port is essential Miss Karl says 
a good library should have two 
books per capita. A  community 
the size of Burkburnett. she 
said, should have 7.000 square 
feet to put approximately 20,- 
000 books

During a question and answer 
jieriod. Miss Karle recommend­
ed cooperation within tlie coun­
ty among existing libraries One 
professional librarian could be 
assigned to go to branch Ilbrsr- 
les >n communities.

Miss Karle also outlined 
sources of federal and state 
funds to supplement that rais­
ed by citizens o f Burkburnett.
