i-s vital to all American.-. What does the socalled ‘ ‘ons; 
rnaii, one vote” doctrine —  under which the Supreme 
Court overturned the checks and balances of state gov- 
emtnenl —  really mean to the voters from small towns 
and rural areas'?

It nieans that they will have little voice in govern- 
m*-nt, siiicp they cannot match the urban machine.s that 
control a regimented vole.

Under the amendment spon.sored by Senator Dirk- 
*en, the opportionment system that now applies to the 
Congress would l>e guaranteed to the states. In other 
words, one hou.se of the state legislature would be elected 
atrictly according to population, and the other hoii.se bv 
geographical districts. ' I

What does organized labor think about this issue? [ 
Well, it approves t.bc “ one man, one vote”  theory even if; 
it has ts> be forced on the states by federal district courts. 
But when the Administration propo.ses ani-strike legisla­
tion covering city and state employees, George Meany i 
o f the AP’ L-CIO .says this would be “ reaching far down 
into the lives o f citizens in their own bx:ality.”  He .says

Trend Is Up
Right at the moment, the fed 

eral tax burden on idiv duals ' 
and corporations is less than it 
was a few  years ago. in spite 
o f the January increa.se in social 
secur ty taxes. But our state 
and local levies are rising at 
the rate o f about 9% per year. 
36 states and the District of 
Columbia have income taxes. 39 
states and the District of Colum­
bia tax retail sales. Virginia is 
about to collect a 2'̂ r sales tax, 
and a 3% limited sales tax be­
comes effective in Massachusetts 
■April 1.

Mayor Lindsay of New York 
has attracted national attention 
by sponsoring a proposal for a 
graduated income tax on those 
living or working in that city 
that would take an amount 
equal to 50''c of what they are 
paying in taxes to the state of 
New York. It is not widely 
known that 10 American cities 
already have municipal income : 
taxes— among them Cincinnati, i 
Philadelphi, Pittsburgh, and St. 
Louis.

Why So Much Need?
For the most part, the need 

of the states and cities for ad­
ditional revenue is pressing. 
Since World War II, the federal;

off a much larger share of indi- 
vhduala nd corporate earnings 
than in earlier years. This has 
forced the states to adopt sales 
taxes, often in addition to state 
income taxes. It has also forced 
the cities and towns to depend 
on real estate taxes for the bulk 
of their revenue.

Why do state and local gov­
ernments still need further lar­
ge amounts? Partly because fed­
eral fiscal policies have led to 
higher government costs gene­
rally. Partly because there are 
so many more Americans to 
provide government services for 
than there were 30 years ago 
when our population was only 
127 million compared with to­
day's 195 million,—an increase 
of more than 50^. And partly 
because we are demanding a 
broader range of services than 
over before.

We read in the Gospels that, 
Jesus made the Apsotles th e ' 
first min sters o f His Church. 
He gave them full authority to 
act as His agents in teaching 1 
the Faith and administering the 1 
Sacraments of the Church. This 
included the authorization to i 
pass on the others, through the 
Sacrament o f Holy Orders, the 
power and authority they had 
received from Christ They 
could give all or only a part 
o f the power and authority, in 
other words, they could ordain : 
both successor- who would 
have full apostol.c power, and ; 
assi.'tanLs who would have some | 
but not all o f the Apostolic ' 
powers.

The exercise o f this author!-! 
zation has resulted in the three­
fold ministry o f the One’  Holy. 
Catholic I universal I, Apostolic 
Church o f Jesus Christ, or the 
Episcopal Church. Bishops are 
in the full sense -mcccssors of 
the .-\po-tles. They are the 
guardians o f the Faith and can 
administer all seven Sacraments 
of the Church. Priests or Pres­
byters are the second order of 
the m.nistry. They may teach 

I the Faith, subject to review by 
their Bishop. They may admin­
ister the Sacrament o f Baptism, 
Holy Communion. Penance and

■ Holy Uncton and can ble s mar­
riages.

I A Deacon, a step lower in

Baptism if no Priest is available.

in the l ) i  tribution o f Holy
! Communion, but he may not 
celebrate it. ,-\nd it must be 
noted that only a B shop may 
confirm, that is make a new 
member in the Church o f God. 
and only a Bishop may ordain, 
or Bless Oil for Holy Unction.

Again we refer to the Acts of 
the Apostles, Chapter 1, verse

13th Apostle or Bishop o f the

The first minister chosen by 
the Church was .Matthias who 
was made one o f the Twelve 
taking the place f Judas. Bar­
nabas. Paul and others were 
eventually either recognized as 
having been made Apostles by 
Christ himself or Ordained by 
the Apostles to that office. We 
also see in Scripture how the 
Twelve Ordained seven men to 
a lower office o f the ministry, 
or Deacons. Deacons were estab- 
li.shed very early in the Church 
with the Ordination o f St. Steph 
en which again is Scriptural. |
