	One of my favorite Big 
Spring homes was locat-
ed at 800 Main.    I went 
inside during the late 
1990’s/2000 as the former 
owner’s family was hav-
ing an estate sale.    My 
deepest regrets are that I 
did not buy the house or 
take more pictures 
inside.    However, the 
electricity was not on 
and it was very dark.  
Inside the spacious 
rooms were beautiful 
ornate crown molding, 
French doors, original 
light fixtures, ceiling 
fans and transoms above 
the doors. The oak trim 
and stair railings had been painted white 
throughout the years during various stages 
of updates.  Unfortunately, the home burned 
down in 2017 after “tenants” used various 
unsafe means to provide temporary elec-
tricity in the home. 

Brothers Ed and R.L. Price chose the 800 
block of Main to build their homes between 
the years of 1906-1916.   The homes were on 
the west side of the street and faced east. 
In 1906, Ed Price, president of the First Na-
tional Bank, was the first to build a magnifi-

cent 15 room home at 800 Main to be near his 
work.

While the Price family waited on the con-
struction of their home to be completed, 
they rented Joseph Potton’s home at 200 
Gregg.   There, Mrs. Price gave birth to the 
couple’s first son.    Ed Price lived only two 
years to enjoy his home, dying in 1908. The 
family kept the home until 1916 when Lewis 
Price, a brother, sold it to Mrs. Cora Melton.

Mrs. Melton had a fireplace built in the living-room, in front of 
which she married C.S. Holmes, postmaster and founder of the 
first boy scout troop in Big Spring in 1910. The wedding was per-
formed on a Sunday morning, September 19, 1918, before a group 
of friends before Sunday School began. The couple then attended 
Sunday School and Church at the First Baptist Church, site of the 
present Post Office, traveling to Mineral Wells that evening for a 
wedding trip.

Paul Rix bought the home in the late 1920’s and turned it into 
a funeral home, operating it into the 1930’s until the depression 
hit, then sold it back to Mrs. Holmes. The house had a stairway 
from the front entrance and another from the kitchen area, meet-
ing at a landing just below the second floor and continuing a few 
steps onto the next story. The stairway was taken from the kitch-
en area in this interim. Chiropractor Dr. Ora Fitzgerald Johnson 
had been born in Big Spring in 1903.    She bought the home in 
1942, putting a clock on the front gable with a chiropractor sign 
over it. Dr. Johnson and her husband, James “Jay” 
Johnson with daughter, Charlene Kee, lived in the 
home and office combination, renting bedrooms to 
relatives of patients of Malone and Hogan Hospital, 
located across the street. A small kitchenette was 
installed on the second floor to accommodate the up-
stairs guests. The attic was made into an efficiency 

apartment with kitchen and bath. Curbing, parking spaces and 
sidewalk on the north side were installed. The Johnson’s cov-
ered the fireplace that was in the living room, putting a wall in 
front of it on which daughter Charlene painted a mural in oils. 
Mrs. Kee had fond memories of many fine people who sojourned 
in their home over the years as guests while waiting on their 
relatives in the hospital. An outside stairway formerly existed 
on the northwest side of the house. Vandalism forced the John-
son’s to remove this. 

Dr. Ora Johnson passed away in 1975.   Charlene lived in the 
home, tending to her mother’s roses (around the perimeter of 
the front yard), iris and other flowers which bloomed through-
out the seasons.  The home was lit at night by a carriage lamp, 
until it was sold to Bonnie Chambers in 1979.  Mrs. Chambers 
replaced the water and gas lines, carpeted the house through-
out and enlarged the third-floor 
apartment.   Subsequently, the back 
yard area was sold, and a two-story 
apartment building moved onto the 
location. This cut down the grounds 
space considerably.

