Soil, Water Conservation Programs

Appear To Be Headed For Trouble

Sall and water conservation
programs appear to be headed
lor serions tronble. A report re
leased by the Californin Creek
Soil and  Water Conservation
District  states  that  President
Johnson is expected (o announce
soon his targets for the $6 hbil
lon reduction he plans 1o make
in federal expenditures and out-
luys during fiseal year 1969, as
directed by Public Law 90364,
the Tax Surcharge and Expend-
iture Act,

He will ask USDA 1o reduce
374 billion dollars in spending
and employ 1,335 fewer people
thiun were employed on June S0,
1968, About half the scheduled
employment  reduction will be
from the Soil Conservation Ser-
vice, even though SCS employs
only about one-sixth of all Us
DA personnel,

“The expected personnel ceil
ing,”” says the report “may
make it necessary o close SCS
ficld officos in at least 190 lo-
cal conservation districts,. ™

According to Birger Halerius
of Stamiord, chairman of the
California Creek Distriet Board
of Supervisors., the oexpoected
cuts  would  drastically  hinder
local conservation efforts

“This would mean that very
fow, I any, new contracts could
b 1ot for whole farm and ranch
woll and water conservation in
the Great Plains  Conservalion
Proeram,” Haterius said. The
GPCP. atong with the Agricul
tural Conservation  Progrivm,
the City Public Service Board of
San Antonio: and one state an-
thority, the Lower Colorado
River Authorily,

The purpose of TIS 18 1o con
finue to insure a rebiable supply
of power to about 8 O000K0 peo-
ple served by the ninesmember
electrie utilities. It maintamns an
ample supply of what is called
“spinning  reserve”  which s
spare  generaling  cipacily in
operation and on  the  system
ready 1o take on load instantly.

Both groups are jomned by a
345,000-volt line extending north
to Dallas from Houston Lighting
& Power Companv's W. A, Par-
ish Plivnt and by 138.000-v0!
