As Clark and I were out 
looking for a good restaurant 
lately, we faced a major 
problem. 

Clark likes real sturdy 
Texas food - steaks, bar-b-
que, potatoes, gravy.

GREAT CLOUD OF 
WITNESSES. • 

I wander off the humor 
path this week-on purpose. I 
want instead to reflect on the 
loss of friends during .the 
three recent holiday seasons. 
Just before Thanksgiving, 
death claimed Darren Nix, 
who, at age 36, seemed "just, 
out of college" to me. A few 
years ago, I handed him his 
diploma during graduation 
exercises at Howard Payne 
University. Death also 
claimed legendary football 
Coach Gordon Wood during 
the week before Christmas, 
and just before St. 
Valentine's Day, Groner 
Pitts—"Mr. Brownwood" 
and perhaps the merriest 
mortician ever—died after 
several years of failing 
health.. 

* * * * * 

Winner of nine state 
championships in high 
school football, Wood 
averaged 9.3 wins annually 
during his 43 seasons of head 
coaching. He retired at age 
70, and he was alert, 
enthusiastic and articulate 
until hours before his death 
19 years later. He drove to 
the coffee session of his 
friends every .  morning. 
There, problems of the 
world, nation, state and just 
around the corner were 
chewed on, and sometimes 
solved. 

Wood's service was held in 
Minis Auditorium at Howard 
Payne University. When it 
ended, a majority of the 
crowd-mostly coaches and 
former coaches-gathered in 
the Student Center where 
coaching icon Grant Teaff 
held forth. Tributes and 
stories were shared, and 
there were many. The 
session, begun in the 
brightness of an afternoon 
sun, ended more than two 
hours later after darkness had 
set in.. 

* * * * 

Pitts was 10 years Wood's 
junior at age 79, but friends 
said his odometer was 
"beyond 120." Ever defying 
the usual, he was one of the 
founders of the "Brownwood 
Mafia," a civic group 
dedicated to promoting the . 
community. His funeral 
service, seven Sundays after 
Wood's, was held on a 
snowy Valentine weekend of 
leap year. 

First Baptist Church 
overflowed, so his service—
like Wood's—was carried on 
the local television cable. 
Ever eager to promote his 
church, community, Howard 
Payne University, Texas 
National Guard and the 
Democratic Party, Pitts was 
arguably the most colorful 
funeral director ever. 

"That great cloud of 
witnesses in Heaven has 
been sequestered this day," 
one speaker said, "To decide 
who breaks the news to 
Groner that they don't have 
Democratic precincts in 
glory.." 

Nix, a seminary student 
after college graduation, was 
active in youth work at 
Sherwood Park Baptist 
Church in Irving. A veteran 
of the Gulf War, he was 28 
when he finished college,  

and in so many ways, older 
than his years. His specialty 
seemed to be serving others-
regardless of cost and 
sacrifice. In military service, 
he smuggled Bibles by the 
hundreds in a country where 
such was forbidden and 
Christianity was embraced by 
few. For Darren, :ife was 
beyond an adventure. Like 
Pitts, his odometer alsd was 
high.. 

Friends and loved ones 
crammed into the church; 
there was seating for 350; 
dozens were standing. 
Testimonials, music and a 
comforting message filled the 
better part of an hour. 
Generally-to that point-it was 
a traditional service.. 	•

We con-
clude that in the field of edu-
cation the doctrine of "sepa-
rate but equal has no place. 
Separate educational facili-
ties are inherently unequal. 

Therefore, we hold that 
the plaintiffs and others 
similarly situated for whom 
the , actions have been 
brought are, by reason of the 
segregation complained of, 
deprived of the equal protec-
tion of the laws guaranteed 
by the 14th amendment."

America forever, and the
