| Lands 251,000

Shrimp landings at Brownsi-
ville, according to the latest U.
S. Fish and Wildlife figures, total-
ed 1,129,000 pounds of tails, ele-
vating that port to the top of the
various shrimp producing areas, a
place that has been held for the |
last two months by the Corpus |
Christi-Aransas Pass region, which

| dropped to third, with only 860,-|

000 pounds, being outstripped by
Port Isabel with 904,000 pounds |
for second place. ’

Freeport was fourth with ‘.3(‘»1,-\
000 pounds; Rockport and Fulton
were fifth with 251,000; Galveston
produced 222,000 pounds, the Sa-
bine Pass-Port Arthur region was
next, with 137,000 pounds, and Port
Lavaca and Palacios were last with

110,000 pounds for the two of
them.
This production was approxi-

mately 1,800,00 pounds more than
for the same month last year, but
it was a drop of almost 5 millior
pounds over October. Oddly
enough, the catch from January
to November inclusive, this year,
despite poor early season trawl-
ing, is only about 8 million pounds

less than for the same period
in 1955,

In the ovster department, Gal-
veston Bayv. which has been the

top producer the last several years,
has vielded only 1619 ‘barrels so
far. while the region around Port
Arthur and Sabine Pass is re-
poried to have harvested 3000 bar
rels, so almost twice as much.
Galveston and Freeport have
produced 33,000 pounds of fin-
fish in November, 13,000 pounds
more than last year; Port Isabel
reports 147,000 pounds as against
9500 in 1955; and 10,000 came from

“Oysters in the Galveston Bay
area, the major producing area on
the Texas coast, are showing signs
of suffering from the drought,
although conditions are not yet
as severe as in the Rockport area.
Many organisms harmful to oyst-
ers such as conchs and boring
sponges are inyading the fine
reefs in Galveston Bay, where un-
der normal low salinity conditions
they could not survive.”

“But the drought alone isn't re-
sponsible for the plight of the
oysters. More large reservoirs are
being built on Texas rivers each
vear, holding back great quantities
of water.' Add to that the tremend-
ous increase in water use by rice
farming and industry, and it leaves
very little water to flow into the
bays and keep them fresh.”

Shrimp Can Be Raised
Commercially Says

| Miami Marine Biologists

Shrimp can be raised com-
mercially, according to Universi-
ty of Miami scientists. The suc-
an enterprise would
depend, they say, upon proper
preparation of nursery and rearing
ponds.

One kind of shrimp, known
scientifically as Penaeus mopojon
Fabricus, has been cultivated in
Philippine estuarine ponds with an
average production of 280 pounds

per acre over a period of six
months.

The shrimp are caught by dip
nets when about one -half inch
long, and then placed in the nur-
sery ponds about twenty square
vards in size. These nurseries must
he cleaned of predators, such as

fish and crabs. and have a flow of

tidal water. The water depth is
kept at about 1% to 4 inches. |
Sereens  prevent escape of the |

small shrimp and the entrance of
predators.

The larger rearing ponds are
drained and cleaned before plant-
ing the shrimp from the nursery
ponds. They are usually about
one to three acres in size.

To raise shrimo in Florida would
meet with-specific problems. Con-
ditions are such that while possi-
ble it is not believed to be gen-
erallv practical to attempt such
an enterprise.
