LOCAL MEN MAKE
. FISH SCOOTERS

Two local men—Raymond Owens
and Harry Stewart——intrigued by
the possibilities of the fish scooters

. being used in shalow water aong

the coast, have come up with a
glass-wrapped, non-sinkable ver-
sion, so light it is easily carried by
two men or, if he’s husky, by one.

The hull, which weighs about 150
pounds, is made of plywood, fas-
tened with monel fastenings and
glue. It is completely compart-
mented, stiffening it greatly, and
rendering it almost impervious to
damage. A hole will admit water
only to one small section, leaving
the rest intact.

The scooters come in two sizes—
(20 and 12 feet—and even the
smaller one will plane with four
men aboard, although such a load
is not recommended and is far too
many for safety or fishing.

¢ With one occupant and a 12 to 18
horse power outboard, the scooter
will make 20 to 22 miles an hour,
and in reasonably smooth water
the sensation is more akin to bi-
cycie riding than boating. Shift
your weight to the leit and you'll
turn that way; lean to the right
and you'll circle in that direction.

“We tried to work out the bugs
as we went along,” Raymond said,
“and we've got lots more ideas.
For instance we plan to make a
pontoon, catamaran-type raft, also
.outboard driven, for work in har-
bors and around fredges, capable
of handling heavy oads.

PITTSBURGH PAINTS

JOE GIBSON, ACE
CAMERAMAN, SAW
FIRST REVOLUTION '

Joe Gibson, now of Rockport, has
filmed kings and paupers, facing
death a hundred times as an ace
newsreel cameraman.

Highlight of his adventurous ca-
reer came in 1933, when Batista
first seized the Cuban government
and Gibson, covering the Cuban
revolution, was shipped home with
16 bullets in his body!

“l wag set up on the balecony of
the Nueva Isla Motel,” Joe said,
“when a student demcnstration
turned into an all-out battle be-
tween Batista’s men and adminis-
tration cops. The plaza was full of
people, but that didn’t make any
difference when they cut loose with
the machine guns. Men, women and
children were mowed down, as well
ar revolutionists and cops. A little
boy was blown to bits, and a little
girl cut in two by a grenade.”

Suddenly a machine gunner
caught, sight of Gibson, and loosed
a burst in his direction. Joe kept
grinding, the wpper part of his
body protected by the camera and
heavy tripod. Another burst rid-
dled his legs and he dropped, but
before he fell he had pictures of
them shooting him down. Only
when soldiers rushed te his camera
and strewed his exposed film on the
street did he discover that he was
wounded.

Years afterwards, agaln in Cuba,
Gibson received a summons to the
presidential palace. When he
stepped from the car with his cam-
era, he discovered, to his astonish-
ment, that the guard of honor was
for him, and that he was to be
decorated by Batista for his dis-
tinguished service during the rev-
olution!

Joe has had other brushes with
death, including the time he nearly
crashed into the sea on Naval man-
euvers. Flying over an aircraft
carrier for a shot of its deck, his
plane was caught in the updrift
from the stacks and almost went
out of control. Another time, on a
naval tugboat towing a target for
coastal defense guns, he was nearly
blown up instead of the bullseye.

Taking pictures of an auto time
trial at Daytona Beach, Florida, he
narrowly escaped death when a
hurtling speedster struck the cam-
eraman ne.xt to him, hurling the
unfortunatée man a thousand feet,
killing the driver also, but leaving
Gibson untouched.

Joe thought up an entirely new
alligator stunt. When a ten-foooter
was caught in a swamp near Mi-
ami, Gibson combined it and a
blimp to give the ¢ity a thrill, and

He has met the great and tha
near-great, and has covered fire,
murder, sudden death and natural
catastrophes.

“I'd covered the Duke of Windsor
on jaunts as the Prince of Wales,
from the time his father, King
George V, took office, and when he
and Wally were persona non grata
in England and they shipped him
off to be governor of the Bahamas,
I was on the job again.

“When they got to the bottom
of the gangplank, where I was
grinding away, the Duke stopped
short, did a double-take, then put
his hand out and pushed away the
camera.

“‘What,” he said, ‘are you still
grinding that thing?’ and His
Highness walked away.

“The next day I got an invita-
tion to appear at the Governor's
Palace. There wasn’t any receptiom
I found the place empty except for
the ex-King of England and his
bride, who crossed the grounds to
welecome mo. Then we all took tea
and discussed old times — the
numerous times that I'd been near
His Majesty in the old days, 'till
the tea got cold. I'd hobnobbed with
a lot of kings, usually with the
camera between us, but if the mark
of a gentleman is to make others
feel at home, then the Duke ‘s

still the greatest gentleman of his
country.”

