monstration agent, Of this amount
home demonstration club members
canned 36,170 luarts with a value of
$8,971.45, while the canning by non-
club members was estimated at 150,-
000 quarts with a value of $31,000.

These club members made their
own cenning budgets and helped 37
non-club members in making and par-
tially filling theirs. During the year
1,050 families were benefited by the
Extencion Service through efforts of
the club women and the home demon-
stration agent. This is 85.5 per cent
of the 1228 farm families in the co.

In addition to the farm food sup-
ply work,
and bedroom improvement work were
stressed for the club women, and gar-
dens and bedroom work were stressed
for the club girls. Sixteen of the 18
wardrobe demonstrators finished their
records, stories and dresses before
the county clothing contest.
