Most powdered milk now
available tastes di fferent from
fresh milk, because dried
milk sometimes de velops off -

"oxidimd" flavor resulting
from the exposure of fat or
air, a "cooked" flavor from
high pasteurization tempera -
tures be fore drying and a co
conut or stale flavor from ex-
tended storage,

The new method of milk
processing invol ves deoderiz-
ing the milk fat and then com -
bining it with paste urized skim
milk, all the concentrated
and driedbya foam spray
