It would 
create a new super-agency 
to preside over an esti­
mated 24 other Federal 
agencies affecting 554 dif­
ferent types of proceedings 
and activities. In other 
words. It would be another 
all-powerful bureaucratic 
operation over about ev­
ery other department, 
commission, bureau and 
agency. T te  power given 
to tbe three men appointed 
to administer the authority 
would appear to be greater 
than that now given to the 
Environmental Protection 
Agency, which is proving 
to have almost unlimited 
control over our industrial 
capacity and which la 
doubtless going to cost-

consumera extra money. 
It seems we have fo r -

8often tbe doctrine voiced 
y Patrick Henry In tbe 

Virginia Convention of 17M 
when he advised "pow er 
o u ^  atarays to be d ie - 
tributed sparingly on the 
assumption that bad men 
w ill use it badly, fo r  it 
la likely they w ill . '’

In this proposed leg is­
lation the agency has tbs 
potential of being a gov- 
emmant on top of another 
government.

Everyone recognize a that 
there are problems in ouz 
complicated economy and 
particularly in the m ar­
keting end but the problam 
has been seized upon with 
somewhat the attitude that 
Washington must te ll all 
consumers what Is good 
fo r  them and how it Is 
going to take care of tbsin 
In the day of the v illage 
biacksmith standing under 
a chestnut tree, the con­
sumer had an easier time. 
If the shoe didn’t fit , he 
could lead the horse back. 
Responsibility was direct 
and the customer recourse 
was Immediate.

Obviously nothing like 
this exists today--TV sets 
made in Japan, a shoe made 
in Italy. Responsibility 
becomes blurred when de­
fects show up.
