Data Available To
Increase Cropland

Farmers concerned
with using the best avail-
able acreage to increase
their cropland can get
valuable data from a soil
survey, Edward E.
Thomas, state conserva-
tionist. for the U, S, Soil
Conservation Service
said this week.

“‘Soll survey fieldwar k
has been completed for
123 counties inTexas,"”
Thomas said. ‘‘And the
data is available toany-
one making land use de-
cisions.”’

Work is currently
underway on soil surveys
for all remaining
counties in the state,
Thomas added.

‘“With a soil survey
map, you can read the
land like a book,’”” said
Thomas, ‘‘Some soilsare
ideal for a particular
crop. Others are better
off in another crop, or
feft tn
wetland. And on some
solls, the owner can
choose between pasture,
trees, or Crops.

‘The point is that a
great deal of soilinforma-

TASS, rees, or as «

tion is available to tarm-
ers and other land users.
Even where surveys are
not yet completed, the
Soil Conservation Service
--working through local
conservation districts--
often can provide at least
partial soils data to any-
one considering a change
in land use."’

Thomas added, ““Al-
though farmers are the
biggest group of users,
soil survey information
is also very helpful to
engineers and urban land
use planners who need to
know about drainage pat-
terns, depth to bedrock,
foundation hazards, or
other uses being planned
for them. A number of
cities in Texas have
made changes in their
land use plans after
checking a soil map--and
as a result, they saved a
great deal of money 1in
construction costs.”’

Local soil surveymaps
and information can be
obtained from the nearest
Soil Conservation Service
office.
