American d o l^ —which has 
sales of our surplus food 

buy about as much as the 
Confederate dollar on today's market. And unemploy­
ment would eventually hit most of us—even our un­
annointed "protectors."

Last year, we exported the products from about 1 out 
of every 4 crop acres. And the earnings in foreign ex­
change from those overseas sales of farm pn^ucu 
made possible those oil imports that kept our facto­
ries going, our transportation moving, and our homes 
heated.

When U S. farmers are producing fully, we can ex­
pect to export about 50*o of our soybeans. 60 to 65H 
of our wheat, 3SS of our feed grains. 40H of our cot­
ton. 50H of our tallow and edible fats. 40*'* of our flue- 
cured tobacco, and a good chunk of our citrus as well.

The producU of our farms are renewable resources 
that are recreated every year.

People-Watching
Trend-watchers occasionally report some interesting 

goings-on.
One of the most interesting to surface lately has to 

do with people migration It seems that millions of 
Americans are exiting from the big cities and heading 
for life in rural areas.

To be downright statistical about it: population in 
non-metropolitan counties (those without cities of 
50,000 or more) increased 4.2H from 1970 to 1973. By 
contrast, population in the bigger metro areas gained 
only 2.9*..

What's remarkable about this, they tell us, is that it's 
the first time in this century that non-metro counties 
have grown at a faster rate than metro areas.

The shift back to rural areas apparently h..s caught 
even the population experts by surprtse, and â l sorts of 
explanations are cropping up. Some say it's because of 
the decentralisation trend in manufacturing which is 
contributing to the economic m wth of rural and small­
town areas. CXhers point to the improvement in rural 
living conditions, and still others attribute it to the 
youth revolution with its anti-matertallstlc and anti- 
suburban viewpoint. All of these factors have no doubt 
played a part in the movement.

But thoae people who never left the rural areas are 
probably not as hard-pressed as the experts are to come 
up with an explanation.

Their only puzzlement about the whole thing is not 
why it's happening but why it took so long to b e ^

Mark Oeeslin, county
agent for the Tssas< 
Agriculture Extenston 
Service, noted that Com­
mission msmbsrs also 
reitsratsd tbsir r^uest 
lor an in-depth, impar­
tial, indspsndsnt study 
of tbs entire hfucelloww 
program and all possihh' 
programs for desling 
with ths problem. Earlier 
this fall, the Uveetock 
industry of Texas had 
requested that Congress 
suthorixs a mudy of the 
program now more than 
40 years old.

FoUowing ths TAHC 
meeting last weak, su- 
thoritisa of the U.S. 
Department of Agricul­
ture's Animal and Plant 
Heehh Inspection Ssrvios 
(APHISl notified the 
Commission thst as of 
January 1, federal in­
demnity payments will 
DO longer be paid to 
producers whose cattle 
are condemned as tmi- 
cellosis reactors, said Dr. 
H. Q. Sibley, executive 
director of the Commis­
sion.

There is some current 
confusion about indemni­
ty psjrments. which have 
oftm been extremely 
slow due to prolonged 
checking of records and 
paper work involved, 
explained Smith.

Dr. E. S. Cox. APHIS 
veterituuisn at Austin, 
emphssiasd thst sU ani­
mals that are identified 
as brucellosis reactors 
and that are branded 
and tagged through De­
cember 31 will still bs 
covered under the present 
brucellosis indemnity pro­
gram.

Cox added that under 
the propoeed federal 
regulations. Texas cattle 
could be quarantined. 
"Tbeee quarantine regu­
lations hava not bean 
placed againat Texas yat. 
and there Is a poasibility 
that they will not ba'“  
Cox stated. But ha 
wmmad that the . conae- 
quencae are eerious.

Rsetrictioos under 
such a poasible quaran­
tine stipulate thrM ac­
cepted conditions for 
shipping cattle out-of- 
state, Cox said.
