License Plates

Flavors this year are ^sam e Crisp Crackers, 
Lemon Creme Cookies, Oxford Creme Cookies, 
Scot-tea cookies. Mint Cookies and Savannah 
Cookies. The proceeds from the sale of cookies is used 
to develope and maintain Camp Rio Blanco; purchase 
camping equipment for troops to check out; provide 
funds to help girls attending special events; selling 
awards. The .troops keep 16 cents per box, however 
since the service center has been paid for the girls will 
be able to keep more than the 16 cents.
