PLANT PUMPKINS
FOR HALLOWEEN

If you want to have
pumpkins ready to harvest
at Halloween, it's time to
plant seed, peints out a
horticulturist for the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice. Pumpkins require 90
to 110 days to grow
depending on the variety,
temperature and rainfall.

WASHINGTON,D.C.—-Since the beginning of the
94th Congress over 18,000 bills and resolutions have
been introduced. Probably no more than 800 will ever be
enacted into law.

If it were only the laws themselves put on the books
by the Congress, the volume would be comparatively
small. But statutory enactment is only the beginning. In
1974, the iast accurate account, over 7,000 rules and
regulations were cranked out for the administration of
laws passed by Congrdss. This simply means that the

If a person violates an act of Congress, which s criminal 7722
in nature, he is arrested by a Federal official, brought to |2 Z
trial before a Federal court, and if convicted by a Federal |

judge, serves time or pays a fine. The exact same Is true

if a citizen violates an administrative rule written by a §

bureaucrat who Iis elected by no one and is only
responsible to the unelected head of a certain agency.
Legislation is now proposed that the Congress shall
have a veto power over these rules and regulations
before they are adopted by the administering agency.
This sounds perfectly good but there is some suspicion
that the proponents for this action may be trying to get

off the hook for their original action in supporting the |

legisiation in the first place. They find that their
constituents complain about the rules and regulations
and it is always easy to blame the bureaucrats. Many are
taken in by the high-sounding titles often applied to
bills. For instance, last week a bill was overwhelmingly
approved by the House of Representatives known as the
‘“‘Government in the Sunshine Act.’' The Senate has
already passed such legisiation unanimously.

The purpose of the legisiation is to open the
agencies to the public whan rules and regulations are
being drawn. As a matter of fact, when rules are
proposed by the agencies, they are printed in the
Federal Register which gives notice to the public before
under this
legisiation, two cfficials who may be in a policy-making
decision position can not discuss their business over a
cup of coffee or at lunch without a full transcript being
made of their conversation. The we.u. nated cost Is

being finally adopted. Technically,

$45,000 for each agency.

The proposed legisiation would require rules and
regulations be submitted to the Congress for a period of
80 days before they are adopted, reserving to the

Congress the right of approval or veto.

There is already provision for ‘‘oversight’’ in every
Committee which supposedly performs this function. As
a matter of fact, it is so time-consuming and complicated
that it doesn’'t work very well. The Committee on
Government Operations has the function of overseeing
executive administration of the Government but, here
again, it is so overpowering that, although they do the
best they can, it hardly meets the need once this myriad

of laws is enacted

A bet*ar approach would be to stop applying these
high-sounding titles to legisiation, many of which leave
the impression of being a cure for the ilis which it
supposedly meets. Stop giving the bureaucrats the
authority which they are so often accused of abusing and

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Fixing The Puffers

Millions of non-smokers have long suffered abuse
and discomfort at the hands of tobacco addicts pollut-
ing rooms and enclosed areas with stdle smoke every-
one is forced to breathe.

Now that it's medical fact that such pollution is
hamful to the lungs and general health, more and more
cities and states have moved to protect the rights of
non-smokers.

Minnesota has done perhaps the best job of all the
states. The law there—called the Clean Indoor Air Act
—requires that practically every public facility be free
from tobacco smoke. Areas can be set aside for addicts.
But if there isn't room or this isn't done smoking is
prohibited.

The Minnesota |law—thought by backers tobe a new
social movement rather than merely a law—is one other
states should duplicate. Twenty now have clean air
laws to restrict pollution, bat many are less effective
than Minnesota’s.

In some countries— Sweden is an example—the gov-
emment is moving toward even more restrictive meas-
ures than U.S. states. The goal is to eliminate all ci-
garette smoking entirely.

Until that is done—and some day people will look
back on the fashion of sucking burning cigarette smoke
into their lungs as ignorant abuse of the body—the least
states should do is protect the health of those who don't
inhale tobacco smoke by addiction.

Federal agencies should long ago have banned smok-
ing—except in limited areas—on buses, trains, aireraft
(present C.A.B. rules are a farce), etc.

Eight states (Georgia, Louisiana, Delaware, West
Virginia, Nebraska, Mississippi, Maryland and North
Dakota) have called for a constitutional convention to
make it unconstitutional for Congress to spend more
money than it collects.

This requirement that the federal govemment balance
its budget would be mandatory in peacetime and it would
put a halt to the rising national debt, now staggering
at a $600 billion mark.

If politicians continue spending more money than
the nation has in the treasury, promising more govern-
ment aid, jobs, benefits and care than the country can
afford, our grandchildren will see the nation forced
into bankruptey. It can’t go on forever. New York City
found out. Great Britain is ieaming the lesson now.

In addition to the eight states on record in favor of
a spending limitation, five others are pondering the
question and others are sure to join the call. (Florida,
New Hampshire, Illionis, South Dakota and Nevada are
currently considering the question.)

Since two thirds of the states (34) must officially re-
quest a constitutional convention before it's convened,
the rvad shénd may be lengthly. But one suspects the
people in every state are overwhelmingly in favor of a
federal spending limit. A constitutional convention
would, in effect, be the people speaking to congres-
sional lawmakers—telling them to live within the
budget, as families must do.

Polifical Ads

A disturbing trend in recent years is that of politi-
cians to go for image-making rather than substance in
election campaigns. An official of the advertising
agency which ran Jimmy Carter's successful primary
campaign recently indicated that emphasis in a break-
down of how funds were spent: 4 or 5per cent for news-
paper ads, 15 on radio and the rest for television.
