SALES, SALES, AND MORE SALES 
by Nancy Bigby

While shopping around this month, 
you have probably noticed that every 
store seems to be having a sale. If you’re 
like me, you found that what you wanted 
wasn’t on sale or if it was you hadn’t 
saved enough money for its purchase. 
You might often wonder when do stores 
usually have sales and what items will 
be featured. Most retail stores follow a 
time cycle in selling certain items at 
reduced prices. The following guide will 
cue you in to their pattern.

January--White sales, storewide 
clearance, resort wear, winter clothing, 
furniture sales, Christmas cards and 
decorations.

February-Furniture and home fur­
nishings, silver, china, glassware, 
houseware, mattresses.

March-Housewares, china, silver, 
garden supplies, spring and Easter 
promotions, luggage, spring clothing.

April-Men’s clothing, Spring clean­
ing supplies, paints, house wares, 
outdoor furniture, women’s accessories.

The crucial issues of agribusiness, 
world hunger, rising food costs, and 
nutrition are brought into focus by the . 
16th Courses by Newspaper offering 
entitled “ Food and People” , that begins 
nationwide in late January.

West Texas State University’s School 
of Agriculture joins the more than 400 
newspapers and 250 colleges and 
universities that are expected to 
participate in “ Food and People” .

The course, offered for continuing 
education credit units, is co-sponsored 
by the Texas A&M Extension Service. It 
consists of two public forums and 15 
articles which will run in the Amarillo 
Daily News on consecutive Thursdays 
beginning January 28. The first forum, 
scheduled for Saturday, Feb. 13, will 
feature Congressman Jack Hightower. It 
will be held at the A&M Extension 
Service Center, 6500 Amarillo Boule­
vard, from 9 until 12 noon.

The course combines scientific, social, 
historical, ethical, and economic 
perspectives to explore such questions
as:

Why is food so costly when it is so 
abundant?

Should the government continue to 
play a role in the production and pricing 
of farm products?

What are our obligations and

Should food be used as a diplomatic 
weapon?

What is the best diet for a healthy 
body, and how can we control the quality 
of the food we eat?

What are the social and psychological 
roles of food?

How do eating habits reflect cultural 
beliefs?

And what, for example, does the 
growth of the fast food industry say 
about our society and its values?

Dudley Kirk, Professor of Demog­
raphy, and the Dean and Virginia 
Morrison Professor of Population 
Studies in the Food Research Institute, 
Department of Sociology at Stanford 
University, coordinated development of 
the 15-part newspaper series and the 
related educational material.
