In the following article Ray Tin- 
son, local druKifist and Abernathy’s 
director in the West Texas Chamber 
of Commerce, artswers my proposal 
in last week’s column that Aberna­
thy not pay its dues to the WTCC 
next year.

Dear Mr. Editor:

May 1 in a friendly, constructive 
way take issue with you on article ol 
last week, appearing in your column 
- - “ NOTHING ABOUT ALL.’’ Where­
in you expressed the opinion that Ab- 
' rnathy is not receiving ample bene­
fit back from the West Texas Cham­
ber of Commerce on the basis of dol­
lar for dollar invested; therefore you 
propose in the future for Abernathy 
to cold shoulder the WTCC by refus­
ing to pay our proratta quota which 
in most years is approximately fifty 
do liars.

1 think the viewpoint expressed in 
this article—coming from any citizen 
would be alarming and tragic—'more 
especially from the editor of the home 
town paper.

In the first place the West Texas 
C of C is not an organization, private­
ly owned and operated. One in which 
towns buy stock in with their yearly 
duos and expect back enumerated 
benefits in proportion to the stock 
value they have bought in the organ­
ization.

To some extent the very opposite 
of this is correct, when we realize 
that the WTCC has no source no ex- 
i stance no affiliations, only in so far 
ns are made possible through the ef­
forts of the people o f West Texas. 
The WTCC is a join organization 
comprising 120 counties and 191 af­
filiated, separate towns. This area 
represents a vast Empire larger than 
the combined New England States.

It is cooperatively owned and oper­
ated by these towns—and was organ­
ized twenty years ago. Its organi­
zation grew out of a pressing need 
of this vast territory— (practically 
undeveloped —  full of raw mater­
ials and running over with potential 
possibilities) for leadership, —unself- 
i.zh leadership, in which the territory 
bonefitted even before the towns.

In these twenty years the West 
“̂ ixas Chamber of Commerce through 
its various channels hi zrked long 
and hard, and with only one thought 
in mind; that of furthering the best 
interest of West Texas.

It would be futile for me to try in 
this article to give all the things that 
have been done or attempted to be 
done. Most of them are an open 
book in the public’s mind. To mem- 
t'on a few outstanding objectives: 
The WTCC went on record among the 
first meeting pointing out the need 
f  ir the establishment in West Texas 
of an A & M college; Texas Tech 
is in a large manner the product of 
this effort. It has continued the 
fight to have Texas redistricted so 
that West Texas would have more 
aiuitable representation in Govem- 
nent. It is leading in the fight to 
bave state school funds apportioned 
cn the basis of actual school atten­
dance, rather than the present plan 
c f on scholastic census;—in this way 
save to West Texas, (who has a high 
percentage attendance record,) thous- 
Miils of dollars that are now going 
t i  East and South Texas, both with 
a high total population of negroes 
i nd Mexicans, a large portion of 
z’hich never attend school.

West Texas has already struggled 
for existunce under the highest brac­
ket of freigtr ates in the nation. We 
I ave always accepted this jienalty, 
just becau.se we were “ Out West.’’ 
"̂ he WTCC thinks the time has come 
\.’hen something should be done to 
'vard seeing that this freight struc­
ture is leveled off in a more Just way 
to this section, so today they are 
leading the fight in this direction.

If the West Texas C of C has ever 
fccomplished anything, these results 
have been one of cooperation and if 
they continue to do things for West 
'rexas it will again come only thbough 
complete cooperation of all the towns 
that comprise this, our homo area.

Of course, with reference to Alier- 
nathy pulling off from this organiza­
tion an other year, that is our prl- 
velege—no town is forced to Join, 
'my, or do any thing they do not 
< boose to do. It is our personal 
choice if we want to dig our heels in 
ihe ground and pull back, while our 
neighbor towns are doing something 
^or a common cause, out of which 
've all lienefit. This choicp is up to 
the people—Rut in the past I know 
that the citizenry of AREHNATHY 
have been made out of a different 
grade of nintdrial,—and you can’t 
make me believe that they are now 
<'hanged.

Again with reference to your state­
ment that this money could beat be 
used for charity at home. I maintain 
that there is still money enough left 
In Aliernathy for both. Mr. Editor,

grasshopfH-rs. Mr. Lewellen used 80i'i 
pounds of poison, which was put ou; 
by the mechanical spreader pulled by 
his truck. H. L. Cleainian, district 
entomologi.st in grasshopper control 
work, niatle a talk at this demonstra­
tion and explained the importance ot 
poisoning those ’hof)|K'rs while they 
are small.

