The

scarcely more than 100 yards from
his residence and was en route to his
mail box and to town for ice when
the Lubbock bound Santa Fe passen-
ger train No. 93 bore down on him.

Train officials said the train’s
whistle was in full blast, emergency
brakes set and the bell ringing when
Wylie’s 1935 Chevrolet coach was
struck and fragmented.

Debris rained down the railroad
right-of-way.

The automobile chasis, twisted and
torn, was hurled over and over 104
yards.

Parts of the automobile were found
here and there 100 feet farther down
the track.

A quarter-mile away, where the
train ground to a stop, members of
the train’s crew had to take heavy
hammers and bars to remove part of
the machine’s framework and repair
the locomotive pilot before proceed-
ing. Portions of a steel cattle guard
and fencing were ripped away and
rross ties were scored deeply.

The conductor, George Q. McCarty
of Amarillo, and other crew members
walked back down the track to the
crossing.

Sanders ambulance of Lubbock took
the body to Lubbock.

ture to carry the row crop, cotton,
and grain sorghums through the dry
summer season. With favorable sea-
sons during the month of August Hale
County will produce a big feed crop
and make a normal cotton crop. In
this county we have 82,000 acres al-
lotted for cotton planting for 1939
harvest. Due to drouth early in the
spring and heavy rains late spring,
farmers have only planted 42,000
acres of cotton. This cotton is up to
a good stand and is looking very
promising at the present time.

142,000 acres has been alloted for
planting general crops. Sixty per
cent of the feed crop (general crop)
in Hale County is in good condition
for the month of July. A reasonable
amount of rain in August will pro-