This week’s reviews are all mystery titles. 
Malcolm Kershaw is a bookseller and mystery 

aficionado in “Eight Perfect Murders” (M SWA P) 
by Peter Swanson. Years ago Malcolm compiled a 
list of fiction’s most unsolvable murders, which he 
titled “Eight Perfect Murders,” chosen from among 
the best of the best including Agatha Christie’s A. 
B. C. Murders, Patricia Highsmith’s Strangers on a 
Train, Ira Levin’s Death Trap. But no one is more 
surprised than Mal, now the owner of the Old Dev-
ils Bookshop in Boston, when an FBI agent comes 
knocking on his door one snowy day in February. 
She’s looking for information about a series of un-
solved murders that look eerily similar to the kill-
ings on Mal’s old list. And the FBI agent isn’t the 
only one interested in this bookseller who spends 
almost every night at home reading. The killer 
is out there, watching his every move, a diaboli-
cal threat who knows way too much about Mal’s 
personal history, especially the secrets he’s never 
told anyone, even his recently deceased wife. To 
protect himself, Mal begins looking into possible 
suspects, and sees a killer in everyone around him. 
But Mal doesn’t count on the investigation leaving 
a trail of death in its wake. Suddenly, a series of 
shocking twists leaves more victims dead, and the 
noose around Mal’s neck grows so tight he might 
never escape.

Upstate New York, 1982 in “The Sun Down Motel” 
(M ST S) by Simone St. James. Viv Delaney wants 
to move to New York City, and to help pay for it she 
takes a job as a night clerk at the Sun Down Motel 
in Fell, NY. But knows something isn't right at the 
motel, something haunting and scary. Upstate New 
York, 2017. Carly Kirk has never been able to let go 
of the story of her aunt Viv, who mysteriously dis-
appeared from the Sun Down before she was born. 
Carly decides to move to Fell and visit the motel, 
where she quickly learns that nothing has changed 
since 1982. And she soon finds herself ensnared in 

the same mysteries that claimer her aunt. 
After saving an ex-convict’s life in “The Black As-

cot” (M TOD C) by Charles Todd, Inspector Ian Rut-
ledge receives an astonishing tip about a legendary 
crime from the grateful man. Implausible though 
it sounds, Rutledge must report this information to 
his superior at Scotland Yard. Still, if true, the tip 
could lead to capturing Alan Barrington, the sus-
pect in an appalling murder during Black Ascot, 
the famous 1910 royal horserace that honored the 
late King Edward VII. Barrington’s disappearance 
before his trial had set off a manhunt that spanned 
the globe, baffling Scotland Yard and consuming all 
of Britain for nearly a decade. But why should Bar-
rington return to England now? The Yard, eager to 
restore its reputation, smarting from accusations 
of incompetence, orders Rutledge to quietly inves-
tigate. To avoid attracting the press’s attention, he 
must employ the cover of a routine review of a cold 
case. Meticulously retracing the original inquiry, 
Rutledge begins to know Alan Barrington well, 
delving into relationships and uncovering secrets 
that hadn’t surfaced in 1910. As he draws closer, 
perhaps too close to the man, the investigation is 
suddenly thrown into turmoil when Rutledge’s 
sanity is questioned by a shocking turn of events, 
and his life is changed by his darkest fear, the ex-
posure of his shell shock. The psychological an-
guish that has haunted him since the Battle of the 
Somme is regarded a shameful. Those who know 
him best, his sister Frances, Melinda Crawford, 
and Dr. Fleming stand by him, even as he questions 
himself. The Yard is already demanding his resig-
nation and Rutledge realizes that the only way to 
save his career, much less his honor, is to find Alan 
Barrington. Against all odds, he must bring him to 
justice. But weeks of searching have already led to 
nowhere. What if the tip was wrong, what if Bar-
rington actually never returned to England at all?

A woman has been murdered at the foot of a 
megalith shaped like a great shrouded figure in 
“A Divided Loyalty” (M TOD C) by Charles Todd . 
Chief Inspector Brian Leslie, one of the Yard’s best 
men, is sent to investigate the site in Avebury, a 
village set inside a prehistoric stone circle not far 
from Stonehenge. In spite of his efforts, Leslie is 
not able to identify her, much less how she got to 
Avebury or why she dies there. Her killer has sim-
ply left with no trace. Several weeks later, when Ian 
Rutledge has returned from successfully conclud-
ing a similar case with an unidentified victim, he is 
asked to take a second look at Leslie’s inquiry. But 
Rutledge suspects Chief Superintendent Markham 
simply wants him to fail. Leslie was right, Avebury 
refuses to yield its secrets. But Rutledge slowly wid-
ens his search, until he discovers an unexplained 
clue that seems to point toward an impossible solu-
tion. If he pursues it and he is wrong, he will draw 
the wrath of the Yard down on his head. But even if 
he is right, he can’t be certain what he can prove, 
and that will play right into Markham’s game. The 
easy answer is to let the first verdict stand: Person 
or persons unknown. But what about the victim? 
What does Rutledge owe this tragic young woman? 
Where must his loyalty lie?