In recent years, Gibson has been
in Europe and South America,
making travelogues and documen-
taries until his retirement. In
South America he visited the emer-
ald mines of Colombia, and in a
Dehaviland plane nicknamed ‘“The
Flying Birdcage” he and a still
cameraman, Milton Meade, traveled
through Eucador, Bolivia, and
Chile, flying oyer the Andes, and
making shots in the Valley of the
Mcon in the latter country, at over
14,000 feet.

For many years Joe and his wife
made their home in Miami, but
within recent years they decided
that they’d rather live in Texas,
and have built a home on the shoreg
of Aransas Bay, just north of
Rockport.

“You know,” Joe said, “it's kind
of nice to take things easy.”

Rises a Little
During March

Continued bad weather in March
affected shrimp production along
the Tex as Coast, according to C. E.
Nickerson of the U, S. Fish and
Wildlife Service. Many owners, he
said, kept their vessels in dock
rather than send them out for a
box or less per night in the short
periods between northers. -

The preliminary totals of 990,000
pounds of heads-cf{ shrimp was ap-
proximately 35 percent less than
the 1,520,000 pounds produced dur-
ing the same period last year and
with approximately 2 percent in-
creases over February 1959 land-
ings.

Distribution in landings varied
as compared to the previous month
with a large decrease in Port Isa-
bel and Brownsville, Coastal Bend
remaining about the same and an
increase in the Freeport and Gal-
veston areas. Landings in the Gal-
veston area consisted of mostly
white species, Freeport and Coastal
Bend were predominately brown
with some pink shrimp freighted in
from Campeche, and Port Isabel
and Brownsville shrimp were also
mostly brown but with a larger
amount of Campeche pink as a re-
sult of freight-ins, about 13 per-
cent were pink shrimp.

Following totals will give an in-
dication of distribution in thou-
sands of pounds heads-off:

Brownsville, 455.4; Port Isabel,
247.9; Coastal Bend, 139.6; Free-
port, 117.56; Galveston-Sabine, 29.8.

Ex-vessel prices ranged from
T2¢ to 81c for 15/20 count heads-
off shrimp during the month, how-
ever very little reached the market
over T8¢ 15/20 count ex-vessel. The
higher prices was paid to the fish-
ermen because of local denland for
fresh shrimp during the Lenten
Season. It was noted that the prices
ranged from 84c¢ to 92¢ ex-vessel
price per pound of heads-off 15/20
count shrimp during March, 1958.
High wirds played havoec with
the fleet in the high-seas fisheries
off the coast of Mexico. It was re-
portéd by our Port Isabel agent
that eight vessels ran aground in
the vicinity of Tampico, Vera
Cruz, and Campache and at least
three vessels sank in shallow water,
Due to these strong Northers there
were approimately 20 vessels tied
up in Port Isabel and may remain
to the dock until the Spring run.
This trend is reflected all along the
Texas coast.

Employment is still at a low
point in the shrimp industry, but
with the landings of small white
shrimp on the upper Texas coast,
there is indication that headers will
have some employment. Many la-
barers have gone into agriculture
work and in the event of a large
“run” it may be difficult to make
immediate recruitments back into
the fish houses.

Most of the activity in the oyster
fishery was centered around the
Corpus Christi bays. Dredgers from
other areas worked in this region
and trucked their catch to Calhoun
County where four certified shuck-
ing houses were in operation. To-
ward the.end of the month there
appeared to be a decline in landings
as the season drew near to the
close. However due to the cool
weather there has been no indica-
tion of “milkiness” in any of the
oyster landings and the quality still
remained good at the end of the
month. Prices dropped to $3.00
per barrel in some areas. The land-
ings in the Galveston area dropped
from the previous month and the
Spring season ended there.
Production of finfish in most
ports was ap as demand for fresh
fish increased during the month.
Red snapper landings were the
leading species in the Galveston
area and drum, spotted sea trout,
and redfish appeared to be the
leading species in the Coastal Bend
and Laguna regions.

Production of crabs in the Mata-
gorda, the chief producing area,
was up during the month. Supply
is plentiful and repurts indicate
that there has been very good yield
of picked meat. Several fisherrmen
have claimed that there was more
crabs on the grounds this year than
any precedng year in their memory.
Due to this heavy gupply there has
been more than a passing interest
in establishing additional picking
plants in the Coastal Bend area.
One potential dealer visited the
plants it Mississippi to use as a
guide for futher development. It
was also mentioned that crab pots
were employed in the Matagorda
area witk very good results ana
the outcome being that many of the
outside (other than regular) boats
could not dispose of their catches.

A survey of the bait fishery in
Galveston Bay showed 1,616 quarts
of live-bait landed in March as
compared to 1,184 quarts landed in
February. This was the first up-
ward trend since last Fall.