The spreaders are now in use In 
the northwest part of the County by 
farmers in spreading poison bran 
mash where the heaviest infestation 
of the 'hopiiers have shown up. If 
is recommendi'd by county agent, C 
B. .Martin, that farmers in poisoning 
grasshopiM'rs should use approximate 
ly 20 [xiunds o f mixture per acre. Th,- 
poison bait is lieing mixed and put 
in the hands of farmers at 10c por 
hundreil pounds; 5<' to p.-iy’ for the 
sack that the poison is sucked in and 
•'k' for additional miscellaneous char 
ges.

County .Agent Martin urges that 
all farmers in Hale County examine 
their pasture land very carefully in 
turning rows to determin,. gras.shop- 
per infestation. Where these hop­
pers show uj) in numliers the far­
mers should get busy as soon as |>os- 
sible and poison them tn-fore they 
grow’ wings and fly away. .Martin 
stated it took from six to eight weeks 
to grow wings and after that time 
it is more difficult and more expen­
sive to poison the 'hoppers.

Lewellen, chairman of the grass- 
hoppi'r control committee, urges that 
all farmers, especially in the north­
west part of this s'ounty, cooperate 
with the county agent and the grass­
hopper committee, in exterminating 
this pest. I.ew’ellen states that the 
Federal government is furnishing 
practically all of the poison this time.

The appropriation for this expense 
will not last through the growing 
season and for that reason farmers 
are urged to take advantage and poi­
son their hoppers while it can l>e 
done at nominal cost.

H.ALE CE.NTER, .May 4.— F'rom an 
interest kindled in a manual train­
ing class of a small rural school, 
Howard Springer. 18-year-old May- 
field boy, son of Mr, and .Mrs. FYed 
H. Springer, has developed a hoboy 
that is fast becoming profitable, ano 
is winning him a reputation for pro­
ducing beautiful furniture as fine as 
any purchasi'd in the biggest home 
furnishing stores.

With only a handful of tools, and 
those, at best, just the ordinary kina 
leund in any farmer’s shop, he fash­
ions kitchen cabinets, ironing boaroa, 
utility eabinets, tables and odd pieces 
that are both useful and add charm 
to u home.

He first beeame interested in doing 
woodwork baek in 1934 under the in­
struction of J. L. Hooil, then principal 
of Mayfield's two teacher school, 
nine miles northwest of here. With 
Howard were nine other youngsters 
in this experimental class of Hood's, 
pupils from the sixth, seventh and 
eighth grades.

He first discovered his hobby of 
being i>articulur with a plane ana 
paint brush would mean dolars in hl.-i 
pocket when he mad̂ . an end table 
and typewriter stand for J. D. V«'or- 
ley of I’lainview, Since then he has 
made four kitchen cabinets, three ot 
them of the moveable type, and the 
fourth, a huge built in job for Mr. 
and Mrs. G. A. Harrel of Mayfield, 
wliich has just lit'en installed. Two 
of the eabinets he made were for 
newlywed couples, several months 
ago. They were Mr. and Mrs. Frank 
E. Young of Weatherford and 7>Ir. 
and Mrs. Charlie Young of Hale Cen­
ter. The other one was made for his 
mother.

Among folks who have bought 
pieces of Howard's handiwork are: 
Mr. and Mrs. J. E. l.aney of May- 
field, a large built-in bathroom linen 
closet; Mr. and Mrs. Harry Mills of 
Edgar, Nebraska, serving table, Mn 
and Mrs. J. V. Boston, Tipton, Okla.,

serving table and radio cabinet; Mr. 
and Mrs. H. (<. Dent, Hale Center, 
large portable clothes and linen riu- 
set; Mrs. Ola Legg, Plain view, two 
footstools; and C. V. Springer, Hale 
Center, breakfast table.

Exhaustive patience and tong 
hours go into every article he makes. 
He works both day and night, using 
a lantern in his workshop when the 
sun goes down. The glass-Iike fin­
ish he paints on his furniture reflects 
the long hours spent with his brush. 
He figures varnish Is not thoroughly 
dry for at least a month. He puts on 
four coats in four months on most 
of the furniture he builds. However, 
such u long periiHl of time does no. 
matter to him so long as his work 
is perfection when completed, he says.

Springer departs from set rules in 
designing some of the pieces he builds. 
He incorporates original ideas in hi.s 
carjienter-eabinet making.

Each piece of wood he used in cab­
inet drawers, top or doors Is selected 
with the care of a master craftsman. 
Every nail or cleat is put In with 
exactness. But, when the article is 
finished, both the buyer and maker 
are completely satisfied.