District games were in full force Friday night 
as the battle for postseason berths starts to take 
shape. Big Spring, Coahoma and Forsan all faced 
stern tests from quality opponents in Levelland, 
Sonora and Winters respectively.

In 3-4A district play, Big Spring matched up with 
Levelland home and away. The Lady Steers had the 
difficult test of traveling to take down a Levelland 
girls team ranked ninth in the state and still un-
beaten on the year. The Loboettes were certainly as 
good as advertised, building a large early lead, en 
route to a 45-7 halftime advantage. By the time the 
final buzzer sounded it was #9 Levelland improv-
ing to 4-0 in district play, 70-19. The defeat sends 
Big Spring to a 1-3 district mark, and 8-12 on the 
year.

Closer to home, at Steer Gym, Big Spring boys 
basketball was trying to even their district record 
early in 3-4A play. The Steers were able to keep 
pace early, but as the game wore on, Levelland 
built on an ever growing lead. The Lobos one-point 
lead after the first quarter became seven-points at 
the half, and then 15-points after three. Ultimately, 
Levelland would prevail, 65-40, moving to 2-0 in dis-
trict. Steer basketball drops to 0-2 in 3-4A play and 
is 11-8 overall.

Elsewhere, in 5-3A district play, Coahoma tan-
gled with Sonora in a pair of close contests. The 
Bulldogettes are no strangers to recent tight games, 
but even by their standards, Friday was razor thin 
margins. Sonora, who had lost by only two points 
earlier in the week to Crane, played the undefeated 
Bulldogettes heads up all night long. Coahoma was 
up at the break, 25-24; however, neither side found 
much breathing room as the third quarter became 
the fourth. The game ultimately flipped in the hosts 
favor with a fourth quarter run that would give 
the Lady Broncos the slimmest of victories, 44-43. 
Makynlea Overton led Coahoma with 13, while Ju-
lia and Isabella Cox each chipped in 10. The Bull-
dogettes are now 3-1 in 5-3A play, 10-5 on the year. 
Sonora’s victory vaults them to 2-2 in district.

The boy’s game between Coahoma and Sonora 
was similarly even, with the first half of play yield-
ing no separation between the sides, reaching 
halftime at 28-28. Coahoma would mount the most 
meaningful run of the game in the third quarter, 
with Raheem Ashford scoring nine of his team-
high 19 in the frame, helping the Bulldogs surge to 
a nine-point lead, 45-36. When the Sonora offense 
picked up steam in the final frame, Coahoma had 
an answer each time. Isaiah Martin scored seven of 
his 12 points in the fourth to help Coahoma cinch 
the road district win, 64-53. Coahoma now sits at 1-1 
in district, while Sonora falls to 0-2. 

Finally, back in Howard County, Forsan tangled 
with Winters in 8-2A action. The Lady Buffs wasted 
no time in making the result of the game a formal-
ity, leading 24-0 after the first quarter. Rylee Evans 
would score 11 of her game-high 19 points in help-
ing Forsan dominate early. The lead grew all night 
long, culminating in a comfortable 63-24 victory 
that moved the Lady Buffs to 4-1 in district and 13-4 

overall. Taryn Spivey scored 13 in the win, with 
Kaeli Woodall adding eight more, as Winters fell to 
1-5 in district.

The Forsan boys found themselves in a much 
more hotly contested game against a Winters team 
that entered the night undefeated in district and 
15-3 on the season. The Buffs jumped on Winters 
early, but went cold for the last nine minutes of the 
first half, scoring only one point over that stretch. 
Despite the shooting woes, Forsan kept a high pow-
ered Winters in check while managing to limit 
their halftime deficit at 18-13. Winters would con-
tinue their shooting struggles in the third allowing 

Forsan to mount a run. Ernesto Rivera’s energy off 
the bench played a big role in lifting Forsan to an 
early fourth quarter lead, a lead they would stretch 
to as many as seven with four minutes remaining. 
After struggling from the free throw line in the 
first half, the Buffs were 6-7 on free throws in the 
late stages of the game, sealing a 36-31 hard fought 
win. Sawyer Stallings was the lone Buff in double 
figures with 12, as Forsan remained unbeaten at 
home this season. The win brings Forsan to 2-1 in 
8-2A, and 8-8 overall; Winters is now 3-1 in district 
and 15-4 on the year.