All catches were made in Gal-
veston channel.

Weatherman Calls
Attention to Storm
Signals Flown Here

With the hurricane season just
around the corner, local weather-
man Paul Clark Sorenson says
that everyone ought to be familiar
with the signals flown from the
mast behind Sorenson’s Store, so
that they won’t be caught napping.

A single red pennant is the small

while a red light over a white one
is the night warning, which indi-
cates winds and seas or sea condi-
tions alone considered dangerous
to small craft, and winds during
the time the warning is displayed

Two red pennants, one over the
other, or a white light over a red,
warn of a gale, with winds rang-
ing from 39 to 54 miles an hour.

A single square red flag, with
a square black center is a whole
gale warning in the daytime, and
at night the signal is two red
lights, one above the other. During
the time these are displayed, winds
may range from 55 to 73 miles an
our, and if you haven’t already
battened down the hoatches, it
might be a good idea to do so.

The most dreaded of all signals,
two square red flags, with black
squares in their centers, flown one
above the other, are the sign of a
hurricane, and indicate that winds
74 miles an *hour and above are
forecast for the region.

Sorenson gaid that these signals
are supplementary to, and carnot
replace small craft, gale, whole
gale,” and hurricane warnings
broadcast from time to time over
the radio, And over these broad-
casts come important details as to
time, intensity and direction of
movement of the storms.

Refuge Directions
Given for Tourists

_ For the benefit of tourists and
of local people who may wish to
be able to give diﬁac_ﬁons, the fol-
lowing sketch of the Refuge is pre-

sented.

The Aransas National Wildlife
Refuge, located in Aransas and Re-
fugio Counties on Blackjack Penin-
sula and containing 47,261 acres,
was established December 31, 1937,
as one of more than 290 national
wildlife ' refuges administered by
the Fish and Wildlife Service of
the U. S. Department of the In-
terior.

Of interest historically as the
home of the apparently cannibal-
istic Caranchua Indians, the penin-
sula was homesteaded early in the
eighteenth century by various Eu-
ropean nationals. Homes and town-
sites were established along the
San Antonio and St. Charles Bays.
Agriculture was none too success-
fully followed for many years, and
cattle raising became the primary
usage. :

Established for the production
and protection of all forms of wild-
life, the Aransas Refuge is an im-
portant link in the chain of water-
fowl wintering areas along the
Gulf Coast. It is the ancestral
home and only remaining winter-
ing site used by the almost ex-
tinct Whooping Crane. Here, under
complete protection and encour-
agement, the flock has increased
from only 14 in 1940. Here, they
spend the months from October to
April before flying northward to
unknown breeding grounds in Can-
ada. Canadian, White-fronted, and
Snow Geese are common winter
residents together with many duck
species including Pintail, Gadwall,
Baldpate, Mallard, and others.
Shorebirds, wading birds (includ-
ing the rare Roseate Spoonbill),
songbirds, birds of prey, and others
bring the total list of birds found
on the refuge in various seasons to
300 species.

White-tail deer have flourished,
and thousands have been live-
trapped for restocking in Texas
and other southern states. The na-
tive javelina hog, or peccary, wild
turkey, and bob-white quail to-
gether with armadillos, raccoon,
skunk, squirrels, and occasional red
wolf constitute the major upland
species. The grazing of cattle is
permitted when no conflict with
wildlife results. .

Refuge tour routes are marked
by the goose signs.

Because of primitive terrain, vis-
itors must not leave chelled roads.

For Whooping Cranes: Drive
south from headquarters one-half
mile, and follow the signs to the
tower. This area is closed during
nesting seasons. If desired, deer
often are seen by continuing south-
ward past the Texas deer-trapping
headquarters to the Dagger-Point
road and return. In season ducks
and geese may be seen between
headquarters and the trapping
camp.

Deer and the general interior
country may be seen by driving
west from headquarters five miles
to the Patrol Station, southward
two miles to Spanish Village,
thence south six miles to the oil
field and return. A side trip may
be made westward frem Spanish
Village to Burgentine Lake and
return.

Refuge regulations include the
following restrictions designed to
give maximum protection of the
wildlife. Your cooperation is ap-
preciated. All visitors will register
at refuge headquarters prior to
making a tour of the area. Visiting
hours are from 9 am. to 4 p.m.
daily. Firearms must be left at
headquarters prior to touring the
refuge. Maximum speed of 30 miles
per hour. Fishing from refuge
shores is not permitted. Avoid dis-
turbance of all wildlife. Keep pets
in the car. Campfires are not per-
mitted.

Refuge headquarters is located
eight miles southeast of Austwell,
Texas, over hard surfaced and shell
roads.

Transportation to return
campers home should be at the
camp by 11 a.m. on Saturday, at
the close of the session. The camp
site will-be cleared of all visitors
at neon Saturday.