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Today in History

Today is Monday, Jan. 18, the 
18th day of 2021. There are 347 
days left in the year.

Today’s Highlight in History:

On Jan. 18, 1911, the first landing 
of an aircraft on a ship took place 
as pilot Eugene B. Ely brought his 
Curtiss biplane in for a safe landing 
on the deck of the armored cruiser 
USS Pennsylvania in San Francisco 
Harbor.

On this date:

In 1778, English navigator 
Captain James Cook reached the 
present-day Hawaiian Islands, 
which he named the “Sandwich 
Islands.”

In 1782, lawyer and statesman 
Daniel Webster was born in 
Salisbury, New Hampshire.

In 1943, during World War II, 
Jewish insurgents in the Warsaw 
Ghetto launched their initial armed 
resistance against Nazi troops, who 
eventually succeeded in crushing 
the rebellion. The Soviets 
announced they’d broken through 
the long Nazi siege of Leningrad (it 
was another year before the siege 
was fully lifted). A U.S. ban on the 
sale of pre-sliced bread — aimed at 
reducing bakeries’ demand for 
metal replacement parts — went 
into effect.

In 1952, Jerome “Curly” Howard 
of Three Stooges fame died in San 
Gabriel, Calif., at age 48.

In 1957, a trio of B-52′s com-
pleted the first non-stop, round-
the-world flight by jet planes, 
landing at March Air Force Base in 
California after more than 45 hours 
aloft.

In 1967, Albert DeSalvo, who 
claimed to be the “Boston Strangler,” 
was convicted of armed robbery, 
assault and sex offenses. (Sentenced 
to life, DeSalvo was killed in prison 
in 1973.)

In 1990, a jury in Los Angeles 
acquitted former preschool opera-
tors Raymond Buckey and his 
mother, Peggy McMartin Buckey, 
of 52 child molestation charges.

In 1991, financially strapped 
Eastern Airlines shut down after 
more than six decades in business.

In 1993, the Martin Luther King 
Jr. holiday was observed in all 50 
states for the first time.

In 1998, the motion picture 
“Titanic” won four Golden Globes, 
including best drama and best 
director for James Cameron; “Ally 
McBeal” beat out “Seinfeld” as the 
best TV comedy.

In 2005, the world’s largest com-
mercial jet, the Airbus A380 “super-
jumbo” capable of flying up to 800 
passengers, was unveiled in 
Toulouse, France.

In 2019, Jason Van Dyke, the 
white Chicago police officer who 
gunned down Black teenager 
Laquan McDonald in 2014, was 
sentenced to nearly seven years in 
prison.

Ten years ago: Chinese President 
Hu Jintao arrived at Andrews Air 
Force Base outside Washington for 
a four-day state visit; President 
Barack Obama welcomed him with 
a private dinner in the White House 
residence. The first director of the 
Peace Corps, R. Sargent Shriver, 
died in Bethesda, Maryland, at age 
95.

Five years ago: For the first time 
in 17 years, civil rights leaders 
gathered at the South Carolina 
Statehouse to pay homage to the 
Rev. Martin Luther King Jr. without 
the Confederate flag present; it was 
one of many rallies throughout the 
country. Eagles co-founder Glenn 
Frey, 67, died in New York.

One year ago: Ahead of opening 
statements in the impeachment 
trial of President Donald Trump, 
House prosecutors wrote that 
Trump had “used his official pow-
ers to pressure a foreign govern-
ment to interfere in a United States 
election for his personal political 
gain,” while Trump’s legal team 
denounced what it called a “brazen 
and unlawful attempt to overturn 
the results of the 2016 election.” 

The National Archives said it had 
made a mistake when it blurred 
images of anti-Trump signs used 
in an exhibit on women’s suffrage. 
The World War I film “1917” took 
top honors at the Producers Guild 
Awards in Los Angeles. Buckingham 
Palace said Prince Harry and his 
wife, Meghan, would no longer use 
the title “royal highness” or receive 
public funds for their work under 

a deal allowing them to step aside 
as senior royals.