INQUIRE BEFORE
YOU RETIRE

Just as a person inquires about
the duties of a job before he goes
to work, he should inquire about
his benefit rights before he re-
tires, states Arthur L. Finck, as-
sistant manager of the Corpus
Christi office of the Social Se-
curity Administration.

Leisure ig often the only, occu-
pation of the retired worker, and
the social security benefits that
partially replace the former sal-
ary are intended to help him en-
joy the leisure of his retirement.
To avoid delay in the receipt of
the first social security benefit
check, the worker should file his
application for retirement benefits
about a month before he plans to
retire.

One who prepares in advancé to
file an application for his social
security insurance can gpeed up
the delivery of his first check by
bringing some records which will
be needed to process the applica-
tion, Finck says. A record of the
worker’s earnings during the past
year and evidence of his age are
generally required.

It is not necessary for an appli-
cant to get a birth certificate, and
a delayed birth certificate should
not be secured for this purpose,
but if he already has,one it may
serve as proof of his age. A bap-
tismal certificate or almost any
other record which shows the per-
son’s date of birth can be used to
establish his age.

When a woman claims her bene-
fits as a widow on the social se-
curity account of her deceased hus-
band she should bring her marriage
certificate as well as evidence of
her age, Finck pointed out.

Anyone who plans to retire may
obtain exact information about the
requirements and his benefit rights
from the Social Security Adminis-

Aransas County Test
Completes in New Pay

Morgan Minerals Corp. No. 1
J. D. Stanley and others, Aran-
sas County, Fast Aransas Pass
Field recompletion in J. H. Phil-
lips Survey, has flowed at the open
flow rate of 10.9 million cubic feet
of gas plus one barrel of 62.8
gravity distillate to 15,000 cubic
feet of gas from a new zone.

Production was on the tubing
side from perforations at 7,234-42
feet. Flowing pressure on adjust-
able choke was 2,087 pounds and
shutin pressure was 2,150 pounds.

On the casing side, the project
flowed at the open flow rate 8.6
million cubig feet of gas plus one
barrel of 53 gravity distillate to
58,800 cubic feet of gas from cas-

ing side perforations at 7,265-70

feet in 7-inch casing at 8,958 feet,
12 feet off bottom. Pressure on ad-
justable choke was 1,978 pounds
and shutin pressure was 2,079
pounds.

Cosden Petroleum Corp. No. 1
F. G. Gabriel, Mud Flats Field test
four miles south of Bayside in Sur-
vey 48, was to acidize nerforations
from 8,633-51 feet with 2,000 gal-
lons.

Perforations from 9,044-56 feet
and from 9,026-40 feet were earlier
acidized and swabbed dry. Bridge
plug was set at 8,615 feet. Location
is on a 120-acre lease.

Southern Minerals Corp. No. 1
State Tract 180, wildcat 4% miles
east of Rockport in Aransas Bay,
wag drilling ahead from 777 feet
where it had earlier stuck drill-
pipe. The slated 10,000-footer has
16-inch conductor pipe at 160 feet.

813th to Observe—

the jet streamsg could leave Siberia,
fly an over water route well off

the California coast and across

nurthern Mexico, easily penetrat-
ing the heart of the U. S. were it
not for this protection.

“And this would likely take less -

time than it would for the same
bomber to fly an over water route
from northern Europe to New York
city.”

The Rockport station, which has
only been operating at full effi-
ciency for the past five or six
months, cost U. S, tax payers many
milliong of dollars for installations
here and at the two satellite sta-
tion§ it controls — Palacios and
Riviera.

The base here, along with some
ten or eleven others, form a chain
of detection: in this part of the
U. S., and provide radar surveil-
lance of all craft flying within the
classified range of its operational
equipment and identifies the air-
craft as hostile or friendly.

If there exists a doubt about the
plane’s identity, these stations or-
der a scramble from the fighter
bases supporting them, including
those at San Antonio and Austin,
and jets shoot aloft to investigate
the questionable plane.

If the plane is hostile, decision
for its destruction rests with the
813th and is squarely on the shoul-
ders of the commander, for in these
days of atomic war there may not
be time enough to hunt up a colonel
or a general.

South Texas is served in other
ways by the 813th. Among these
are its ability to aid aircraft in dis-
tress and to detect severe weather
conditions, , varticularly tornadoes.

The station has meant a great
deal to Rockport and its area. Its
annual payroll totals about $500,-
000 and the Air Force spends an-
other $90,00" a year for community
needs.

The station, consisting of some
fifteen buildings, and a 27-unit
housing development, is located
three miles of Rockport, at the
Aransas County Airport, and, when
fully manned, will have about 200
officers and men.
